Mr. Perkins has vlsltod In person the
majority of the mining districts In tho
Stato and has obtained samples from
thoao which ho was unablo to visit. Mr.
Tronan has sent lead ore from Stockton
and Horry Joseph from the Utah mlno
at Fish Springs Somo flno specimens of
gold ore have been secured from tho Mcr-
cur mines and some excellent Bamples of
cinnabar have been obtained from tho
Mcrcur, Golden Stato and Sacramento
mines.

Tho specimens of copper and silver ores

Samples of
concentrates have been furnlshod through I

A huge block of brilliantly colored cop-
per ore, tho largest over minod In the Cen-
tennial Eureka, is ono of many cholco
samples secured from tho Tlntlc mines.
Vory rloh .samples of silver oro havo been
taken from tlie Lower Mammoth and
Gomlnl mines, and coppor and sliver ores
havo been secured from tho Grand Cen-
tral, Unole Sam, Totro, Boston & TIntic,
South Swansea, Bullion-Bec- k, Mammoth
and Orient mines. The Dragon Iron mine
has furnished Home flno material In tho
Iron line.

DR. J. S. WITCHER DIES
AFTER A SHORT ILLNESS

Dr. John S. Witcher, one of the most
popular of Salt Lake medical men, died
at about 6 o'clock yesterday morning at
tho Holy Cross hospital of gastrio fever.
He had had internal troublo for somo
time, unknown to his friends, nlthough
his illness only becamo critical on Tues-
day evening, when ho went to tho hos-
pital.

He had many friends who will bo grieved
over his early death. Those who knew
him say that his kindly, charitable dispo-slto- n

and courteous manner endeared him
to all those with whom he came In con- -
tact. He was always ready to relieve suf- -
fcring without regard to his personal com- -
fort or convenience, and would glvo hl3
services whero his patients could not af-
ford to pay.

Dr. Witcher was only 3J years of age.
having been born In West Wheeling. W.
Va August 18, 1S57. Ho was a graduato
of the Louisville Medical college, and took
third place In his class.

Before ho camo to Salt Lako Dr.
Witcher was quite a traveler, and very
fond of sport, as tho many trophies and
curios in hia house testify. After serving
In the army for a nunbor of years under
his father, Gen. J. S. Witcher, ho came to
Salt Lake twelve years ago and married
In Miss Margaret Zanc, daughter o
Judge Zane. Ho leaves a little daughter,
3 years of age.

MYSTERY OF FIRES
SOLVED BY ARREST

John Holiman Confesses That He Set Fire to a Boarding-Hous- e

at Bingham and the Creamery
at Lehi.

The mystery that has surrounded the
burning of tho Highland Boy boarding-hous- e

at Bingham) on September 17th last
and the firing of tho Lehl creamery on
November 11th has been cleared up and
flvo men are under arrest In various parts
of the State on charges of arson. Tho
names of the men sro John Hollnan, J.
B. Cotter, Frank WllHon, Alex Jennings
and August Wllmer. Holiman was ar-
rested In Tooele county and confessed to
Sheriff Harmon that ho had been con-
nected with tho Job3 and gave tho namo
of Wilson, who lives at 85 Cane street,
this city, as his accomplice.

WTien Wilson was arrested by Sheriff
Emery ho confessed to burning tho High-
land Boy boardlng-houe- o and said that ho
and Holiman had been hired to do tho Job
by Jennings, who had rented tho houso
from Its owner, Jennings is the father of
tho man who was killed by Barney Eck-
stein at tho Stato street roadhouso twoyears ago. Wllmer, who owned the boarding--
house, is said to have hired Jennings
to do tho work so that he would get tho
Insurance. Wilmor Ib an cmployeo of Sil-
ver Brothers in this city, Jennings Is
said to havo turned the Job over to Holi-
man and Wilson and to have given them
fl25 for burning the place.

The Lohl creamery was owned by a
stock company composed of Lehl men,
and at the tlmo It was burned was underlease to J, E, Cottar, who was a heavy
stockholdor. It 1b said that the Institutionhad never paid. It was Insured In thoAmerican Flro Insuranco company of Bos-
ton for $35C0. Tho claim was settled on
Decembor 11, 1003, for S3200, and soon afterthis Cotter engaged In the grocery busi-ness his stock having subsequently beenbadly damaged by flro. Slnco that tlmo
he has reopened business with a new
stock.

A few weeks ago Albert Snvdcr andHenry Lee, two young men of AmericanFork, demanded J100 of Cotter, underthroat that If It was not paid they wouldinform tho officers that Cotter hadJcnnlngB and Holiman to lire thecreamery. They had a letter from Jen-nings to Holiman instructing tho latter togo to Cotter for money. Cotter talked thomatter over with friends and thuy advisedhim to inform the offlcora of iho attempt
to extort money from him. A meetingwith Snyder and Leo wus arranged andwitnesses were hidden by Cottor in thastore. Tho young men appoarod and toldCottor what thoy knew and oxhlblted thoJotters to Cottor. Snyder and Leo werothen arrested on tho charge of extortion,when they Informed tho Sheriff of tho cvV
donco they had.

It seems that Holiman had boarded withBnyder and. becoming vory friendly withhim. had told him that ho CHollman) hadfired tho creamery: that Alex Jennings
had hired him to do It and that he andJennings were to get $160 each for thoJob; Holiman, who can neither read norwrito, got Mrs. Snyder to attond to hlocorrespondence with Jennings. Jenningsnever paid Holiman any monoy, although
ho arranged to meet him at Cottor'3 storefor that purpose. Holiman asked Cotterfor money and was rofuscd. Holiman leftAmerican Fork, going to Castlo Gato. andfrom thero to Tooele, whore ho was mar-
ried on Fobruary 27th, his arrest having
been effected on tho Sunday following

Holiman was takon to Provo and" wassubjected to a rlgl oxamlnation by tho of-
ficers. Ho at first denied all knowledge
of tho croamory flro. but confessed tohaving burnod tho Highland Boy boarding-h-
ouse. Implicating Wilson and Jen-nings. Finally ho broko down andto the Lohl Job as well, explaining

that he had been endeavoring to shield
Cotter, who had befriended him. The of-
ficers then set to work to securo corrobora-
tive evidence, and they think they havo
sufficient to convict all of tho men. Cot-
ter was arrested yesterday morning In
Provo, whero ho had gono on business,
and Jcnning9 was arrested at Sallna, by
Sevier county officers, Sheriff Harmon
having gone down yesterday to bring him
to Provo. Cotter was released on $7W
bonds.

According to Hollman's confession, Jen-
nings, who was tho principal man In both
the croamory and boarding-hous-e fires,
has had Jobs of the same kind all over tho
State. Holiman stated that Jennings had
endeavored to get hiai to burn a building
at Park City and another in Sanpete
county. Jennings han threatened to kill
Holiman if he ever gavo him away in tho
business, and Holiman Is thoroughly
frlghtoncd.
