IN THE DOLDRUMS

Another Fit of Lethargy Marks Open-- j
ing- of Week in tho Great

S Speculative Center.

NEW YORK, March 7. Thcro was a
short-live- d spurt of activity on tho stock
market this morning and some nppcaranco
of nervousness, owing to the general con-
viction that tho Supromo court would
hand down Its decision today In the North-
ern Securities case. This supposition ex-

tended as far as London and affected
Americans thcro beforo our opening. Ap-
parently tho expectation was modified bo-fo-

tho Supremo court assembled and
tho early declines wero pretty generally
recovered. When it was definitely an-
nounced that tho decision would not coma
today, the market relapsed into a degrco
of stagnation that has not been equalled
beforo since tho present era of dullness
set In. Northern Securities ltscljC was
forced down nearly 2 points in the ourb
market and that rallied when the furtherdelay In tho case became known.

Tho further period of waiting and sus-
pense thus involved disgusted operators
of all classes, and they refrained almost
entirely from doing anything In the mar-
ketI Foregn markets rellcctod additional
discouragement on this markot. The re-
lief afforded by tho successful Paris set-
tlement gavo way to renewed anxiety over
tho beginning of tho London settloment
Tho mining department was hurt by liqui-
dation from tho continent, indicating the
continued uneasiness there.J Tho bitterness of the conflict for freight

' traffic gives added lmponanco to the tono
of tho freight officials' reports of current
traffic, which Is of somo discouragementocr the lightness of new business devel-
oping, In splto of progress toward clear-
ing up freight congestion, due to weather
obstacles. The policy of continued heavy
tjorrowlngs by railroads, Indicated bv tho
loan expansion in tho Saturday bank
statement, thus comes In for additional
criticism. An outlay of capital avowedly
designed to nccommodato tho heavy rato
of demand upon facilities established by
last year's business has its wisdom called
In question by reason of the undculablo
shrinkage In that rato of business.

It has taken for granted that tho note
Issues on which theso railroad borrowings
are affected aro to bo funded ultimately
and tho future capacity jfor absorption of
tho securities market even after some re-- n

vlval of demand may set In, Is that far
