ALMOST ENTIRELY

WIPED OUT,

Flames Soon Get Utterly Be-

yond Canirol ef Local

Department.

One Kan Narrswly Escapes
Death and Another Porlshos

In the Ruins.

City Still Burning and Help From
Surrounding Cities Can't Beach.

There for Hours.

fwORONTO, Out., April 19. Fire
I swept through a section of To-J-

ronto's wholesale business district
tonight, causing a loss which

probably will reach 110,000,000.

Tho fire started in a factory in "Wel-

lington streot about 9 o'clock. In less
than an hour the flames had spread
from building to building on both sido3

of the street until the wholo block was
a mass of flames and the Are was ut-

terly beyond control of the local depart-

ment.
Appeals were gent to every surround-

ing city where fire apparatus could be

pbtalned, asking for assistance. Mon-trea- l,

London, Hamilton and Buffalo at
once responded, but It will be hours be-

fore they can be of assistance.
Wind Suddemly Shifted.

It was believed at 11 o'clock that the
fire was under control, but a sudden
shift In tho wind again fanned the
flames Into a roar and clouds of sparks
and burning brands wero carried down

side streets until three entlro blocks
were doomed.

The firemen were making a gallant
flght amid tho falling "buildings and a
mass oftftangled wires, but their efforts
at midnight seemed to be fruitless.

Chief Thompson of the Fire depart-

ment and George Dowkes of Montreal
were cut off by the flames while direct-

ing the work of flremen from a roof.
Thompson Jumped six stories to the
ground and miraculously escaped with
a broken leg. A mass of tangled wires
broke his fall near the ground. Dowkes

has not been seen since, and it is be-

lieved he perishod.
From the Currle warehouso on Wel-

lington street, where it originated, the
flro spread with astounding rapidity to

the west, destroying buildings occupied

by tho Eckhardt Casket company and
Warwick Brothers Si Rutter and W.

J. Gage &. Co., and then made a clean
ywecp up Wellington street to the
Queen's hotel. Tho thick lire, walls ot
tho hotel and the concentrated effort
of the lire fighters stopped the flames
there, but in the meantime tho Are had'
swept across the street and the block

of buildings from Bay street west to

the National club was wiped out.
At that time tho flremen believed

that tho flro was under control, when
a shift in tho wind sent tho flames
roaring down Bay stroet, destroying.'
every ouuuing oxi uoin siues irom tne
National club to Front street.

Nothing could resist the forco of the
flames as they swept down Bay street
toward the lake, and the firemen fought
back the Arc from side streets, con-

fining the Are zone to the one thorough-far- o

wherever possible.

Several framo buildings which
threatened to cause a spread of the Are
were blown up with dynamite.

At 1:30 o'clock this (Wednesday)
morning Bay street was on flro from
Wellington street down to the lake
front, but tho firemen wero meeting
with success In their efforts to prevent
a further spread, and It is believed tho
firo will burn ltsolf out there.
