Mining
company adjourned last night with a
now set of oMeers and directors, and
with a determination now that a new
ndministration I {n the =addle to unlte
in an endeavar to place its Tintic prop-
eriies on a bacla as productive ns that
sttained by the nelghbors, While the
former administration, agalnst which
inuch antagonism had developed, went
down, It was with its bools on and af-
ter it bhad fought every Inch eof the

ground. Of the new adminlstration
Henry G. MoMillan was elected presi-
dent, J. P. Turner vice-president, and

¥rank D. Kimball secretary and treas-
urer, these, with Col. A. . Ellls and
., . Packard (o serve as directors,
while Willlam 11. Farpsworth will look
after the socretary’'s desk That the
insurgents were in the mastery became
Appiarent in the permanent organisa-
tion, which u the order of buslness
was reached after much of the day had
worn away, H. IE. Booth, who had
gerved the temporary organization as
chalrman, defeating H. T Reynolds of
sSpringville, while W, E Bateman was
chosén secretary. Tmmedliately after
the elaction was concluded, reports
were asked of the retiving oMceors, but
they were referred to an auditing com-
mittes. without belng rea this com-
mittee conalsting of W J. Bateman and
L. A, Amsden.

Mr. Packard, former president of the
company, on the ove of Ajournment,
nddresged the sharcholders at somo
length, reminding them of what he had
done 10 conserve thelr Interests at o
period when the outlonk was most for-
bidding.
