party. No ono but an artful dodger
would stand upon It. Tho wubmlnnlon
of such a platform to the voters of a
State Is an Insult to their intelligence,
for it is intended to deceive them, and
a dellberato attempt to deceive espe-
cially so clumsy nn attempt as this
platform is Is n reflection upon the
brains of those to whom It is submit-
ted.

Opposition to Every Reform.
"This platform proves that the oppo-

sition to tho Kansas City platform Is
not opposition to silver, but opposition
to every needed reform and opposition
to nil that the masses desire.

"I hod expected that a platform pre-
pared by Mr. Hill for Judge Parker
would be evantvc and lacking In frank-
ness, but I did not conceive that any
body of men calling themselves Demo-
crats, would present such a platfonn
as a recommendation of a candidate.

"If wo aro to take the New York
platform as an indication of what tho
next Democratic platform in to be in
cose tho reorganlzors control the con- -
vontlon, then who will be ablo to deny
the Bcoret purpose of the reorganizes
to turn tho party over to predatory
wealth 7

"With such a platform and a candi-
date who would bo willing to run upon
it. the party could secure o.? large a
campaign fund as tho Republican par-
ty has ever secured, but In securing
It, it would, like the Republican party,
secretly pledge the administration to a
construction of the platform satisfac-
tory to tho corporations and the com-
binations.

"Can any one doubt that with such a
platfonn as was adopted in New York,
and with a candidate whose conscience
would permit him to run upon such a
platform does any one doubt that with
Huch a platform and candidate tho
party would be mortgaced beforehand
to the corporations that aro now using
the Government as a private asset and
plundering tho people at will?

Change in Supreme Court.
"But there Is another reason why the

Democratlo party cannot afford to go
before the country with an ambiguous
platform and an uncertain candidate.
No matter how people may differ as to
the relative Importance of issues, all
must recognize that tho trust question
today presents an important phaso of
the great conflict between plutocracy
and Democracy.

"We havo recently had a Supreme
court decision on the merger case. This
decision was rendered by a bare ma-
jority of one, and that one (Judge
Brewer) In a separate opinion outlined
his position In such a way at? to leave
no douht that in the first case Involv-
ing a trust he may join the majority
and defeat the Sherman law.

"The President to be elected this fall
will doubtless have the appointment
of one or two and possibly threo Su-
preme court judges. If his sympathies
are with the corporations he will doubt-
less appoint judges satisfactory to the
corporations especially If obligated to
the corporations by large campaign
contributions and these judges can
make It Impossible to secure any reme-
dial legislation for years to come.

"If, four years hence, the people
should secure a President, a Senate and
a House of Representatives opposed to
private monopolies, they may And
themselves unable to get any remedial
legislation past the Supreme court for
several years.

"The issue presented today in the
trust question, and in all other ques-
tions with which we havo to deal, is
tho question between human rights and

'property rights' or, more
properly speaking, between ordinary
people and the great corporations.

"Those who believe that property
rights are supreme take the side of the
trusts.

"If we have a President who is In
sympathy with this theory It meant
that the dollar will lo given considera-
tion before men. It means that organ-
ized wealth can continue to trample on
the rights of the people; It means that
the Instrumentalities of government
can be used for tho protection of every
scheme of exploitation that the capital-
ists can conceive.

Tool of the Corporations.
"I, for one, am not willing that the

Democratic party shall become the tool
of the corporations: I am not willing
that It shall bo the champion of organ-
ized wealth.

"if any of those who aro present to-

night or read what I say think thatI am trying to Interfere with Demo-
cratic success, let me answer that no
Democrat Is moro anxious for the party
to succeed than I am. No one has suf-
fered more from dissensions and di-
visions in the party, and no one, I be-
lieve, Is more eager for the country to
enjoy the great benefits which a tri-
umph of real Democracy would bring.

"But I do not desire that tho parly
shall win offices only. If that Is the
only purpose of the party, lot its prin-
ciples be abandoned and Its platform
simply declare the party hungry for
tho patronage.

"Tho New York platform ia ambigu-
ous, evaslvo and dishonest. It woulddisgrace the Democrats of tho nationto adopt such a platform, and it ought
to defeat as an aspirant for a Demo-
cratlo nomination any man who would
be willing to have it go forth as a
declaration of his views on public ques-
tions,

"In Illinois, in Wisconsin, in Michi-gan, In Minnesota, in Indiana, in Ohio,
and in every State that has not acted.
It behooves the Democrats to arouse
themselves and organize to tho end
that they may prevent the consumma-
tion of tho schemes of the reorgan-
izes.

"The scheme begins with the decep-
tion of the rank and file of the party.

"It ls to be followed up by tho de-
bauching of the public with a cam-
paign fund secured from corporations,
and It ls to be consummated by the be-
trayal of tho party organization andof the country into the hands of those
who are today menacing tho liberties
of the country by their exploitation ofthe producers of wealth."

KNEW LINCOLN

IN TRYING TIMES

Mrs. Herman Hill, a Bravo Nurse of

Civil "War Soldiors, Passes to

Her Reward.

HERA LAN H1LD, a pioneer of

MRS. city, a veteran nurse of the
war and a woman whose

life has boon full of good deeds,

died quite suddenly of heart disease
yesterday at her home, 72C South Fifth
East street. Mrs. Hill had been 111 but
a few days, and her condition wns not
considered serious until only a few-hou-

before her death, when a change
for the worse came, and In spite of all
that medical skill could do she sank
quickly Into the eternal sleep.

Mae Elizabeth Walt was born In
Wheeling, W. Va., May 10. 1843. When
about 18 years old she was married to
MaJ. Booth, who was In command of
the colored troops at Fort Pillow, where
he fell ia the bloody massacre of April
12, 1SC4. Mrs, Booth, then a volunteer
nurse In the Union army and a close
friend of the Immortal Lincoln, was
tendered by the President the uso of a
Government boat to go In search of her
husband's body, but the body was
never found. At tho close of the war
Mrs. Booth came West, living for some
time in Kansas, nnd reaching Salt Lake
City In lS7i), making thl3 city her homo
from that time until her death.

Mrs. Booth was married on Novem-
ber 15, 187S. to Herman Hill, who has
been prominent In the upbuilding of
this city. The married life of this
couple was an Ideal one, and tho sor-
rowing husband will feel keenly the
lass of one who wns to him a real help-
mate. While Mr. and Mrs. Hill have
traveled extensively during tho last few
years, It was In their homo that tho
greatest pleasure was found.

Some time after the war the de-
ceased, on account of her service for
humanity and the Union cause, was
granted by special act of Congress a
Major's pension. But, while this action
of a grateful country was highly appre-
ciated by her, she treasured most of all
certain letters from Abraham Lincoln,
Gen. Grant nnd others, commending
her work In behalf of the wounded on
many battlefields. And even In the
times of peace which followed the great
war Mrs. Hill was ever active In the
relief of the distressed; she found the
greatest happiness In serving those who
Were in need of aid.

Aside from her husband, the only
near relatives of Mrs. Hill are a sister,
Mrs. V. L. Cox of Seattle, and a broth-
er, A. B. Wait of Fort Londcrdale, Fla.
The sister Is expected to arrive In tho
city in time for tho funeral, which is
to bo held from tho home at 5: SO p. m.
today.

"Woman Ho Widowed Recites Nig-h- t

Scenes Lending Up to Confes-

sion of Foul Murder.

RAPIDS, Ia., April 23.

murder, tho woman ho called
his wife has told how the man.
dleturbed In his sleep by recollections of
the crime, enacted beforo her the man-
ner of slaying her former husband, Au-

gust Schroedcr, near Doon, Ia., June 30,

1900.

"One day last September he fractured
the skull of my boy by throwing a
wrench at him,-- Mrs. Schroeder tostl-llc- d.

"That night he came In at 2
o'clock. He slept uneasily. Suddenly
ho sat up and struck mo in the face.
His eyes were shut tight.

Thon he leaned close to my face and
said in a hoarse whisper, 'August, you

, now I'vo got you.'
"I was terribly frightened and got out

of bed and waited until he awoke. Then
I asked him why he said that. He told
me ho had Itilled my husband, who I
had always believed committed suicide.

"He told mo that when they went to
Doon, in June, 1900, he bought some
chloroform and put It and somo mor-
phine In whlskj". When he got home
August wus taken suddenly sick, Rocker
said he strangled him and hung his body
In tho barn.

"When he told me this he put a re-
volver at my head and told me if I ever
told he would surely kill me as he did
August."

Rocker was a hired man on
Schroeder's farm, and after Schroeder's
death he married the widow and ob-
tained Schroeder's property. It was
shown that he has a wife living In
Minnesota from whom he has not been
divorced, thus Invalidating his marriage
to Mrs. Schroeder, and in this way al-
lowing her to testify against him.

TROOPS TO CARBON

Gov. Wells Deems It Unnecessary to

Send the National Guard to tho

Coal Fields Again.

After receiving reports from Gen.

Cannon and Dr. Bcatty on conditions
In Carbon county Gov. Wells lia3 de-

cided that the trouble stirred up by
enforcing the quarantine regulations
with relation to "Mother" Jones does

not warrant Interference by the State.
Gov. Wells said yesterday that the
facts at present wero Insufficient cause
for calling out the militia, and that he
did not believe It would become neces-
sary to send the troops to Carbon
county at all. It ls believed that the
whole matter will die out in a few-day-

The following telegram wns sent
by Gov. Wells to Sheriff Hyrum Wil-
cox at Helper yesterday

"Reports from Gen. Cannon and Dr.
Beatty do not convince me of present
need for troops In Carbon county. Am
hopeful that, with prudence and pa-

tience, you can maintain peaceful con-

ditions. Urge that utmost tact be ex-

ercised In dealing with situation, but
law must be enforced, life and property
protected and offenders promptly dealt
with. Only when the county has ex-

hausted all Its resources can the power
of the State properly be Invoked. In
such emergency you may be assured It
will not be denied, but It Is my sincere
hope that yourself and deputies, backed
by the loyal and active support of your
citizens, will be able to cope with law-
lessness or prevent serious outbreak of
any kind.
