Proposed Reunion

of Presbyterians;

Great Interest Manifested in the
General Assembly Over the

Question.

N. Y.. May 26. The
BUFFALO. of the Presbyterian

of the United States and
the Cumberland Presbyterian

church, which organized as a soparato
body In 1810. was the first order of
business In tho general assembly of
the Presbyterian Church of the United
States today. Not since the day when
the voto was taken In 1001 on the re-

vision of tho confession of faith of thr
Presbyterian church has there been
such interest manifested 'in any ques-
tion as that of the proposed reunion.
The discussion was r struggle between
President Francis T. Patton on one
side and President James D. Moffat
on tho other, a renewal of the id
struggle between the llDernl and e

elements In the church. Dr.
Moffat was supported by Dr. R. F.
Coyle. Dr. C. A. Dickey, Dr. J. P.
Calhoun and others, and Dr. Pat ton
by Dr. Henry C. Mlnton. Dr. John Fox
and others.

Dx. Putton contended that the con-
fession of faith as to Its CalvlnlBtlc
doctrines Is the same as when theCum-bcrlnn- d

church went out. In other
words, tho revision of three years ago
did not revise In the sense of changing
anything. He maintained that the
confessloTiH of tho two bodies differ
materially and that doctrinally the
two churches arc eo fnr apart that It
would be dangerous to attempt a re- -
union at this time.

Dr. Moffat ond his supporters av-gu-

that the revision did revise. In
that misunderstandings were removed.
The ambiguity of the old confession
hun been taken away and the lan-
guage of the present creed Is uch that
It Is understood by the members of
the Cumberland church, and that they
accept U as It Is nnd are ready to
unite on the basis of the revised con-
fession.
