District Attorney Hatch presented the
caso for the prosecution and Attorney
Jake Evans for tho defense. A map of
tho premises on which the shooting oc-

curred was thoroughly explained. Among
other things, Mr. Evans said that tho de-

fense expected to prove that the shooting
was dono In o, nnd that "Mexi-
can Poto" was known to bo a dangerous
man. The dofenso expected to provo thnt
YarnelKtook the shotgun with him for tho
purpose of alpo, that "Mexi-
can Pete" fired the. first shot.

City Marshal Fred Wood of Vernal was
the first witness, who testified that ho had
scon Santabol In tho saloon on the oven-in- g

of the shooting. A dotalled descrip-
tion of tho saloon was given. The over-
coat worn by "Mexican Pete" and tho
revolver used on tho occasion woro iden-tlc- d

by Wood, who said that tho weapon,
which was examined by witness and tho
County Sheriff, contained ono empty
chamber, two empty cartridges and threo
loaded shells. In his previous testimony
lie said threo empty Bholla and two loaded
cartridges woro found In tho pistol. This
latter was thought to bo correct.

William Gates testified, under
by Evans, thnt about an hour

beforo the shooting "Mexican Pete"
threatened to kill someone, and talked
with Yarnell about It, and tho wish was
expressed that no further troublo would
occur. Both Yarnell and Santabol left tpfc
saloon after the first trouble. Santabol
roturned firsts Mr. Gates said ho did not
seo Yarnell lirtho saloon until a fow mo-
ments beforo tho shooting. As witness
was hurrying but of tho room at the time
of the shooting ho turned and saw "Mexi-
can Peto" fall Immediately after the sec-
ond shot was fired.

Dr. Buchtel of Vernal testified to tho
naturo of the wound lntllcted on Santabol
and that he died from blood poisoning re-

sulting from the wound.
Sheriff Prcoco Identified tho weapons

with which tho Bhootlng was dono. Ho
also said that thero wcro threo empty
shells, ono empty chamber and two loaded
cartridges in the revolver supposed to bo
used by Santabol.

Arthur Rldd saw Yarnell at the door of
tho cardroom Just before tho shooting.
Besides tho shots taking effect, two other
shots were fired. On
he said that ho was not an Intimate
friend of Yarnell This was In answer
to Mr. Evans, as to whether thero had
not been some existing between
Yarnell nnd himself.

II is
HELENA. that thero will be no

the Federal court in Mon-

tana until early In August, when
Judgc Hunt, the newly appointed Fed-

eral Judge, arrives from Porto Rico. It
had been supposed that Judge De
Haven of tho Circuit Court ot Appeals,
who haD been looking- after matters In

the Montana district since Judge
Knowles's retirement, would hold court
here and in Butte early In July. This
appears to have been a mistake, ac-
cording to advices received by George
W. Sproiile, the clerk of the Federal
court.
