The crop report issued by tho weather
bureau yusterday afternoon ls eminently
satisfactory. Fruit and garden produce
nro to bo had In plentiful quantities and
tho prospects are excellent. Hardy crops
are fn fine condition. A small amount of
damago was done In some few places bv
frost, hall und rain, and the ruin delayed
haying to some extent. Feed on the
ranges has been improved by the rains
and tho stock has benollted accordingly.

Grain merchants will bo lowering their
prices for alfalfa and timothy hay soon,
as haying has been gohig on successfully
throughout tho Salt Lake valley. All tho
prospects point to an amplo supply for
tho coming winter.

Weather Bureau Crop Report.
WASHINGTON, Juno 28. The weather

bureau's weekly summary of crop condi-
tions Bays: Tho tomporaturo conditions
during tno week ondlng Juno 27, In tho
districts east of tho Mississippi river,
were more favorablo than in the preced-
ing week, but were less so In tho upper
Missouri valley and tho In tho Rocky
Mountain and North Pacific coast dis-
tricts, where It was abnormally cool, with
heavy frosts, more or less damnglng In
the eastern portions of Washington and
Oregon and In Utah, Idaho and northern
Arizona.

On the Pacific coast tho weather condi-
tions have been moro favorable In Cali-
fornia, but Oregon and Washington havo
suffered from drought and low tempera-
tures. Kansas reports rapid growth of
corn.

The nroKrcss of wheat harvesting in
Kansas and Missouri has been Interrupted
by rains, but this work has proceeded
without Interfcrenco cast of the Missis-
sippi river.

in California harvesting conditions are
unchanged. While tho general condition
of spring wheat is somewhat leas promis-
ing than previously lndloutcd, tho out-
look continues encouraging in the spring
wheat region cast of tho Rocky moun-
tains.

On tho North Pacific coast the prospects
for Bprlng wheat havo been materially
lessened by dry, cool weather and recent
trosts.
