At 11H0 a. m. Dr. Wldtsoo In an open
carriage was driven by President Paxman
over tho entire- farm, stopping to namo
the Kind of grain on each plat, and to ex-
plain the depth and time of seeding and
tho various conditions under which the
grains wcro planted and cultivated.

Dr. Wldtsoo said that tho officers o( tho
experiment station did not claim to know
that anything could bo gTOwn on this soil:
that the farm, which is subdivided into
ICO different plats, represented so many
question markB, and that thla yoar'a work
JTiis resulted In tho answering by nature
of at least 100 questions of mankind.

Tho doctor QOlnted with prldo to tho
glowing crops about tho farm, and said
that wlillc thft experiment wac yet In its
Infancy and the management has labored
under great disadvantages during the first
vcarVi work, tho fact has been demon-
strated thRt man can master nature, and
that lino thrifty crops can be grown on
tho most unpromising soil when a knowl-
edge of tho natural bdencea is applied in
j.irm practice.

In tho course of his lecturo valuable
hints were dropped on the formation andI classification of polls with referenco to
their agricultural value; the conditions of
fertility and the circumstances that Influ-
ence it, and methods by which the original
foII fertility may be maintained. The con-
stituents of plants. 'sources and action of
tho various elements of plant food, tho so-

lution of crops for this particular soil,
the value of and tho correct manner of
Hummer fallowing, and the habits and
growth of different farm crops were dis-
cussed at considerable length.

Dr. WIdtsoe expressed himself at differ-
ent times ns highly elated with the result
of tho first year's work at this place, and
as especially pleased with tho services of
Stephen Boswcll. tho foreman at this
place, one of the best In tho State. Ho
also complimented the citizens for tho In-

terested manifested in the day's work and
for furnishing free eonvoynnco to tho farm
for all who desired to attend.
