An English Merchant Talks of

tho Anglo-Amcric-

Alliance.

W. J. Bland of London. Eng., pro-fesy-

to observe that "the tone of
Amorlcano ls Infinitely superior" to
what It was when he visited this
country eight years ago. 3Mr. Bland
crossed tho continent during- the cam-
paign of 1896, when, aa he expressed it,
"even the little children were talking
free silver." He is now on the way to
California to attend to large exporta-
tion of barley from that State to
England, where he ls engaged In the
grain trade. This Is his first return
trip to America In the eight years and
It 1m llttlo wonder that in contrasting
'the two periods ho ls Impressed with
the Idea that the "tone" of Americans
haa undergone a radical, or perhaps, a
conservative; change.

"I cannot sneak from a nartv stand
point," said air. Bland when seen at the
Cullon last night, "for I know little of
party politics in the Unitedi States, but I
am sure that your man Roosevelt will
bo He Is a grand man, and
he hasn't finished his work."

Mr. Bland believes firmly that the
English-speakin- g people are destined to
rule tho world, but Is convinced, that
quite sanguinary conflicts aru yet to be
waged before that supremacy 1m estab-llshec- h

"There can be no doubt about
the outcome," ho said. "We havo never
been defeated," adding, when he saw
an lnleiTogationi point in the inter-

viewer's face: "That little family dif-
ficulty of ours? was not a defeat, it was
simply a temporary separation we
shall be together again. An Anglo-Americ-

alliance Is Inevitable."
Mr. Bland said that In crossing the

American continent he always stops,
at least, a few days Ira Suit Lake City.
"It ls a beautiful city, and a restful
place," he said. "I notice, too, that thecity has advanced wonderfully in a
material way in the last eight years."

ANGLO-RUSSIA- INCIDENT.

Matter Is Proceeding- Toward an
Early Adjustment.

PARIS, July 23. Ofncial advices in-

dicate that the Anglo-Russin- n incident
is proceeding toward an adjustment.
Foreign Minister Delcasse's efforts
have been to keep the affair within
diplomatic lines and so prevent some
overt act of British reprisal whichmight precipitate serious Internationalcomplications. These efforts are now
considered as having accomplished
their object Delays In tho future willbe those naturally Incident to a diplo-
matic settlement of the controversy.

United States over the possible seizureof American merchantmen carryingsupplies to Yokohama, the Frenchnewspapers recall the seizure of theFrench merchantmen Lafayette andOllnde Rodriguez during the Spanishwar. It Is asserted that negotiations
over these cases brought the UnitedStates and France to accord a generalrecognition of the right of seizure. ItIs also pointed out that the seizure ofFrench ships did not arouse such ex-
citement In France as that recentlvshown in England.

KTJROPATKIN REPORTS.s

Russians, Harrassed by Small Bands
of Japr.nese, Movo Forward.

ST. PETERSBURG, July 23.-- Gen.

Kuropatkln, In a report to the Emper-
or under date of July 2, says everything
Is quiet and there has been no change
on the southern front of the Russian
forces or on the Slu-ye- n road. He pro-
ceeds to describe the advance madeJuly 21 by his order from Ikhavuen
eastward along tho stage road towardChlndlapudza and southward along thevalley of "the Llank river toward Suya-tanz- a.

The Russians, harrassed by smallbands of Japanese, continued their ad-
vance July 22, the Japanese outposts
retiring on their field fortifications east
of the roud leading from the Malcu-men- za

to the Lnkho pass. At 9.30 In
the morning the Russian artillery
opened lire on the pass which Is sur-
mounted by a templo, and the advancewas continued a few kilometers along
the stage road without encountering
the enemy.

Gen. Kuropatkln adds that up to the
afternoon of July 22 he had received
no further report. On July 21 three bat-
talions of Japanese occupied Slassyre
and sent outposts from there along theleft bank of the Tnitse.

BATTLE AT SYBEL PASS.

Engagement Resulted in Retirement
of the Russians.

ST. PETERSBURG. July 3.-- Gen.

Kuropatkln reports, in a dispatch to
the Emperor, that a detachment of
Russian troops commanded by Col.
Tsybulsky gave battle In tho Sybelpuss July 17 to a superior forco of Ja-panese. The engagement resulted inthe retirement of the Russians with.the loss of an olllcer and forty-si- x menkilled and four officers and 182 men
wounded.
