organized by an American and English
syndicate for the purpose of building
railroads through the Island of Luzon
and developing the territory just as
the Cuba company In two short years
built a line traversing the Island of
Cuba from one end to the other. That
there Is a big future ahead of such a
road in the Philippines Is the general
opinion of all army officers who have a
knowledge of the conditions in the
Islands and It is also their opinion that
It would be a splendid thine for the
War department.
