The foreman of the day shift spoke
sharply and with feeling. Then he told
us that the horseflies were pets, and
that this one was particularly gentle
and a favorite. Every noon, when the
miners emerged from the tunnel to eat
their luncheons, the horseflies came and
shared the contents of the dinner-pail- s,

and the men allowed them sometimes
to have a little blood by way of liquid
refreshment. The Hies knew when
lunch time arrived and they were al-
ways present at the tunnel's mouth,
even before the miners came out. The
quality of tenderness, present in every
normal human being, longs for expres-
sion; and the solitary miner In the
mountain forest, under the canopy of
trees or sky, or alone on the bleached
and desolate, rock-brok- desert, ac-
cepts the first outlet for (he tenderness
of his nature, and he fondles and cher-
ishes the first living thing that recipro-
cates his attentions.

to burn Inside tho wrapper loses the bestpart of It. The aroma Is lost and tho jlsmoke Is bitter and acrid.

"Puffing on cigar that Is not burning
properly only Increases tho difficulty. Tho
smoker gets more of the smoke of the In--
side leaves, and the whole cigar Incomes
hot from the effects of the Increased com-bustl-

In tho center of it. The proper
thing, the only thing, to do Is to light thecigar again, taking caro that wrapper
and all are Included In the lighting. If jHfl
this plan were followed a good many
smokers wouldn't change their brand of jjHcigars so often "Hartford Times.
