The smart nightgowns have all their
seams made as small as possible, with
headings of the finest entre deux often
less than a half Inch wide. The yokes
on many of the elaborate robes de nult
aro transparent and nearly all of valen-
clenncs, with here and there medal-
lions of embroidery. The more youth- -

ful gown3 no longer have collars and
frills about the neck, but are cut in
low squares and round effects edged
with lace that is not full and drawn
up with wash ribbon through beading,
or when the pattern of the lace Is suf-
ficiently open these apertures are em-
ployed as a means to the becoming
end.

For morning iwcar with the linen
dresses skirts are made of a stout linen
canvas and plentifully trimmed with
coarse lace. They stand lots of hard
wear, and the tub seems to Jmprove
rather than to Impair their beauty.

Pretty llttlo colored muslin skirts
trimmed with self colored lace arc de-
signed to bo worn with the trotteuse
frock, and they form a pleasant change
from tho overdone taffeta silk jupe.

The daintiest skirts for strictly even-
ing wear are fashioned from soft taffo-t- a

Summer Pood For thc Ilnndn.
For pretty hands Injured by the ap-

pearance of premature wrinkles use the
milk cure and avoid scented soap, says
a reliable authority. Sensitive skins
become withered by frequent contact
with perfumed soap and water. The
very best castile soap is preferable to
any other when the skin on a pair of
fair and pretty hands begins to look
dry and filled with tiny crisscrossed
lines. The hand bath of fresh, unskim-
med milk Is better stilU A notable in-

stance of beautifying the hands is that
of a well known prima donna. Her
hands are slim and white, but they be-
came suddenly as aged and withered
as those of a woman of sixty. A friend
saw them and showed her own pretty,
piump, snow wmtc memoers in com-
parison.

"Use milk, my child," was her conso-
lation. "Every morning a quart of thc
best milk Is sent to my rooms in the
hotel, and four times a day I soak my
hands just a moment or two in the
sweet, white fluid. I dry them gently
with a very old piece of soft, pure lin-
en, and they shine and glitter like now
Ivory. Milk Is a tonic to dry skins such
as yours and mine. It also tightens up
the outer cuticle and lends It a downy
softness.

"In summer I use a milk bath for my
hands once a day, and when I require a
bath for them in soap and water I use
only the purest castile soap and water,
in which a double handful of oatmeal
has laid soaking for a quarter of an
hour."

The quickest way to whiten tho hands
is to sleep In loose gloves lined with
almond paste. - To make the paste stir
Into half a cupful of almond meal
enough powdered oatmeal to make a
moderately stiff paste. Soak the hands
in warm suds until all the dirt is re-
moved and rub a little of tho almond
oil Into the hands before putting on the
gloves.
