Change Character

Incorrigible Boy's Vicious Disposition
Transformed by Skillful Sur-

gical Operation.

INDIANAPOLIS, Sept. IS. The correc-
tion of criminal instincts by a surgical
operation Is tho latest feat of tho Juve-
nile court.

Jcbso Board, 15 years old! who was
brought into tho Juvcnllo court ln March
by his mother, Mrs. Matilda Beard of 653

Arch street, was charged with being in-

corrigible. Ho had been away from homo
five days and tho mother and sister of the
boy thought that ho should bo put in
Somo Institution where ho could bo man-
aged.

Pending ,in investigation by tho court,
Mrs. Helen W. Rogers, chief probation
.officer, and others of tho court conceived
tho Idea that a physical defect was re-
sponsible for tho lad's mental attitude.
Tho mother and 3lster then remembered
a fall received by the boy when throo
years old. HJs head had struck on a rock
ln a stream where ho was wading. Dr.
Kohlmcr's examination showed a con-cav- o

formation of tho skull where It
should have- been convox. Arrangements
for an operation woro mado, but they wcro
not carried out until July 5. as tho boy
hart run away In tho meantime.

Tho oporatlon by Dr. Kohlmor involved
tho removal of three pieces of tho skull,
on tho under side of which he found thick
growths pressing against tho brain.

Tho boy was allowed to leavo tho hospi-
tal fourteen daj's later, as well and strong
08 ever, but showing a rcmarkablo differ-
ence In his manner. Tho old surliness
and ungovcrnablo temper were gone and
he wns porfcctly amendablo to tho wishes
of his mother.

The mind of the boy wns cleared, and
ho seems extremely bright. It is believed
that he will rapidly advance in school
and make up for worthless years. Ho un-
derstands what has occurred to him and
says ho Is very thankful to tho court and
to the doctor Ho will enter a special
3Chool ln connection with Shortridgo High
school, maintained for truants and back-
ward students, this week. The boy has
not been In school for three years becauso
of his incorrigibility and at tbo time he
was taken out of school he had reached
only the second grade a class of boys 8
years old.

PEAR AND APPLE JOINED.

Nature Forms Curious Hybred. of

These Two Popular Fruits.

HARRISBURG, Sept IS. State Econ-
omic Zoologist Surface has received a
true natural hybrid between one of the va-

rieties of the summer red applo and tho
Bartlott pear from Charles P. Gearhart of
Danville, which ho will endeavor to learn
whether it Is sterilo or fertile.

Accompanying tho hybrid was an or-

dinary apple taken from tho same branch
of tho tree which produced tho cross
growth. Tho branch of the apple treo on
which the hybrid grow had extended Into
a branch of a neighboring pear tree, and
the ovary of the apple blossom was fer-
tilized by pollen from a pear blossom, ln
this way tho extraordinary growth was
produced.

Dr. Surface says that tho queer pcar-app- lo

Is a true nature hybrid, and that,
so far as ho knows, this Is the first one of
tho kind on record.

Hybrids of this sort are frequently more
or less Imperfectly grown by agricultur-
ists or s, who cross the pollen
of one plant or species upon tho pistil of
nnother. But the remarkable feature of
this pear-appl- o Is that it wns produced by
nature unassisted.

Tho seeds of this curious product will be
kept and planted and cared for by Mr.
Surface to determine whether a new fruit
has beon discovered, whether tho seeds
will produce an ordinary apple or pear, or
whether, like most other hybrids, tho
seeds are sterilo entirely.

GREAT SHEEP MARKET.

Shipment to Portland This Year Is

ton sheep from Eastern Oregon havo this
year been marketed ln Portland than
over boforc. Over SO.KO head havo boon
shipped to tills market from UmatlHa
county alono, according to tho statement
of one of tho leading sheepmen of East-
ern Oregon Tho prices paid for thoao
sheep ranged from $1.76 and $1 SO for
lambs to S: 5 and $2.35 for ewes.

Western Pacific Made

Offer for Saltain

Owners Refused and Are

Helding Out for Round

$1,000,000.

Offer "Was S750,000, the Line Being
Desired for Local and State

Franchises It Controls.

The Western Pacific has offered the
sum of $760,000 for the Salt Lake & Los
Angeles and the Saltalr beach property.
It was refused by the owners, as they
have determined to hold out for a. round
51,000,000, thinking that they can. get
that sum from the new line or one of the
older companies, which might want to
prevent it from falling1 into the hands of
the Gould people. As tho railroad and
beach plant complete cost close to $2S7,-00- 0

over ten years' ago It would be a
good deal for the owners to close out at
either figure.

Good Leal for Owners.
What it has to offer Is chiefly in fran-

chises and the thirteen miles of railroad.
The franchises cover a right-of-wa- y in-

to the city to a connection with tho Rio
Grande tracks and a lease of trackage
from the Oregon Short Line former
Garfield station.

Its right of way extends from Sal-
talr Y along the beach and around the
south shore of the lake; in fact, the
route desired by the Western Pacific.
The company recently reincorporated to
cover about 200 miles ' of westerly ex-
tensions, and these will take the Una to
Grantirvillo and out to Deep Creek.
These franchises might also be of value
to the Western Pacific.

Hust Tako the Presort.
Tho bathing' pavilion itself does not

enter into the deal to any important
degree, as It would ' not prove a valu-
able acquisition for the Western Pa-
cific, but the railroad will not be sold
unless the beach is sold too.

Whether the Western Pacific will see
the raise or allow the whole matter to
drop is now a question of Interest to
local railroad men.

PROBABLY A FRAUD,

State Department Disposed to Dis-

credit tho HcLachlan Case.

WASHINGTON. Sept IS. Pending an
investigation of tho caso, Stato depart--,
ment officials arc disposed to treat as a
fraudulent scheme to obtain money, the
information which .press reports from
Pasadena, Cal., say has come to a rela-
tive of Congressman McLachlan of Cali-
fornia of the reported death of Louis
Blalsdell in a Spanish hospital and tho
detention of his fourteen-year-ol- d daugh-
ter In a convent at Arajucz.

According to the views of tho depart-
ment officials, tho report bears tho ear-
marks of the work of a gang of Impostors

leged to havo loft to a supposed relative
ln a foreign country.

forces, has written to President Ordonez
of Uruguay, expressing his belief In the
futility of further bloodshod now that
Saralva Is dead, and asking tho President
to proposo conditions of poaco.

President Ordonez replied that, while de-
siring a cessation of tho struggle, tho Gov-
ernment was not prepared to mako condi-
tions, although it stood ready to entertain
reasonable proposals. Delegates repre-
senting both parties aro now negotiating
a brmls of peaco. but owing to the many
previous failures tho public ha3 llttlo faith
in a successful issuo of these negotiations.

Montgomery
and his brothers were the property of
Joseph Davis, brother of the leader of
the Confederacy. The plantation
passed into the hands of Joseph Davis
and was placed ln charge of Montgom-
ery and his brothers. Later Montgom-
ery obtained complete control of the
land. His wealth is estimated ut
5200,000, Ho employs 150 men.

PRINCE HERBERT

Distlogulshed Son of

Iron facior,
Who Had Trained Him to

Becme His Successgr

as Premier.

2Tot in First Favor With Emperor
William and Not Lately Active

in Publio Affairs.

FRIEDRICHSRUHE. Sept. IS. Prince
Herbert Bismarck died this morning at
10:15 o'clock. The end was painless.

Since ho ceased to bo Foreign Minister
on tho retirement of his father ln 1S00,

Prlnco Herbert Bismarck had taken part
In public affairs only as a member of the
Reichstag. Ills attltudo had been moro
of a man not appreciated by his sovcrolgn
and who was waiting ln tho background
for an opportunity to resume his career.

His dollvory as a parliamentary speaker
Improved year by year. He always de-

clined to Join any political group, stead-
fastly calling hlmsolf an independent.

Was a' Very Haughty Man.
His haughty and Imperious manners In

early life, when ho was evor conscious of
the fact that ho was tho son of tho most
powerful statesman ln Europe, softened
ln later life.

Prlnco Bismarck's father trained him
for his successor as Chancellor of tho
German empire and advanced him rap-Idl- y

In the diplomatic service, until at tho
age of 10 he was Minister of Foreign Af-
fairs, ln which position ho took part in
nearly every important international
transaction.

An incldont that nearly wrecked Prlnco
Herbert's career and that caused the old
Chancellor great annoyance wn Prince
(thon Count) Herbert's elopraent with
Princess' Carolath Beuthen, the wife of
Prlnco Karl, the head of that distin-
guished Slleslan houso. Tho Princess was
of tho Hatzfeldt family, and young Bis-
marck at that time was his father's pri-
vate secretary.

Domestic Life Dark.
Count Herbert lived with tho Princess in

southern Italy for a few weeks, and then,
at tho command of his father, returned to
German. Tho Princess was divorced and
has slnco died.

Tho tlt,le of Prince Bismarck and tho
largo fortuno of the deceased will go to
his soven-ycar-ol- d son. Oto.

Tho late Emperor Frederick gave to
Chancellor Bismarck extensive forests at
Frlodrlchsruhe, which havo slnco In-
creased ln value, and tho Chancellor gave
to Prince Herbert ln securities
and cosh. The estate Is now estimated to
be worth $4,000,000, excluslvo of tho 'lands.

CURIOUS OLD CARTRIDGE.

Ono Is Unearthed by Kansas Farmer
While Ploughing.

LEAVENWORTH, Kan., Sept. IS.
Richard King has unoarthed a curious old
cartrldgo on his farm at Oak Mills. It
was Imbedded in yellow clay and had evi-
dently been thero a long tlmo.

J. B. Fowler of 115 Rus-
sell street.

visit, for as he has no patent upon It asyot, scientific explanations arc lacking.
Ever slnco 1S78 Fowler has been working
upon a devlco by which two persons at a
distance might seo one another's features.

Two months ago ho hit upon the Idoo,
which, followed out, lias resulted In thoapparatus exhibited by him today for tho
first time. A nowBpapcr man mado so
thorough an Investigation of tho appara-
tus this evening that fako is Impossible.
How far It will be posslblo to seo faces
over tho wlro must yet bo ascertained, for
Fowlor has kopt tho cntlro lino within
his own residence.
