Theso havo not been from tho
Ignorant, but from tho wisest and best
of tho earth, scholars, statesmen, philos-
ophers- Those men could not havo been
deluded. I bcllevo tho gospels becauso
thoy bring comfort to tho world. They
portray for us tho great Christ of Nazar-
eth Tho beauty of his llfo appeals to
me. Thcro Is a claim. upon mo to bo at
my best and to Hvo up to tho highest
Btnndard becauso of tho cluiractcr pre-
sented horo. Those gospols toll mo how
to know tho father. Thoy brcatho tho
aroma of heaven, nnd aro surcharged
with tho pity of tho infinlto heart. Thoy
lhBplro In llfo, thoy consolo In death.
Listen to Stnnloy, tho groat explorer:
'Constrained to confess that without
God's help I was helpless, I vowod a vow
In tho uolltudo of the forest that I would
confess his aid before men.' In his fa-
tigue and Blckness, under great anxiety
on account of tho rear column, ho tells
us ho turned for consolation to tho scrip-
ture.

Han's Highest Revelation Comes
From. Love.

"Tho hlchost revelation a man can .

havo Is from lovo. Lovo is tho highest
nnd deepest emotion of all men."

This was tho sentiment that ran
through tho wholo of tho Rev. P. A.
SlmpkJn's sermon at tho Phillips Con-
gregational church last night. His text
waB: "For this Is tho llfo etomal: to
know God and Jesus Christ whom thou
hast wont."

Rev. Mr. Slmpkln took up tho point
that It la as posslblo to havo-- a definite
knowledge of God as It Is to havo a dofln-Jt- o

knoM-ledg- of any fact. Christ camo to
us to roveal God to us, and tho ono doc-
trine of all others that ho preached was
that of perfect and love. All
of man'9 truo knowledge Is based on a
revelation from without. Tho highest
revelation cornea from lovo: for without
a revelation through Jesus Christ no map
can really know God.

And, tho spcakor continued, a knowl-
edge of Christ should not bo meroly in-
tellectual. A man who knows him only
In an intellectual way does not know God.
He must fel him with his deepest
tlon, and tho deepest emotion a man haa
la thnt of love. This Is tho high road
along wldch it Is necessary to travola man can become Intimately ac-
quainted with Christ.

As a man sees lovo In God, ho comes
to a proper appreciation of what ho Is,
and to an appreciation of his truo ldoal.It Is oa important to a man's develop-
ment to realize this as all that God Is
willing to do for him. Knowing his own
self, n man comes to truly know God.
Upon a knowledge of God In Jesua de-- ,
penda the achievement of his own Ideal.

Rouletto Dealer.

"Crap-shooters- ," said a well-kno-

rouletto dealer yesterday afternoon, as
he straightened back In his chair and
bit the end of a villainous-lookin- g

black cigar, "are ihe meanest people on
earth. Thoy risk less money, make
more noise and klojc harder than all
other gamblers combined."

When questioned as lo tho reason for
this, the man who manipulates the
llttlo Ivory ball continued:

"I don't know why It Is unless it's be-
cause the majority of crnp-shobtc- rs are
pikers. Occasionally you run across a
man who. dallies with the bones who
will bet his money, but as a general
rule their wagers are close to the mini-
mum.

"Just take, a look at that bunch over
there." Tho "bunch" referred to con-
sisted of three soldiers, a hack-drive- r,

a waiter, and two unknowns who close-
ly resembled that typo of American
manhood known in street parlance as
"bums." At tho Instant the roulette
doaler Hpoko, ono of the "bums" was
trying lo talk the crap dealer into buy-
ing a drink. One of tho soldiers was
endeavoring to "pass" and In a loud
voice was talking to the bones after
the fashion of a Georgia negro. His
two companions were engaged in an

over fifteen cents, and tho
waiter was cursing tho man on his
right for switching the dice. Tho room
echoed with profanity and tho drunken
wrangling; of the players, nnd above
all rang out the voice of tho soldier
with tho dico as he called, "Como
Boven. Flvo an' a deuco, roll over
there. Round tho corner this time,
watch 'em travel. Now for a natural."

"It's a wonder to me," said the rou-
lette dealer during a lull in the stormy

D. P. TARPEY DEAD,

Former Resident of Salt Lake Suc-

cumbs to Bright's Disease.

A large circle of friends In this city
will lenrn with deepest regret that D.
P. Tarpey died yesterday at his home
In San Francisco from Bright's dis-
ease. Word had previously been re-
ceived that he was not expected to
Hv6, and, his closest friends were there-
fore somewhat prepared for tho news,
although It was none the less sadden-
ing. Mr. Tarpey was one of those
genlnl men who go through life with a
smile and ready word for everyone,
and it can be said of him that he num-
bered his acquaintances as his friends.
In business he was quite successful. He
came to Salt Lake as resident land
agent for the Southern Pacific, and also
owned tho Toltec Ranch company In
Box Elder county. He lived here from
1S81 until about live years ago, when
ho moved to California. Ills early
home was on Eleventh East, the artistic
house set on sloping lawns between
Seventh and Eighth South.

Hero the family lived for years and
the boys made many friends in the
neighborhood. Mr. Tarpey also lived
In Ploche. Virginia City. White Pine
and other mining camps, where lie fol-
lowed mining. He leaves a wife, four
sons and two daughters, all of whom
have the sympathy of their Suit Lake
friends.

Distinguished Prelato Preaches at
Trinity Church.

NEW YORK, Oct. 2. Trinity church,
rich In historical nssoclatlonsand ono of
tho Inndmarks of New York, hnd an
ovent of interest to add to its ohronlcles
today when his grace, tho Archblahop of
Canterbury, and tho highest dignitary In
tho church of Groat Britain, preached
within Its walls.

lu any of tho world's continents, havo
life's activities soemod to whirr and buzz
so restlessly as here. Tho output of
human energy Is at tho full. The man
who cornea hero from quieter, older, per-
haps elccpler regions Is apt to bo a llttlo
bewildered, a little dazed, oven, whilo ho
wonders and admires. then' this
thought comes: How easily. In all tho
tossing of theso rapids, must tho weaker
sort of folk bo submerged and go out of
sight and out of thought.

"Wo know 00 much about all that Is
going on that we como to caro less. Noth-
ing happens nnywhero but somo hurried
account must. In an hour or two, bo epod
throughout tho world. Tho account may
bo Inaccurate half fact, half guess but
go It must; or another will bo before.
