These men ;r. a'.l cNptrlenci'd
miners and they havo left Colorado be
cause they were dcpDrJe.I or else w ro
unablo to obtain work on account of tho
terrible stagnation in business.

Three men from Victor, one from Crip-
ple Creek and several from Tellurido
came through Reno and went south on
the V. &: T. train. They stated to a Ga-
zette reporter that they wero bound for
Goldlleld, which, thoy say. is known from
ono end of Colorado to tho othr. Thcv
state that many mining men from that
State aro already In Nevada, and that
many more are yet to come. Some of
them aro In possession of small means,
but many of thorn havo not tiufficlen: lo
keep them until they securo work of some
kind.

MINES TO BE UNWATERED.

Superintendent McTerney Predicts a
Mining Bevival in Eureka.

In conversation with a reportor of tho
Tonopah Miner at Tonopah last week,
II. C. McTerney. superintendent of the
