VV. A. Nelden Has Schedule

to Advance and Sat-

isfy All.

Minimum for Grade Teachers Is
Raised From S30 to S40 Por

Month.

At tho meeting of tho Board of Educa-
tion last night W. A. Noldon camo for-

ward with a substitute resolution re-

garding the proposed raises In tho salaries
of tho school principals. It scorns that
Mr. Nelden Is now In accord with those
principals who have protested against
tho schedules suggostcd on tho ground
that It only promotes some nnd demotes
others. Mr. Ncldcn'a resolution reads
ns follows:

Mr. iNelden's Resolution.
"Tho salaries of high school prinolpals

shall not bo governed by a schedule, but
shall be determined by Individual merit,
but tho minimum salary paid a High
school principal or assistant High
school principal shall bo not less than
tho maximum paid a grammar school
principal. A High school principal must
bo the holder of a State High chool di-
ploma and must be able to teach all tho
branches In at least one High school
course other than the commercial course.

"The buildings of this city shall bo
grouped Into classes and the salaries as
herein set forth shall bo paid to princi-
pals, provided that no principal shall at-
tain the maximum aalury until ho has had
two years' experlenco In a building of
sixteen or moro teachers. If this expe-
rience Is lacking tho appointee to a maxi-
mum building snail receive $150 per month
for the first year and f 155 per month for
the second.

"The salary of any principal shall be
Increased $5 per month when he becomes
tho holdur of a State High school di-
ploma."

Explains His Plan.
"This Bcheme gives those principals who

have been drawing maximum salary
hitherto a maximum also under tho
raise," said Mr. Nelden, "and not, us
under the plan suggested, a maximum to
some who haven't had It up to now, whllo
uemounp ouiers wno navo nan me maxi-
mum They aro still as capablo as over,
and tho mere fact that they havon't had
a room added to their schools should not
stand In tha way of their getting a maxi-
mum."

He said that under tho scheme sug-
gested only four grammar school princi-
pals In the city could get the oxtra 55 a
month. Ho was of the opinion that any
principal who can obtain a Stato High
school diploma should get tho extra $5
per month.

Upon motion of Mr. Googhegan the mat-
ter was referred xo a commlttco of tho
whole

Mr. Nelden presented a schedule which
he had drawn up, showing how tho prin-
cipal of every school In the city would bo
affected by tho advance he proposed.

Effects of the Scheme.
This scheme gives an Increase of $15

per month to eight principals who aro
now getting $145. Theso aro the Frankl-
in. Grant, Lowell, Oqulrrh. L'nlon. Wa-
satch. Washington and Webster. Tho
principal of the Jackson Is raised from.
$115 to $156 and of tho Lufayetto from
$145 to $150; of the Hamilton and Sum-
mer from $144 to $150; of tho Emerson and
Lincoln from $132 to $140; of the Fremont
and Riverside from $120 to $125; of tho
Whlttler from $101 to $110; of tho Uintah.
Twelfth and Bonneville from $92, $3G nnd
$2 respectively to $05, and of tho Jordan
from $S I to $S5

The net Increased cost per month of
this uchedulo Is $1S5.

Will Call in 5 Per Cent Bonds.
A proposal to save the taxpayers 1 per

cent in the present Issue of school bonds
was submitted by Mr. Geoghogan. Ho
moved that Instead of purchasing bonds
with tho sinking fund at tho disposal of
tho board, and thus nutting fresh profit
In the way of some ''noto shavers." the
matter be referred to the flananco com-
mittee, with a view to calling In the 5
per cent bonds that aro now out and
Issuing some fresh ones at 4 per cent In
their place. The matter was referred.

The report of the llnanco committee
was adopted awarding tho contract for
the printing of tho annual report of tho
board to the Ackcrman Printing company
at a cost of $1,075 per page.

It was resolved to authorlzo Mr. Glauquo
and tho clerk of tho board to take the ne-
cessary steps In preparing for the school
election to tako placo December 7. At
this election ono member will be elected
from tho First, Second, Third and Fifthwards and two members from tho Fourth,
one for the unexpired term.

A report was received from the commit-
tee of tho wljolo recommending that D.
W. Parratt bo elected principal of the
Fremont school and to assist tho Superin-
tendent ns Instructor In drawing. Mr.
Gcoghegan objected to tho report being
conaldorcd at that time. No ono support-
ed him In the objection.

Ho then a3kcd If Mr Parratt was not
already principal of the Fromont school,
nnd, upon question of Mr. Nelden, It was
elicited that ho had also been called upon
to act as drawing supervisor. Mr. Nelden
then supported Mr. Googhegan's objec-
tion.

A report was received from tho treas-
urer, showing an ovordraft of $102,109.70.
Raise Minimum for Grade Teachers.

It was resolved to Increaso the minimum
salary for grade teachors from $30 a
month to flO, Mr. Gcoghegan objected to
this, as ho thought It should bo- first as.
ccrtalncd, by trying tho teachers, howcompetent tfcoy are.

To this Mr. Nelden said: "I think $ a
month Is too lltllo for any teacher. Ifthey aro not worth moro than that, they
aro not worth anything at all."

Mr. Glauque Indorsed this opinion and
was In favor of Increasing tho salaries.
He said that the bcsL teachers, on coming
out of the Normal, go to other places In
preference to Salt Lako because they can
only get $20 a month here. Prof. Cum-mln-

was of tho samo mind, citing exam-
ples where Salt Lake Ctty schools had
suffered because other places had offered
higher Inducements. Tho motion was
carried.

Mary Teasdel was appointed teacher of
art In tho East Sldo High school. Tho fol-
lowing othor teachers wcro appointed:
Mrs. A. B. Stephens, at a salary of $72,50;
Mrs. Martha P. Smith. $60; C. A. Angell,

ported last Monday, was vaoclnatod four
years ago, and Mrs. Mary Clivo of 175

Canyon road, who was taken sick yester-
day, was also vaccinated four years ago.
All tho others who havo tho dlseaao havo
never boon treated with vacclno.

Flvo cases vorc reported yeotorday.
They were Mrs. Mary Cllve, as stated
abovo; A. C. Myers of 316 I street; Lorenzo
Jensen of 231 J stroot, and Laurlndla and
Lcona Palton, aged IS and 8, respectively,
dnughters of W. J. Palton of 17C I street.

ADDER IN CABBAGE.

Alarming Discovery of Woman Who
Is Making Sauerkraut

HAZELTON, Pn,. Nov. 1. Tho recentlydiscovered reptllo known as tho cabbago
snake, which has caused many deaths In
the Southern States, has mado Its appear-anc-o

In tho North. It was discovered by
