A PLAIN TALK

1 STUDENTS

Prcf. Roylance Gives

Good Advice.

Athletics Not the Main Pur-

pose of University and

Students.

Must Loam to Govern Themselves
B ofore They Govern tho School

A "Word for the "Preps." '

"Student AotivItieB" waa tho subject
of an interesting talk mado by Prof.
Roylanco during chapol hour at tho
Univcralty yesterday morning. During
his talk ho dl8CUfled and expressed hJo
views freely on moat overy important
question which at prvcent confronts tho
students at the school. Tho meeting was
well attended by "preps," but the col-leg- o

studonts, for tho moBt part, re-

mained absent, thereby giving silent
proof that thoy determined to bring
their associations with tho "preps" to
a speedy and ab&oluto end. In begin-
ning his talk Prof. Roylanco said:

The "Dead. Ones."
"Several members of the faculty have

lately been denounced aa 'dead ones,1
because they do not favor everything
that is advanced In the name of
athletlcH, and do not always find It con-
venient to bo present at athletic con-test- a.

Many of these perhaps have al-
ready more work than they can attend
to, and others, perhaps, arc not of
so demonstrative a disposition. Per-hap- B

they don't yell and shout, but
can't a person be Interested and remain
silent? Let me tell you that many of
tho silent members of the faculty art-Jus- t

aa interested as those who take a
more active part. Othcro have been
placod under the 'dead head' category
because they have been opposed to
athletic celebrations which necessitate
the breaking up of classea.

"Let me remind you, students, that
athlctlco le not the main thing. Work,
rtudy is the main consideration of you
studonts, and for us teaching is the
main thing. That le why we are here,
aim iiutt ih wiiul you aiiuuiu ue iioro
for. In our Jubilations let us be care-
ful that we don't get tho cart before
the horsti. Have a good time that'B
all right; but remember that after work
Is done, then comes play. Arouse en-
thusiasm, but not at the expenso of
your school work.

School Government.
"Of late there-- has been some talk of

taking over the government of tho
school and putting it in the handB of
the students. I am of the opinion that
you students should first show that you
are capable of governing yourselves be-
fore such a move Is attempted. Cer-
tainly no steps should be taken In this
direction before you have demonstrated
this fact beyond all question of a doubt.

"Many students have a wrong Idea of
what builds up a school. Some are of
the opinion that if n school has a win-
ning team that the reputation of the
school Is upheld Just as long as this
team defeats all comers. That is all
very good, but don't let It cut Into the
standard of the work and the reputa-
tion of the school for doing good, honest
work. Frequently tho members of
teams have only had to register, and
as soon as the season Is over they quit
school. This has occurred, and.it ought
not be Every aspirant for the team
ought to be compelled to attend to his
school work before allowed to play
on the team. Out of Justice to
yourselves you students ought to de-
mand this much. Else It will be said of
us, perhaps, that we encourage stu-
dents to come and keep them primarily
for their ability to play football. I am
glad to say that some of our best foot-
ball men at present are among our
very best students. We ought to try
and show the people of the State that
these two qualities can go together, and
that a person must not necessarily be
all head or all muscle.

Defended the "Preps."
"To the college students let me say

that In your efforts to segregate your-
selves from the preparatory department
you should not make the 'preps'
feel that they are not wanted hore or
ought not to be here. As yet we have
a preparatory school, and as long
as we have It we ought to treat the
preparatory students right. The faculty
certainly Intends to pay as much at-
tention to them in the classroom as
heretofore. In the near future we hope
to have a University without a prepara-
tory department, but when tho 'props'
go we don't want It to appenr as If they
have been kicked out. I shall alwaya
have a kind feeling for the preparatory
school. From It and the normal school
has grown our university, and In It
many of our present professors received
their early training. I remember the
time when the 'preps were the leaders
In athletics, and when every member of
the football team was a 'prep.' Every-
thing that we now pride ourselves In
has actually grown out of It, and I
shall always retain pleasant recollec-
tions of the University preparatory
school.

Must Last Two Years.
"So college students, if you do work

for a separation from the preparatory
department, let all your work be legiti-
mate. However, the preparatory depart-
ment will not be dropped until all the
'preps' now enrolled have an oppor-
tunity to complete their work and
graduate into the college department."

It has been given out with con-
siderable authority, however, that no
more preparatory students will be al-

lowed to register at the University ex-
cept In the normal school, and conse-
quently it will take two more years for
the preparatory department to run out
its natural course- -

FREED BY A WRIT.

Petition of William Vandeman Is
Granted by Judge Morso.

Judge Moreo yesterday granted a
for a writ of habeas corpus for

William Vandeman, held In the county
Jail for petit larceny. He waa arrest- -
ed November 4 and was given a pre-
liminary hearing threo days lator. Ho
was acquitted of the churgo but hold
to answer to the Third Judlclnl court
for petty larceny. Charles Waupshall
nppeared ngnlnst Vandeman when ho
was tried by Judge Dlohl In the pollco
court. The Judgo stated at the time of
tho hearing that he did not believe
there was sufficient evidence against
the prisoner to convict him.

DISMISSED AS TO OSTLER.

Ono of tho Defendants in Stoffey's
Suit Is Not Liable.

Judge Hall yesterday dismissed Da-
vid Ostler, one of the defendants in
the suit brought by T. P. Stoffey
against William P. Pratt, Lavina
Foster and Ostler. Steffey claimed that
he and Pratt were to buy a tax tltlo
and then sell the land and divide the
profits. That ho advanced Pratt 570 50
with which to buy up the tax title.
That Pratt, with the consent of Stef-
fey, purchased tho land in his own
name, that he then sold part of It to
the Oregon Short Lino Railroad com-
pany for $1200 but failed to make any
returns to his partner. The latter al-

leges that Pratt made a pretended
transfer of another part of the land to
Lavina Foster for $250 and she In turn
transferred It to David Ostler for $300.
Steffey claims that the sale was not a
real one and that Ostler has been hold-
ing the land for Pratt so it cannot bo
touched by process of law. He fur-
ther alleges that Pratt bought a homo
of his own with the proceeds of tho
sale to the railroad. When Pratt was
asked by Steffey for half of his profits
on this sale he Is said to havo replied:
"You cannot get blood from a atone,"
and only paid his 476.50.

Court Notes.
Tho heirs and children of Mrs.

Anna F. NIckell and David C. James
have commenced a $400 damage suit
against David Margetts because thoy
allege he tore down the fence between
their lots on South Second West street
and built another one, moving It three
feet onto their property. Ho tore down
the fence August 20, and It Is alleged,
ousted the plaintiff's from their prop-
erty. They claim the fence was worth
$100.

Says Silver Cannot Be

Blamed for the Crush-

ing Defeat.

Real Reason, He Says, Is That Re-tro- at

Was Sounded When Chargo

Should 33o Ordered.

LINCOLN, Nob., Nov. 9. William J.
Bryan today gave out an extended etato-ruo-

concerning yesterday's eloctlon
which iu Intended to uorvo b his comment
upon tho result, and as an answer to re-

ports connoctlntr him with a movement
locking to tho formation of a new party.
Mr. Bryan said ho would not attempt to
deny all tho roporta circulated hh to i s
future political action, but would let his
statement servo to explain ids position.
Ho says:

What Docs It TeachP
"Tim Democratic party has mot with an

overwhelming defeat In the National elec-
tion. As yot the returns arc not sufficient-
ly complota to permit of analysis, and It
Is Imposalblo to say whothor tho roHult la
due to an actual Increase in the number
of Republican voters or to a fulling off In
tho Democratic vote. This phase of the
BUbJect will be dealt with next week when
tho returns aro all in. Tho questions for
consideration at this tlmo aro: What les-
son does the eloctlon teach? And what
of the future?

Parker Not to Blame.
"Tho defeat of Judgo Parker should not

bo considered a personal one. He did aB
well aa ho could under tho circumstances;
he was the victim of unfavorable condi-
tions and of a mistaken party policy. Ho
grew In popularity as tho campaign pro-
ceeded and expressed himself moru and
moro utrongly upon tho trust question, but
could not overcome tho heavy odds against
him.

Democracy on Money Question.
"The conservative Democrats

charged tho defeats of 1SJB and 1900 to tho
party's position on tho money question and
Insisted that a victory could bo gained by
dropping tho coinage question ontlroly.
The convention accoptod this theory, and
tho platform mado no rofcronco to the
money question, but Judge Parkor folt
that it was his duty to announce his per-
sonal adherence to tho gold standard.

Gold Telegram Embarrassing,
"His gold tclogram, aa it was called,"

while embarrassing to tho Democrats of
Iho West and South, waa applauded by tho
Eastern press. Ho had the cordial In-

dorsement of Mr Cleveland, who declared
that the party had roturncd to 'safety and
sanity"; ho had the support of tho Demo-
cratic papers which bolted In 1S00, and ho
also had tho nld of nearly all of thoso
who wero prominent in tho campaigns of
1S06 and 1000. and yot his defeat Is appar-
ently greater than the party suffered in
either of thoso years.

Defeat Not Local.
"It Is unquestionable, also, that Judgo

Parker's defeat was not local, but gen-ora- l,

tho retumH from tho Eastern
States being as disappointing as tho re-
turns from tho West. The reorganizes
aro In complete control of tho party. Thoy
plnnned tho campaign and carled It on
according to their own vlows, and tho
verdict against tho plan Is unanimous.
Surely silver cannot bo blnmed for this
defeat, for tho campaign was run on a
gold basis. Neither can tho defeat bo
charged to emphatic condemnation of
tho trusts, for tho trustB were not

an vigorously this year as they
wore four years ago.

Ral Reason for Defeat.
"It Is evident that tho campaign did

not turn upon tho question of Imperial-la-
and It Is not fair to consider tho

result as a personal victory for tho
Prcsldont. for his administration was tho
subject of criticism. Tho result was duo
to tho fact that tho Democratic party
attempted to bo conservative In tho prcs-onc- o

of conditions which demand radical
remedies. It sounded a partial retreat,
when it should havo ordered a chargo all
along tho lino.

Lino Drawn Eight Years Ago.
"In tho lino was drawn for tho first

time during tho present generation
Plutocracy and Democracy, and

tho party's stand on tho aide of Democ-
racy alienated a largo number of Pluto-
cratic Domocrats, who, In the nature of
things cannot be expected to return, nnd
It drow to itself a Inrgo number of earn-
est advocates of reform, whose attach-
ment to theso reforms Is much stronger
than attachment to any party name.

Republican Party Conservative.
"Tho Republican party occupies tho

consorvatlvo position. That is, it defonds
thoso who, having secured unfair advan-
tage through class leclslatlon. Insist thatthey shall not bo disturbed, no matter
how oppressive their exactions may be-
come. Tho Democratic party ennnot hopo
to compete successfully with tho Repub-
lican party for this support. To win thesupport of tho plutocratic element of thecountry, the party would havo to becomomoro plutocratic than tho Republican
party, and it could not do this withoutlosing several times as many voters as
that courso would win.

Must Side With People.
"Tho Democratic party has nothing to

gain by catering to organised and preda-
tory wealth. It must not only do without
such support, but it can strengthen Itself
by inviting the open and emphatic opposi-
tion of these elements. Tho campaign Just
closed shows that It Is as inexpedient from
tho standpoint of policy as It Is wrong
from tho standpoint of principle to at-
tempt any conciliation of tho industrial
and financial despots who aro gradually
getting control of nil tho avenuee o'f
wealth. The Democratic party, If It hopes
to win success, must tako tho sldo of thoplain, common people."

What He Pointed Out.
Mr. Bryan says that for two years ho

has pointed out tho futility of any at-
tempt to compromise with wrong or to
patch up a peace with the great corpora-
tions which are now exploiting tho coun-
try, but the sound Democrats wero so
alarmed by tho race Issue that thev lg- -

toned rather reluctantly, be It said, to
their credit, to tho promlpes of a hucccss
held out by thoso who had contributed
to tho defeated of the party in tho two
preceding campaign. Ho continued?

Experiment Costly One.
"The experiment hns been a costly one,

and It Is not likely to bo repeated during
tho present generation. The Eastern
Democrats wen- - also deceived. Thoy wore
led to bellevo that the magnates and mon-
opolists who coerced tho voters In ISM and
supplied an onormous campaign fund In
both 1SW and 1000, would help tho Demo-
cratic party If our party would only be
loss radical. The corporation press aided
In thlH deception, nnd even the Repub-
lican papers profcHed nn unselfish desire
to help build up tho Democratic party.

Eyes Are Opened.
"Tho election hnn opened the eyes of the

hundreds of thousands of honest and
Domocrats, who. a few months

ago favored tho reorganization of the par-
ly. Theife men now sco that they must
cither go Into the Republican party or Join
with tho Democrats of the West and
South In making the Democratic party a
positive, oggreflalvo and progressive re-

form organization. Thero Is no middle
ground."

Will Organize Party.
Mr. Bryan did what he could to pro-ve-

tho reorganization of tho Democrat-
ic party. When he failed in this he did
what ho could to aid Parkor and Davla
in order to securu such reforms and
thcro wero several ones promlned by
their election. Now that the campaign
Is over, ho will aaslst thoso who deslro
to put the Democratic party once moro
on a footing ba.Is; ho will assist In or-

ganizing for tho campaign of 1IOS. It docs
not manor bo much who tho nomi-
nee may be.

Lay Plans for Future.
"During the next threo yoarn circum-

stances may bring into the krena somo
man especially filled to carry tho stand-
ard. It will bo tlmo enough to noml-nat- o

a candidate when wo aro near
enough to tho campaign to measure the
relative availability of those worthy to
bo conHldored. But wo ought to begin
now to lay our plans for the next na-
tional campaign and to form tho Jlno of
battle.

Needs of Democracy.
"Tho pjirty must continue to protest

against a large army, against a large
navy, and to stand for the Independence
of tho Philippines, against Imperialism
and tho menaco of militarism,
and tho corrupting inllucnco
of commercialism; and yot oxporlcnce has
shown that, however righteous the party'o
position on this subject, the Issue does
not arouse tho people as they can bo
warmed by a question which touches
them Immediately and individually.

Question of Imperialism.
"Tho Injustice dono to the Filipino is not

received as it should be, or a3 wo resent
a wrong to our ourselves, and tho coatll-nes- s

of Imperialism Is hidden by the sta-
tistics and by our indirect system of tax-
ation. While the party must maintain
Its position on this subject. It cannot pre-so- nt

this as tho only Ibhuo.
As to the Tariff.

"The party must also maintain its po-
sition on the tariff question. No answer
has beon made to tho Indictment against
tho high tariff, and yet. here, too, the
burden of tho tariff system Is concealed
by the method In which tho taxes are col-
lected. It cannot bo made the sole Issue
In a campaign. The party must renew
Its demand for an Income tax, to be se-

cured through a Constitutional amend-
ment. In order that wealth may be mado
to pay Its share of tho expense of tho
Government. Today we nro collecting
practically all of our Federal revenuo
from taxes upon consumption, nnd theso
bear heavloHt upon tho poor and light
nnon thn rich.

Favor of Bimetalism.
"Tho party must maintain Its position In

favor of blmetallflm. It cannot surrender
Its demand for tho uao of Its gold and
sllvor as the standard money of tho coun-
try, but tho question munt remain In anoy-
ance, until conditions ,so chnngo as to
bring tho public again face to faco with
falling prices and a rising dollar. This,
therefore, cannot be mado tho controlling
Issue of tho contest upon which wo aro
entering.

Trust Question.
"Tho trust question presents the most

acuto phoso of tho contest between De-
mocracy nnd plutocracy, so far aa eco-
nomic Issues are concerned. Tho Presi-
dent virtually admits that tho truBts con-
tributed to his campaign fund, but he de-
nies that thoy received any promises of
old or Immunity. No person
doubts that tho large corporations havo
furnished the Republican campaign fund
during tho campaigns of ISSS. ICO) and l&M.
and no ono can answer the logic of Judgo
Parker's arraignment of trust contribu-
tions.

Eun on Business Principle.
"The trusts aro run on a business princi-

ple. Thoy do not subscribe millions of
dollars to a campaign unless they aro pay-
ing for favors already granted or pur-
chasing favors for future delivery. Tho
weakness of JuJge Parker's position was
that tho chargo was mado at the close of
tho campaign, when It was neutralized by
a counter-charg- e. The trusts cannot bo
fought successfully by any party that de-
pends upon trust funds to win tho elec-
tion.

Showed Wax on Trusts.
"Tho Democratic party must mako Its

attack upon the trusts so vehement thatno ono will suspoct It of secret aid from
thorn. It will bo to its advantage if it willbegin tho next campaign with an an-
nouncement that no trust contributionswill bo accoptod, and then prove Its sin-
cerity by giving tho public access to Its
contribution list. In public enterprises
tho names of contributors aro generally
made public In order to denote tho charac-
ter and purpose of the work.

Between Two Fires.
"Roosovelt has four years in which to

mako good his declaration that no obli-gations were Incurred by tho accoptanco
of trusts' funds Ho will disappoint elthortho contributors or tho voters. If ho dis-appoints tho contributors, tho trust ques-
tion may bo put in tho process of settle-ment. If ho disappoints tho people, they
will have a chonco to settlo with hisparty four years honco. 'Death to ovory
prlvato monopoly must be tho slogan ofthe party In this question; anv otherposition Is a surrondor Tho platforms of1WX) and 1904 declaro that a private mo-nopoly Is Indefensible and Intolerablo, andthis declaration presents tho lssuo upon
tho trust question.

Labor Question. v

"Tho party must continue Its defonsoof tho Interests of tho wago earners; Itmust protect them from tho encroach-ments of tho capitalist. The fact that la-
boring men havo not always shown tholrappreciation of the party's position ought
not to dctor tho party from doing itsduty In regard to them. Tho labor ques-
tion Is not ono that concerns employers
and employees alono, It concerns tho en-ti-

community, and the peoplo at large
have an interest In tho Juat settlement oflabor controversies; for that reason thoymust insist upon remedial legislation Inregard to tho hours, and arbitration, andthey must so limit tho authority of thecourts so as to overthrow what Isknown as government by InJunc-- ton. The party must continue its oppo-
sition to national banks of lssuo andmust Insist upon divorcing tho Treasurydepartment from Wall street.

Popular Election of Senators.
"The party must continue Its fight fortho popular election of Senators and fordirect legislation wherever tho principlecan bo applied. It must not only main-tain Its position on old Issues, but It mustadvance to the consideration of new Ques-tions as they arise."
It takes time to direct attention to anovll and still moro tlmo to consolidateBontlment In favor of a remedy, and MrBryan is not sangulno enough to bellevothat all tho reforms that ho favors willat once bo Indorsed by any party plat-form, but he will proceed to point out thoreforms which ho believes to bo needed.

Some Reforms Pointed Out.
Among thceo may bo mentioned thepostal telegraph system. State ownershipof railroads, tho election of FcdoralJudges for fixed termw, and tho election of '

postmasters by tho people for their respec-
