Tho power of tho Govornmont to protect tho
Integrity of tho elections of its own officials
Is Inherent nnd has beon recognized and af-

firmed by repeated declarations of tho
Thero Is no enemy of free govern-

ment moro dangerous and none eo Insidious
ns tho corruption of tho electorate Mo ono
defends or excuees corruption, and It would
seem to follow that nono would oppose vigor-
ous measure to eradicate It. I recommend tho
enactment of a law directed against bribery
nnd corruption In l'odcral elections. Tho de-
tails of bucIi a law may bo snfoly loft to tho
wise discretion of the Congress, but it should
go as fnr an under the Constitution It is possi-
ble to go. and .should lncludo eevcro penalties
ngalnst him who given or receives a brlbo
Intended to Influence hla act or opinion ns an
doctor; and provisions for tho publication not
only of tho cxpedlturca for nominations and
elections of all candidates but also of all con-
tributions received nnd expenditures made by
political committees.

practices aro not exceptional; thoy are pre-
cisely similar In kind to wliat occurs again
and ngaln ln tho case of criminals who havo
sufficient menns to enable them to take

of a systom of procedure which has
grown up in tho Federal courts and which
nmounts ln effect to mnklng tho law eaay of en-

forcement against the man who has no money,
and difficult of enforcement, oven to tho
point of sometimes kccurlnc Immunity, ail
regards tho man who has money In criminal
cases tho writ of tho UnltM States should run
throughout Its borders. Tho wliools of Justlco
should not bo clogged, as they havo boon
clogged In tho cases abovo montlonud, whoro
It has proved absolutoly imposstblo to bring
tho accused to tho placo appointed by tho
Constitution for his trial. Of recent years
thero has been gravo and Increasing com-
plaint of tho difficulty of bringing to Justlco
those criminals whooo criminality. Instead of
bolng against ono person In tho Republic. Is
ngalnst all pcrsonn ln tho Republic becauso
it Is ngalnst tho Republic Itself. Under any
circumstance and from tho very naturo of
tho enso it la often exceedingly difficult to
sccuro proper punishment of thoso who havo
been guilty of wrongdoing agalnat tho Gov-
ernment. By tho tlmo tho offender con bo
brought into court tho populnr wrath against
him han gonorally subsided: and there is ln
most Instancco very alight danger Indeed of
any prejudice existing ln tho minds of tho
Jury against him. At present tho Interests of
tho Innocent man arc amply safeguarded; but
tho Interests of tho Government that Is. tho
Interest of honest administration, that la tho
Interests of tho people, nro not recognised ns
thoy should be. Uo subject better warrants
tho attontlon of tho Congress. Indeed, no sub-
ject hotter warrants tho attention of tho
bonch and tho bar throughout tho United
States.

ALASKA.

Growth in Wealth and Population of
Northern Possession.

Alaska, like all our Territorial acquisitions,
has proved resourcoful beyond tho expecta-
tions of those who mado tho purchase. Tt has
becomes the homo of many hardy, industrious
and thrifty American citizens. Towns of a
permanent character havo been built
Tho extent of lt wealth In minerals,
timber, fisheries, nnd ngrlculturo, whllo
great, Is probably not comprehended
yet In any Just measure by our people Wo
do know, however, that from a very omall
beginning Its products havo grown until they
nro a. steady and matorlaJ contribution to
tho wealth of tho Nation. Owing to tho Im-

mensity of Alaska and its location In tho far
North, it Is a difficult matter to provide many
things essential to Its growth and to tho ri

nnd comfort of Its peoplo by prlvato
enterprise alone. It should, therefore, recelvo
rcaonablo aid from tho Govornm'-nt- . Tho
Government has already dono excellent work
for Alaska, ln laying cables and building tele-
graph lines. This work hns been dono In tho
most economical nnd efficient way by tho
slgnnl corps of the army.

In some respects It hes outgrown Ub present
laws, whllo In others thoso laws havo been
found to bo Inadequate. In order to obtain
Information upon which I could roly I caused
nn official of tho Department of Justlco, In
whoso Judgment I havo conlldenco, to visit
Alaska during tho past summer for tho pur-pos- o

of ascertaining how government Is admin-
istered thero and what legislation an actually
needed at present. A stntcment of tho condi-
tions found to exist, togothor with somo rec-
ommendations nnd tho reasons thorofor. In
which I strongly concur, will bo found In tho
annual report of the Attorney-Genera- l. In
somo Instances I fool that tho legislation sug-
gested 1b po Imperatively needed that I am

cral's proposals.
Under tho Code of Alaska as It now stands

many purely administrative powcra and duties.
Including by for tho most Important, dovolvo
upon tho District Judges or upon tho clerks of
tho District court acting under tho direction
of tho Judges, whllo tho Governor, upon whom
theso powers and duties should logically fall,
has nothing specific to do except to mako an-
nual rciorts. Irauo Thnnljsglvlng day procla-
mations, and appoint Indian policemen nnd
notaries public. I bcllevo It essential to good
government ln Alaska, and therefore recom-
mend, that tho Congress divest tho District
Judges and tho dorks of their courts of tho
admlnlstrntlvo or executive functions that
thoy now oxcrclso and cast them upon tho
Governor. This would not bo nn Innovation:
It would simply conform tho Government of
Alaska to fundamental principles, making tho
Governorship n real Instead of a merely nomi-
nal office, and leaving tho Judges rrco to glvo
their ontlro attontlon to tliolr Judicial duties c

and at tho eamo time removing them from a
great deal of tho etrlfo that now embarrasses
the Judicial offices In Alaska.

I also recommend that tho salaries of the
District Judges and District Attorneys ln
Alaska bo Increased so as to mnko them equal
to thoso received by corresponding officers In
tho United States after deducting tho differ-
ence in the cost of living; that tho District
Attorneys should bo prohibited from engaging
In prlvato pracllco: that United States Com-
missioners bo nppolntod by the Governor of
tho Territory Instead of by tho District Judges,
and thut 0. fixed salary bo provided for thorn
to take tho placo of the discredited "fco sys-
tom," which should bo nbollshed In nil offices;
that a mounted constabulary bo created to
pollco tho territory outside the limits of In-

corporated towns a vast section now wholly
without police protection; und that somo pro-
vision bo mado to at Ioast lesson the oppressive
delays and costs that now attend tho prosccu-.tlo- n

of appeals from tho District court of
Alaska. Thoro should bo a division of tho ex-
isting judicial districts, nnd nn Increaso In
tho nurnbsr of Judges.

Alaska should havo a Dolegato ln the Con-
gress. Where "possible, tho Congrewi should aid
In tho construction of needed wagon roads.
Additional llghlhouaes should be provided. In
my Judgment. It Is especially Important to aid
In such mannor an uccms Just and feaslblo In
the construction Qf a trunk lino of railway to
connect tho Gulf of Alaska with the Yukon
river through American territory. This would
bo moro beneficial to tho development of tho
recourses of the Territory, and to tho comfort
and wolfaro of Its peoplo

Salmon hatcheries should ho established In
mnny different streams, so as to sccuro tho
preservation of this valuable food flfrh. Salmon
fisheries and canneries jhould bo prohibited on
certain of tho rivers whero tho majis of thoBo
Indians dwell who llvo almost nxoluslvoly on

Tho Alaskan natives nro kindly. Intelligent,
anxious to learn, and willing to work. Thoso
who havo corao under tho lnfluenco of civili-
zation, even for a limited period, havo
proved their capability of bocomlng

cltlzene, and ask only
for tho Just enforcement of law and Intelli-
gent InstnicUon nnd supervision. Others, liv-
ing In moro romotu regions, primitive, simplo
hunters and fisher folk, who know only tho
life of tho woods and tho waters, nro dally be-
ing confronted with twcntleth-contur- y civili-
zation with nil of Its complexities. Their
country Is being overrun by strangers, tho
gnmo alaughtored and driven away, tho
streams doploted of fluh. and hlthorto un-
known nnd fatnl dlscuson brought to them, all
of which combine to pnxluco n stnto of nbjeit
roverly and wnnt which must result Ln thnlr
extinction. Action ln thttlr Interest In do- -

mnnded by even consideration of Justlco and
humanity.

Tho needs of theso peoplo aroi
Tho abolition of tho present fc) system,

whereby tho n.atlvo In degraded. Imposed up-
on, and taught tho Injustlco of law.

Tho establishment of hospitals at central
points. eo that contagious diseases that aro
brought to them continually by Incoming
whites may be localized nnd not allowed lo
becomo epidemic, to spread death nnd desti-
tution over great areas.

The development of tho educational system
In tho form of practical training In such In-

dustries as will nssuro tho Indians rt

under tho chnngod conditions In which
they will havo to live.

The dutlco of tho offico of tho Governor
should bo extended to Include the supervision
of Indian affairs, with necessary nsslstantn In
different districts. IIo should bo provided
with tho means and tho power to protect r.nd
advise tho nallvo pcopl. lo furnish medical
treatment ln tlmo of opldomlcs. nnd to extend
material rellaf In periods of famlno nnd ex-
treme destitution.

Tho Alasknn natives should bo given tho
right to ncqulrc. hold, nnd dlsiwsm of property

upon lh6 same condi-
tions ns given other

Hawaii and inhabitants; nnd tho
privilege of citizenship

PortO RICO. should bo given to such
ns may be nblo to
meet certain require-

ments. In Ilnwnll Congress should glvo tho
Governor power to romovo nil tho offiMftln ap-
pointed unrter him. The harbor of Honolulu
dhould bo dredged. Tho Mnrlne-Hosplt- Ser-
vice should bo empowered to study leprosy In
tho Islands. I ask special consideration for tho
report nnd .recommendations of tho Governor
of Porlo Rico.

FOREIGN POLICY.

Positions Should Bo Backed by Po-

tential Force.
In treating of our forolgn policy nnd of the

nttltudo that this great Nation should assume
In tho world at large. It Is absolutely neces-
sary to consldor the army and navy, und tho
Congress, through which tho thought of tho
Nation finds Its expression, should keep over
vividly In mind tho fundamental fact Hint It
Is Impossible to treat our foreign policy,
whether this policy takos shape In tho effort lo
sccuro Justlco for others or Justlco for our-
selves, savo as conditioned upon tho at,lltudo
wo aro willing lo tnko toward our army, and
especially toward our navy. It la not merely
unwise. It Is contemptible, for a nation, ns for
an Individual, to uso language
to proclaim Its purposes, or to tnko positions
which aro ridiculous If unsupported b poten-
tial force, and then to refuse to provldo this
force. If there Is no Intention of providing
nnd of keeping tho force necessary to back
up a strong nttltudo. then It lo far bettor not
to a3sumo such an nttltudo.

Tho nteady aim of this Nation, n3 of all en-
lightened nations, should bo to etrlvo to bring
ever nearer tho day whoro thero shall pre-
vail throughout tho world tho peaco of Justice.
Thero aro kinds of pcaco which aro highly

which aro ln tho long run ns
as any var. Tyranto nnd oppressors

havo many times mndo a wilderness nnd called
It peace Muny times peoples who wero
slothful or timid or shortsighted, who had
been enervated by case or by luxury, or misled
by falso teachings, havo shrunk In unmnnly
fashion from doing duty that was stern and
that needed and havo sought to
hldo from their own minds their shortcom-
ings, their IgnoblG motives, by calling them
lovo of peace. Tho pcaco of tyrannous terror,
tho penco of craven weakness, tho pcaco of In-

justice, nil theso should bo shunned ns wo shun
Unrighteous war. Tho goal to not before us as
a nation, tho goal which should bo set beforo
all mankind, ln tho attainment of tho raeu
of Justice, of tho pcaco which comes when each
nation Is not merely In Its own
rights, but scrupulously recognizes and per-
forms Jt3 duty toward others. Gonerally peace
tells for righteousness; but if there Is conflict
between tho two. then our fealty Is due first
to tho cauao of righteousness. Unrighteous
wars aro common, nnd unrighteous penco Is
raro; but both should be shunned. Tho right
of freedom nnd the responsibility for tho oxcr-
clso of thnt right can not be divorced. Ono of
our great poets has well and finely said that
freedom 13 not a gift that tarne long In tho
hands of cowards. Neither docs It tarry long
In tho hands of 'those too slothful, too dishon-
est, or too unintelligent to exercise It. Tho
eternal vlgllanco which Is tho prlco of liberty
muul be exercised, sometimes to gunrd ngalnst
outsldo foes; although of course far more often
to gunrd ngalnst our own selfish or thought-
less shortcomings.

If theso truths nro kept beforo
us, and only If thoy nro so kept beforo us. wo
shall have a clear Idea of what our forolgn
policy ln Its larger aspects should bo. It la
our duty to rcmcmbor thnt n nation has no
moro right to do Injustice to another nation,
strong or weak, than an Individual has to do
Injustice to another Individual; thnt the same
moral law applies In ono cuso as ln tho other.
But wo must also remember that It 13 as much
tho duty of tho Nation to guard Its own rights
and Its own Interests an It Is tho duty of tho
Individual so to do. Within tho Nation tho In-

dividual has not delegated this right to tho
State thnt Is. to tho representative of all tho
Individuals, nnd It Is .1 maxim of tho law that
for every wrong thero In a remedy. But In
lntornatlort.il law wo havo not advanced by
any menus as far as wo havo advanced ln
municipal law. Thero Is as yet no Judicial
way of enforcing a right ln International law.
When ono nation wrongs nnothcr or wrongs
many others, thero Is no tribunal before which
tho wrongdoer can bo brought. Either It Is
necessary supinely to ncquiesco ln tho wrong,
nnd thus put a premium upon brutality and
aggression, or clso It Is necessary for tho ag-
grieved nntlon valluntly to stand up for Its
rights Unlll somo method Is dovlscd by
which thoro shall be a degvoo of International
control over offending nations, It would bo 11

wicked thing for tho moat civilized power,
for thoso with most nenso of International ob-
ligations and with keenest and moot generous
appreciation of tho dlffcrenco between right
and wrong, to disarm. If tho great civilized

disarm, tho result would mean an Immediate
reemdoscenco of barbarism In ono form or an-
other. Under any circumstances a eufficlttnt
armament would have to bo kept up to servo
tho purposes of International police; nnd un-
til International cohesion and tho sense of
International duties and rights aro fnr moro
advanced than at prceent, a nation duslroua
both of securing rospect for Itself nnd of do-
ing good to others must have a forco ndequato
for tho work which It feels Is allotted to It
as Its part of the general world duly. There-
fore II follows thnt n Just and

nation should on tho ono hand en-
deavor by cj'cry means to aid In the develop-
ment of tho various movements which tond
to provldo substitutes for war, which tend to
render nations In their actions toward ono
another, and Indeed toward tholr own pcoplos,
moro responsive to tho general sentiment of
humano and civilized mankind; and on tho
other liand that It should keep prepared, whllo
scrupulously avoiding wroncdolng llsolf, to
ropel any wrong, nnd In exceptional castes to
lako nctlon which In a moro advanced stngo
of International relations would como under
tho bond of tho exercise of tho International
pollco. A gTcnt froo peoplo owes It to ltsolf
and to all mankind not lo sink Into holplnss-ncs- s

In fiogrant cases of
such wrongdoing or Impotence, to tho cxorclo
of an International pollco power. If ovory
country washed by tho Caribbean sea would
show the progress In stablo und Juat civiliza-

I mont Cub baa ahown slnco our troops left

tho Island, and whloh so many of tho republics
In both Americas aro constantly and brilliant-
ly showing, nil question of lntcrfcrcnco by this
Nation with tholr affairs would be at an end.
Our Interests and those of our Southern neigh-
bors arc ln reality Identical. Thoy havo great
natural riches, nnd If within their borders tho
rclun of law and Justlco obtains, prosperity
Is euro to como to thorn. Whllo they thus
obey the primary laws of civilized society,
thoy must rest assured that they will bo
treated by us In a spirit of cordlnl nnd help-
ful sympathy Wc would Interfere with
thom only In tho last resort, nnd thin only
If It becomo cvldont that their Inability or
unwillingness to do Justlco nt homo and
abroad had violated tho rights of tho United
States or had Invited foreign nggresslon to tho
detriment of the entire body of American
nations. It Is n moro truism to say thnt every
nation, whothor ln America or anywhere clso,
which desires to maintain Its freedom. Its In-

dependence, must ulllmatoly realize that tho
right of such Indepcndonco can not bo sep-
arated from tho responsibility of making good
uso of It.

In asserting tho Monroe Doctrine, ln taking
such steps as wo have taken In regard to
Cube, Venezuela, and Panama, and In en-
deavoring to clrcumscrlbo tho theater of war
In the far East, and lo zeeuro tho open door
In Chlnu, wc have nctcd ln our own Interest
a.3 well aa tho Interest of humanity at large
Thero are, however, cases In which, whllo
our own Interests nro not greatly Involved,
strong appeal Is mado to our sympathies. Or-
dinarily It Is very much wiser and more use-
ful for us to concern ourselves with striving
for our own moral and material betlcnnont
horo at home than to concern ourselves with
trying to better tho condition of things ln
other nntlons. Wo havo plenty of slna of
our own to war ngalnst, and under ordinary
circumstances wo can do moro for tho general
uplifting of humanity by striving with heart
and ooul to put a stop to civic corruption, to
brutal lawlessness and violent raco projudlccs
horo at homo than by passing resolutions
about wrongdoing clsowhore. Nevertheless
thero aro occasional crimes committed on so
vast a jcalo and of such peculiar horror ns
to mako us doubt whether It la not our mani-
fest duty to endeavor at least to show our
disapproval of tho doed and our sympathy
with thoso who havo suffered by IU Tho
cases must bo oxtremo In which such a courso
Is Justifiable. There munt bo no effort mndo
to romovo tho mote from our brother's oyo
If we rcfuso to remove tho beam from our
own. But In extremo cases action may bo
Justifiable and proper. Whut form tho action
shall tnko must depend upon tho clrcum-olunc-

of tho case; that Is. upon the degrco
of tho atrocity nnd upon our power to remedy
It. Tho cases In which wp could Intorfcro by
forco of arms as wa Interfered to put a stop
to Intolerable conditions ln Cuba aro neces-
sarily very row Yot It Is not to bo expected
that a peoplo llko ours, which In splto of cer-
tain very obvious shortcomings, nevertheless
ns a wholo shows tyy Its consistent pracllco
Its belief In tho principles of civil and reli-
gious liberty nnd of orderly freedom, a peo-
plo among whom oven tho worst crlmo, llko
tho crime of lynching, Is nuvcr moro than
sporadic, so that Individuals and not classes
nro molested In tholr fundamental rights It
Is Jnovltnblo that such a nation should desire
eagerly to glvo expression to Its horror on
an occasion llko that of tho massncro of tho
Jews In Klshenef, or when It witnesses such
systematic and cruelty and op-
pression as tho cruelty and oppression of
which tho Armenians havo been tho victims,
nnd which havo won for them tho Indignant
pity or tho civilized world.

If nn American Jew or an
American Christian misbehaves himself In
Russia ho can at once bo driven out; but tho
ordinary American Jow, like tho ordinary
American Christian, would beh.avo Just about
as ho behaves here, that Is, behave as any
good citizen ought to behave; nnd where this
Is tho caso It is a wrong against which wo
nro entitled to protest to rcfuso him his pass-
port without regard to his conduct and char-
acter, merely on racial and religious grounds.
In Turkey our dlfficultlcM nrlso loss from tho
way ln which our citizens aro sometimes
treated than from tho Indignation Inevitably
excited In seeing nuch fearful misrule as has
been witnessed both In Armenia and Mace-
donia.

ARMY AND NAVY.

Continued Upbuilding and Increased
Proficiency Demanded.

Tho strong nrm of tho Govornmont In en-

forcing respect for Its Just rights In Interna-
tional matters Is tho navy of tho Unltod
States. I most earnestly recommend that
thero be no halt In tho work of upbuilding
tho Amorlcan navy. There la no moro iiitrl-otl- c

duty beforo us as a icoplo than to keep
tho navy adequate to tho needs of this coun-
try's position. Wo havo undertaken to build
tho Isthmian cnnnl. Wo have undertaken to
securo for ourselves our Just share ln tho trado
of tho Orient. Wo havo undertaken to pro-

tect our cltlzcnn from. Improper treatment In
foreign lands. Wo continue steadily to In-

sist on tho application of tho Monroe Doc-Irln- o

to the Western Hemisphere. Unices our
attitude In theso and nil similar matters Is to
bo a mere boastful sham wo can not afford
lo abandon our naval programme. Our volco
Is now potent for peace, and Is so potent

wo aro not afraid of war. But our pro-
testations upon behalf of peace would neither
rccclvo nor deservo tho slightest attention If
we wero Impotent to mnko them good.

Tho war which now .unfortunately rages In
tho far East has emphasized In striking fnsh-lo- n

the new possibilities or nuvnl warfare.
Tho lessons taught aro both strategic nnd
tactical, and aro political as well as military.
Tho experiences of the war havo shown In
concluslvo fashion that whllo and

torpedo destroyers ore Indispen-
sable, and fast llchtly armed and armored
cruisers aro very useful, yet tho main reli-
ance, tho main standby, In any navy worthy
tho name, must bo tho great battleships, heav-
ily armored oid heavily gunned. Not a Rus-
sian or Japnfieso battleship hns been sunk by
a torpedo boat, or by gunflro, whllo among
tho less protected ships, cruiser after cruiser
hau been destroyed whenever the hostllo
squadrons havo gotten 'within "rango of ono
nnothor's weapons. Thero will always bo a
largo field of usefulness for cruisers, especial-
ly of tho moro formldnblo typo. Wo need to
Increaso tho number of torpedo-boa- t destroy-
ers, paying loos heed to their having a knot
or two extra speed than to tholr capacity lo
keep the sens for weeks, nnd. If nccessnry. for
months at u time. It Is wlgo to build sub-
marine torpedo boats, as under certain

they might be very useful. But
most of nil wo need to contlnuo building our
licet of battleships, or ships so powerfully
nrmod that they can Inflict tho maximum of
damage upon our opponents, and so well pro-
tected that they can suffer a sovoro hammer-
ing In roturn without fatal Impulrment of
their ability to fight and maneuver. Of
courso amplo means must bo provided for en-
abling tho personnel of tho navy lo bo brought
to tho highest Klnt of efficiency. Our great
fighting ships und torpedo boats must bo
ceaselessly trained and innniAivorcd In Rqund-ron- a.

Tho officers and' men can only learn
their trado thoroughly by ceaseless prnctlco
on Iho high seas. In tho event of war It
would bo far better to havo no ships at all
than lo have ships of a poor and Ineffective
typo, or ships which, howovor good, woro
yet manned by untrnlnod and unskillful crows.
Tho best officers and men In a poor ship
could do nothing ngalnst fairly good oppo-
nents: nnd on the other hand a modern war
bhlp Is useless unless tho officers ond hien
aboard her havo becomo adepts In their du-
ties. Tho mnrlwmanshlp of our uavy has
Improved In an extraordinary degree during
tho last threo years, and on tho wholo the
types of our battleships aro Improving, but
much remains to bo done. Sooner oj-- later wo
shall havo to provldo for soma method by
which there will be promotions for merit ns
woll as for seniority, or elso retirement of all
thoso who nftvr a certain ngo have not ad-
vanced beyond a certain grado; while no ef- -
lOri mUBl UU pij.hvm iu iiiui.u IIIU Ptl i itu at- -
tractlvo to tho enlisted men In order that
thoy may bo kept as long as posslblo In It.
Reservation public schools should bo provided
whoravor thoro aro navy yards.

Within the last throo years tho United
States hns set nn cxnmplo ln disarmament
whero disarmament was proper. By law our
army Is txotl at a maximum of ono hundrod
thousand and a minimum of sixty thousand

men. Whon there was
Insurrection In tholUe .army. Philippines wo kept
the nrmy at tho maxi-

mum. Pooco cr.mo in the Philippines and
now our army has been roducod to tho mini-
mum at which It la posslblo o keep It with
duo regard to Its efficiency The gunn now
mounted requlro twenty-eigh- t thousand men.
if tho coast fortifications aro to bo adequate-
ly manned. Relatively to tho Nation. It Is
not nova so largo as tho police force of New
York or Chicago relatively to tho population
of cither city Wo need moro officers; there
nro not enough to perform the regular urmy
work It Is very Important that tho offlcors
of tho anny should bo uccustomed to handle
their mon ln maoaeo. ns It In also Important
that tho National Guard of tho several States

should bo accuatomed to actual field maneu-
vering, especially In connection with the rog
ulars. For this reason wo arc to bo consrafu
lated upon tho success of tho field maneuver
nt Manassas last fall, maneuvers ln which o
larger number of regulars and National Guar
took part' than was ever beforo oasemhl"
together In tlmo of peace No other civilize
nation has, relatively to Its population, ou 1

a diminutive army as ours; und whllo th'
nrmy Is so small wo uro not to bo oxcusul
If we fall to keep It at a very high grado of
proficiency. It must bo Incessantly prnctlcod;
tho standard foi tho enlisted men should bo
kept very high, whllo nt tho same tlmo tho
service should be mado as attractive aa pos-
slblo; and the standard for tho officers should
be kept even higher which, as regards tho
upper ranlcs, can host bo dono by Introducing
somo system of selection and rejection Into
the promotions. Wo should bo able, ln tho
event of some sudden emergency, to put Into
tho field ono first-clas- s army corps, which
should be, aa a whole, at loast tho equal of
any body of troops of llko number belonging
to nny other nation.

Great progress has been made In protecting
our co ai is by ndequato fortifications with suf-
ficient gunn. Wo should, however, pay much
moro hoed than nt present to tho development
of an extensive cystom of floating mines for
use ln all our moro' Important harbors. Theso
mines have been proved lo bo a moat formld-
nblo safeguard against hostile fleets.

I earnestly call tho attention of Congress to
tho need of nmendlng tho existing law re-

lating to the award of Congressional medals
of honor In tho navy so as to provide that
thoy may bo awarded to commissioned offi- -'

, THE PHILIPPINES.

Inhabitants at Present Incapablo of

In tho Phlllpplno Islands there has been
during tho past year a continuation of tho
steady progress which has obtained ever alnee
our trcop3 definitely got the upper hand of
tho Insurgents The Philippine peoplo, or, to j

LTicak inoro accurately, tho many tribes, and
cvon races, sundered from ono another moro
or less sharply, who go to mako up tho pco- -

plo of tho Philippine islands, contain many
elements of good, and somo elements which
wo havo a right to hopo stand for progress.
At present they aro utterly Incapablo of ex-
isting in Independence at all or of building up
a civilization of tholr own. I firmly bellovo
thnt wo can help them to rlso higher and
higher In the scale of civilization nnd of

for nnd I most ear-
nestly hop that ln tho end they will bo ablo
lo stand. If not ontlrely alone, yet Is somo
such relation to tho United tSateo a Cuba
now standa. This ond lo not yot In sight, nnd
It may bo Indefinitely postponed If our poo-pi- c

nro foolish enough to turn the attention
of tho Filipinos away from tho problems of
achlovlng moral and material prosperity, of
working for a stable, orderly, and Just Gov-
ernment, and townrd foolish nnd dengorous In-

trigues ror a complete Independence for which
they nro as yet totally unfit.

On tho other hand our peoplo must keep
steadily before their minds tho fact that tho
Justification for our atay In the Philippines
must ultimately rest chiefly upon tho good
wc nro ablo to do ln tho Islands. I do not
overlook tho fact that ln tho development of
our Interests In tho Pacific ocean nnd along
Its coasts, tho Philippines havo played and
will play an Important pnrt, nnd that our
Interests hnvo been served In more than ono
way by tho possession of tho Islands. But
our chief reason for continuing to hold them
must be that wo ought ln good faith to try
to do our shnro of tho world's work, and this
particular piece of work has been Imposed
upon us by tho results of tho war with Spain.
Tho problem presented to us In tho Phlllpplno
Islands Is akin to. but not exactly like, tho
problems presented to tho other great civil-
ized powers which have possessions ln , tho
Orlont. There aro points of rcscmblanco In
our work to the work which Is bolng dono
by tho British ln India and Egypt, by tho
French In Alglors. by tho Dutch In Java, by
tho Russians In Turkcslan. by tho Japaneso
In Formosa: but moro distinctly than any of
these powers wo aro endeavoring to develop
tho natives themselves so that they shall take
an sharo ln their own Gov-
ernment, and os far oa Is prudent we are
already admitting their representatives to a
Governmental equality with our own. Thero
nro Commissioners, Judges nnd Governors ln
tho islnnds who arc Filipinos, and who hnvo
exactly tho samo share In tho government of
the Islnnds as have their colleagues who aro
American!?, whllo In the lower ranks, of
course, the grent majority of tho public ser-
vants aro Filipinos. Within two yeara wo
shall bo trying tho experiment of an elective
lower houso In tho Phlllpplno legislature. It
may be that tho Filipinos will misuse this
Legislature, and they certainly will misuse It
If thoy are misled by foolish persons horo at
homo Into starting an agltntlpn for their own
independence or Into nny factious or Improper
action. In such caso they will do themselves
no good and will stop for tho tlmo being nil
further effort to advance them and glvo them
a greater share In their own Government. But
If thoy net with wisdom and If
thoy show that thoy aro capablo of electing
n legislature which In its turn is capable of
taking a sane und efficient part In tho actual
work of government, they can rest assured
that a full and Increasing measure of recog-
nition will bo given them. Abovo all thoy
should remember that their prime mVds aro
moral and industrial, not political. It Is a
good thing to try the experiment of giving
them a Legislature; but It Is a far bolter
thing lo glvo them schools, good roads, rail-
roads which enable thorn lo get their pro-

ducts to mnrket, honest courts, an honest and
efficient constabulary, and all that tends to
produco order, pence, fair dealing as between
man and man. nnd hnblts of Intelligent in
dustry anil inritt. ll iney aro FaieRimrui--
against oppression, nnd If their real wants,
material and spiritual, are studied Intelligent-
ly and In a spirit of friendly sympathy, much
moro good will bo done them than by any
ofTort to glvo them political power, though
this ffort may ln Its own proper time und
place bo proper enough.

Meanwhile our own people should remember
that thero Is need for tho highest standard of
conduct among the Americans sent to the
Phlllpplno Islands, not only among the public
srvnnts. but among tho prlvato Individuals
who go to them. It Is bcoausI feel this so
deeply that In the administration of theso
Islands I havo poIHv' refused to permit any
discrimination whatsoever for political reasons
and havo Insisted that In chooflng tho public
servants consideration should bo po'd solely
to tho worth of tho man chosen and to the
needs of the Islands. There Is no higher
body or men ln our public service than wo
havo In tho Phlllpplno Islands under Gov
Wright and his associates. So rar a.i possl-

blo theso men should bo glvon a froo hand,
and their suggestions should recelvo tho
hearty backing both of the Exccutlvo nnd of
tho Congress. There Is need or a vigilant
and disinterested support of our public ser-

vants In tho Philippines by good citizens
here In tho United States. Unfortunutely
hitherto thoso of our peoplo hero at hoino who
havo specially claimed to bo the champions of
the Filipinos have In reality been their worst
enemies. This will contlnuo to bo tho caso
ns long as theytstrlvo to mako tho Filipinos
Independent, nnd atop all Industrial develop-

ment of tho Islands by crying out against tho
laws which would bring it on tho ground that
cnpl'tnllsts must not "exploit" tho Islands.
Such proceedings are not only unwise, but aro
most harmful to tho Filipinos, who do not need
Independence at all. but who do need good

laws, good public sorvants. and tho Industrial
development thnt can only come If tho Invest-
ment of American and foreign capital In tho
islands Is favored In nil legltlmnto ways.

Every measure taken concerning tho lslando
should bo taken prlmnrlly with a view to their
advantage. Wo should certainly glvo them
lower tRrlff rates on tholr exports lo tho Unit-
ed States; If this is not dono It will be a
wrong to extend our ohlpplng lawn to them.
I earnestly hopo for tho Immediate enactment
Into law of tho legislation now pending lo en-
courage American capital to seek Investment
in the Islands In railroads- - in factories, in
plantations, and in lumbering and mining.
