Lawson's Prophecy.

Officials of the American Smelting and
Rollnlng company, headed by President
Daniel Guggenheim, left for the East yes-

terday afternoon. President Guggenheim
expressed himself as being much pleased
with the record of tho smelter here and
complimented Manager Whlteloy both on
his management of the plants and tho tact
ho has used In dealing with persons who
consider the smelters In the valley inimi-

cal to tholr welfare aa tillers of tho soil.
Asked about the proposed new copper

plant, President Guggonhclm said: "We
have- established an experimental plant
with which to study the smoko question.
If this plant presents a solution of the
present difficulties, no time will be lost
In constructing a great copper plant. We
believe that everything will bo settled
amicably and that the pcoplo who now
oppose tho smellers will realize that they
arc a bciuflt. In that t)ioy furnish a good
market and good prices for farm products,
through their own employment of men
and through tho development of tho mi-
ning Industry by means of the smelters, '

Mr. Guggenheim Is avowedly optimistic
In regard lo copper He considers Utah
a favored State beoauso of Its possibilities
In this line. "Statistics In regard to the
foreign and domes. Ic demand for this
commodity." he said, "arc sufficient to
show the future In store for copper."

In explaining Qiat the future of copper
must not be Judged from the fluctuation
of copper 3tocks, Mr. Guggenheim said
tiiat the best rule for Investors to follow
Is to buy Into companies which arc not
mnnaged by boards of gambling directors,
but by officials who ore conservative and
have only the Interest of owners of shares
nt heart. The rise and fall of copper
slocks during tho past few weeks have
been duo to speculating Influences, and
ennnot affect the Intrinsic value of copper
nor its possibilities In the future.

Thomas W. Lawson of Boston Is an-
other believer In coppers Through per-
sonal notices In the financial newspapers
he has appealed to the public to buy and
not sell copper stocks.

In a dispatch from Boston yesterday,
he Is quoted as saying that Copper Range
will sell at $125 and afterward at $200 a
share, and that Trinity has sold nt $11, Is
worth more and will sell for more "Thoonly thing that will temnoraiily stay
either In short selling to retaliate, and
that, with the whole world buying, will
give them a second Northern Paclllc cor-
ner If they will only try this game," Cop-
per Range, one of tho stocks mentioned
opened yesterday at $64 and closed histnight at $70 75 and $71.
