Struggle Between Japan and
Russia Discloses Inter-

esting Story.

Head of Contending Armies Recent-

ly Presented Each Other Valu-

able Swords.

Corrospondcnco of tho Associated ProsB,
TOKIO, Nov. 8. An lntorcoting Btory

of tho great struggle at arms between
Japan and Russia lloa In a

personal friendship botwoen Gen.
TorauchI, Minister of War of Japan, and
Geo. Kuropatkln, commandor-ln-chl- ef of
tho Russian armies In Manchuria, and
there was an exchange of swords as pres-
ents between thorn on tho ovo of tho war.

Kuropatkln and TorauchI met In Paris
twenty years ago. TorauchI, then a Major,
was military attacho to tho Japanese le-- i
gatlon In tho French capital, and Kuro-
patkln a Major-Gener- al at that tlmo
wont to Franco to observe tho military
maneuvera.

Tho two soldiers mot first officially, and
thero Boon Bprang up botweon them a feel-
ing of warm friendship and rogard.

Reunion of Old Friends.
They parted in Paris nnd did not meet

until Kuropatkln camo to Japan last year.
Tho lapso of years had brought Increased
rank and Cabinet portfolios for both, and
their reunion was an Interesting one.

Events wero then moving rapidly to-
ward war, but the rupture had not como.
and tho two ailnlstere mot as friends andfreely enjoyed tho reunion. Whon Kuro-
patkln was nbout to leave Japan for homo
TcrauchI prcBcntcd to him a Japnneso
sword with a blado of tho finest work-
manship and an Interesting history.

When he reached St. Potersburg Kuro-
patkln gavo an order for tho manufacture
of a Russian sword for his friend Torau-
chI. It was finished. dlsDatchcd In De-
cember, and reached tho Japanese capital
a week beforo Togo's guns opened flro on
Port 'Arthur.

Blade Was Sharpened.
A peculiar thing about tho Russian

sword Is that It reached Toklo with tho
blado keenly sharpened, a custom followed
by offlcors, as a rulo, only In tlmo of war,
and among tho few who know of tho

of tho weapon there has boon much
discussion as to why It was sharpened.

The sword Is a handsome woapon. It
Is shaped more like n saber than tho con-
ventional sword of tho times; It has a
handle of gold, and tho black scabbard In
which It rests Is tipped with gold. Despite
tho gulf that divides tho two peoples;
dcsplto tha fact that their soldiers and
skill aro pitted In a glgantlo struggle,
TcrauchI speaks fondly and respectfully
of his old soldier friend.

Indeed, throughout all Japan Kuropatkln
Is held In distinct respect by tho pcoplo
at large, many of whom believe that If
ho had been at homo In Russia Inst year
tho men who mado tho war would novcr
havo gained tho ascendency.

FRENCH LOSING FAITH

No Longer Believe in Defense Line
at Port Arthur.

PARIS, Dec So. The Port Arthur
crisis 13 shaking tho faith of French
military critics who heretofore have
been positive that the fortress was Im-
pregnable. They claim there is an In-n-

line of defenses whereas the Brit-
ish critics deny that an Inner line ex-

ists.
There Is rearon to believe that the

French view is based on the recent per-
sonal observations of Lieut, Decuver-lll- e,

the French naval attache at Port

Arthur, who mysteriously disappeared.
Prior to his disappearance he furnished
the headquarter staff with elaborate
reports leading to the belief that the
fortress was capable of further endur-
ance.

A leading naval authority expresses
the belief that the Japanese, after de-
feating the Russian second Pacific
squadron, will send a Japaneso squad-
ron to European waters over tho route
that Admiral RoJestvenBky'3 squadron
has traveled. He points out that tho
coaling of the vessels of the Pacific
squadron at Dakar, Jlbutil and French
ports has established a precedent
which will In turn bo an unexpected
advantage to thi Japanese, as the lat-ter- 's

squadron coming to Europe will
be in a position to ask for coal at the
same ports now furnishing tho Rus-
sians with coal.

Tho announcement from Jlbutil,
French Somallland, that Rear Admiral
Roclkersam's division of tho Pacific
squadron lias sailed for Madagascar
shows that all tho stops except Vigo
were or are to be made at French
ports, namely Algiers, Dakar, Jlbutil
and Madagascar.

TORPEDO FLEET FOR RUSSIA.

New York Shipbuilders Complete Or-

der of Nine for the Czar.

NEW YORK, Dec. 10. Nino torpedo
boats, built at Perth Amboy, N. J., for
tho Russian Government, havo been com-plot-

and will leavo tho yards today.
They havo beon 4akon apart and loaded
on a barge, to bo towed to Now York and
shipped as merchandise on a liner.

The tenth boat will cross tho ocoan un-
der Its own powor. Two gas-
oline engines havo been Installed. Each
Is expoctcd to develop and
drive tho little boat at a spood of twenty
knots.

Tho crow of eight men Is already aboard
tho boat, which Is eighty feet long. Be-- I
low deck It Is not po83lblo to stand erect,
for there Is only a five-fo- space. Should
tho pasBago bo Dtormy tho crew will bo
almost as offcctually bottled up as If In a
submarine. Tho only cntranco to the com-
partments below deck Is through a con-
ning tower, from which tho boat Is navi-
gated.

Each boat will carry ono torpedo tub.
Ono of tho flvo water-tig- compartments
into which tho hull Is divided will contain
tho aparo torpedoes.

Japan for Peace Conference
TOKIO, Dec. 10, noon. Tho Foreign of-

fice has issued the following statement on
tho position which tho Japaneso Govern-
ment lias taken In regard to tho proposed
International peace conforonco:

"An Invitation from tho President of tho
United States of America having beon
rocelved by tho Government of Japan at
Toklo on December 1, to tako jjart In tho
proposed second International peace con-
ference, tho Governmont at onco replied
to tho effect that being fully allvo to tho
urgent necessity for moro exact definitions
and uniform practices than now exist, In
respect to some of the questions about to
bo submitted to tho proposed conforonco,
and, finding that tho fact that tno nation
Is now engaged In war Is no sufficient
reason why It should not take part In tho
work of tho conference It has beon de-

cided upon tho part of tho Japaneso Gov-
ernment to accept tho Invitation.

"This action Is takon. however, with tho
dlsthfct reservation that tho proposed
conference shall not assume to adopt any
measure which will In any way arfoct the
present conflict."

Suspend State of Siege.
ST. PETERSBURG. Dec 10. That In-

terior Minister Svlatopolk-Mlrsk- y Is mov-

ing In the matter of the Zemstvo momor-la- l
Is evidenced by his decision to sus-

pend tho operation of the stato of siege
in larcc cities. This measure, which
must bo ronewed annually, will bo
drepped altogether at tho beginning of
tho Russian now year.

Czar Rewards Britons.
LONDON, Dec 10 In recognition of

tho nsslstanco rendered by tho British
cruiser Talbot to tho crow of tho Russian
cruiser Varlag and the gunboat Korletz
nfer the battlo of Chemulpo, tho Emperor
of RuBsIa has presented a silver bowl to
tho wardroom of the Talbot and J2CO0 to
tho Prlnco of Wales as a present for tho
royal navy fund.

Return Effects of the Dead.
