NAVY FOR CANADA.

Three Cruisers to Be Constructed by

Bominion Government. I

MONTREAL, Dec. 20. The action of

tho home government ln withdrawing
the Atlantic and Pacific fleets from Can-

adian waters will ln the near future re-

sult ln the conotruction of three cruis-

ers by the Dominion Government ns a
start in the naval programme which Sir
Wilfrid Laurler has ln mind.

For a long time tho Premier and his
colleagues have felt that Canada should
undertake the construction of a navy
which in time woulll all'ord to tho coast
lino an adequate defense. Tho training
of naval reserves, which is now In pro-gre-

ln West Indian waters, is part of
the policy ln view, and It is expected
that an announcement ln thio connec-

tion will be made at tho coming session
of Parliament,
