IN LA SAL MOUNTAINS

BASIN, La Sal Mountains, Utah, Jan.

24. "Word hn3-bce- n received hero from the
Eastern ofllco of tho High Oro Mining
company that all arrangements have been
perfected for starting work on tho High
Ore tunnel Into Mineral mountain on tne
first day of Juno. It was Intended last
fall to begin this work on tho first day of
January, but the final arrangements havo
been held back by some legal complica-
tions In perfecting tho titles to certain In-

terests to bo Included In tho mcrgor of
twenty-tw- o clalniH on Mlnoral mountain.

L. N. Itocow, a mining man of Phila-
delphia, recently visited this section for
tho purpose of starting work In Fobruary,
but tho unusual fall of snow in tho Baaln
district makes It, lmposslblo to get In tho
necessary supplies at present.

This Important project Is said to bo
backed by somo of the largest holders In
Philadelphia arid Pittsburg. The plan Is
to run a tunnol Into Mineral mountain to
a depth of 1200 foot, starting In Minors'
basin, on tho south sldo, at a point low
enough to come out on tho norm side on
Castlo creek. In Its course the Golden
Scepter, Skylark. Double Standard. Green
Mountain, Corsair and High Oro veins will
bo cut at an enormous depth and tho
principal claims In tho aurlfcrous-coppe- r
belt opened up. At a depth of 300 foot
they will have out tho Golden Scepter
voln, which Is practically tho same ns tho
Corsair, and from surfaco Indications they
cannot help but start out with a shipping
property, especially valuablo In copper.

This project has been engineered
through by Hon. Thomas Crawford of
Denver and has been under negotiation
for over a year All tho necessary ma.
chlnory for systematical mining work Is
to bo Installed at once, and when anything
of valuo Is encountered before reaching
tho High Ore vein, tho former owners are
to havo the privilege of leasing the prop-
erty for a period of time so agreed by tho
company. George W. Hopburn and Wil-
liam Price, owners of tho Golden Scep-
ter, are the first under consideration. Jt
Is said that tho company Is now prepared
to spend fully $100.0)0 beforo changing
their programme ,

The prospects aro very favorable for the"
long looked for roward that awaits tho
Basin placor operators on their bed-roc- k

tunnel up Basin gulch. They have now
reached a depth of lift) foot and arc get-
ting pay gravel from tho breast of tho
drift, with good indications of striking
bedrock any day. Should they find gold
In paying quantities on' bedrock, It would
demonstrate conclusively that thero are
rich gold mines yet to bo opened In the
contact formation of Gold hill and Grouse
mountain.

thoy can form an Idea of how the mine or
mines would look to them If thoy were
enabled to stand In tho center of tho
property and look around and over and
up and down every canyon and gulch and
cliff and peak of tho property.

This Is a difficult thing to do; that Is, to
describe the Santa Maria property so that
a casual reader may easily understand to
auch an extent as to enable him or her to
sit down and personally draw a plcturo
equal to a photograph and all based on
my worded description

In tho first place I will stato that all
men of mining experience who may be
classed as men of knowledge In tho gene-
sis and mineralization of veins paBS upon
this group of lodes ns among tho most
wonderful and extensive recently opened
anywhere. Tho following description will
throw somo light on tho country wherein
thoy exist.

Tho base rock of Sierra Madre mountain
Is gnolss that carries up to an altitude
of about 2fXO f(5ct above the valley; the
older quartzlte forms a contact with this
gneiss and that this contact In Santa
Maria basin there Is a tremendously
strong mlnoral lode, the values of which
tun In copper, gold and silver. From thl3

intact vein threo grand fissure veins
break out to the westward through the
gneiss. These are tho Santa Maria fis-

sure, New York and North Coppor veins,
each of which breaks Into the gneiss for
a distance of from two to five thousand
feet; theso veins are again faulted by a
hugo diorlto dyko that in Itself carries
fairly good values In coppor. This dlko
will average fifty feet In width, and whoro
It faults the veins tho oro values of the
veins show much hlghor than olsowherc
along tho surface, save It be at tho con-
tact of the quartzlte with the gneiss.

Description of Veins.
These lodes or veins arc only a few

hundred feet apart, and although the dis-
tance between them Is not great and
the formation In which they exist shows
no change In Its mako ups from ono vein
to nnother, notwithstanding this fact
there la a wondcHul dlfTorcnco in the
filling of the veins themselves.

In one we havo very smooth walls, with
talc casing tho vein matter at tho sur-
face, an oxidized quartz with Inclusions
c porphyry, and as depth Is gained In
this tho Santa Maria vein proper copper,
with high gold values, begins to appear.
This copper occurs first as a bluo and
green slllcntc, changing with depth to
chalcopyrlto and chalcoclto ores, that
usually constitute the chief value In all
tho world's grcnt mines. Of tho other
volns, one Is very conspicuous In having
tremendous quantities of black manga-
nese oxide associated with copper sili-
cates, and below copper sulphldo runs
through a spongy quartz filling, and tho
third, or Now York lode, shows Its gold
and copper values running through a
clay llko filling that scorns to be largely
mado up of a hornblendlc matter re-
duced by water, heat and pressuro to a
powdered stato, through which wo find
disseminated a copper sulphldo oro thatoccurs near tho surfaco In a somewhat
granulated form, but which with depth
seems to concentrate Itself Into extensive
lonscs or Inclusions of hlgh-grnd- o copper,
carrying fairly good values In gold.

Almost all copper regions possess each,
some distinct mark or feature, peculiar
to itself. The copper lodes of the Santa
Maria group have as a rcmarkablo feature
a most peculiar dyko or lodo of rhyollte
In width about sixty feet, and through
this we find millions of granulations ofgarnet and epldote each about the alzo ofa pepper corn. This also carries a small
percentage of copper In tho form of chal-
copyrlto. This would no doubt pay for
concentration, but In tho faco of tho other
lodes existing hero where hlghor values
occur, no Immediate attention will bo giv-
en to this dyko or vein.

What They Contain.
In each of theso lodc3 abovo noted we

find considerable quantities of calc spar
that seems to have been brought to the
surfaco by water, and In somo cases the
value In copper carried by this spar Is
considerable. This spar Is most abundant
whero each of the fissures Joins the con-
tact at tho quartzlte.

Leaving the older rocks and going up
In the quartzlte measure, thoro oxlst num-
bers of small fissure wherein silver
chloride occurs In small quantities at tho
surface. Yet as but little work has been
done on these we can give but limited re-
marks upon them. The limostonca that
cap tho mountain and rest on the quartz-H- o

at tho eastern side of tho Santa Maria
group, Ht Is in this limestone meaaure that
wo find tho silver-lea- d ores abounding In
a vein which scorns to be an extension of
tho Eldorado lodo that has been opened
some dlstanco to tho north of this prop-
erty.

At present development work Is being
pushed with vigor on tho Santa Maria
group, the work being done directly on tho
main Santa .Maria vein Tho contaot Is
Just 518 feet from the point where tho proo-c-

tunnel bcglna. It Is being driven on
the vein. The fissure nnd tho contact are
at right angles. Tho samo conditions
control at the north coppor vein that runs
parallel with tho Santa Maria. Tho pres-
ent Santa Maria tunnol gains dopth rap-
idly; when tho contact Is reached it will
be at a point about 600 feet beneath tho

surface exposure of the veins. When tho
tunnel shall have reached tho contact it
will turn nt right angles with tho con-
tact vein nnd bo carried forward to tho
north copper vein, somo hundreds of feet
to tho northward. A second development
and oxploratlon 'tunnel will be otarted
during tho coming spring nt a point far-
ther down tho canyon. This tunnel will
crosscut the threo main veins 900 foot
lower than tho Santa Maria tunnel prop-
er thus enabling tho removal of oro to
consldcrablo depth nnd also to drain tho
property down to that level.

The "Work Done.
Work of opening up the Santa Maria

mines did not begin until lato In Decem-
ber of 1WI, but since then work has been
energetically pushed. A stono house wns
erected In the plno grove; rlcar the mlno
terraces for holding up the oro bins

and a blacksmith nnd machine
shops b.illt, the mouth of thn tunnol tim-
bered to protect It from snowslldcs, and
all things put Into good working order.
Tho present contract Is for COO foot to bo
followed by another to run to tho north
copper voln and na boforo romarkod, the
lowor tunnol will start on ltn course- In
tho oarly spring and be continued until It
Is carried beyond, tho New York vein to
tho northwest, thus croMCUttlng at con-
sldcrablo dopth tho entire system of
veins.

Tho exploration nnd development of tho
Santa Maria group mark an opoch In tho
history of copper mining In Utnh. It Is
tho Initial step in opening a new coppor-bcarln- g

zone that In Its area and rlchnoss
gives promise of becoming ono of tho
most profitable, Interesting and long lived
of any ever opened In our country More-
over, tho natural ndvantage that Its sit-
uation possesses arc such as to render Its
oxploratlon and dovolopment very cas.
tunnels only being required to gain a
depth of almost 15(0 foot, which can bo
driven upon tho cxposuro of tho main
veins within tho property; and from the
main workings to tho railway station the
distance Is only about two miles, with a
down grade the entire distance.

Promises Great Things.
That tho Santa Maria is about to

a great mlno thero ft no question.
Alrcndv the nature of
and values In gold, silver and copper Is
sufficiently explored to prove It a wonder-
ful property, but the problem yet to solve
Is to learn as to how far down will these
go before they reach their greatest
strength In values from wall to wall, and
a question going beyond this, how far
will wo penetrato in these older rocks be-

foro an lncrcaaed temperature intcrforos
with simple workings? Tho length of tho
copper mineralized district in Sierra Mad-
ro district Is about elx miles in total, and
about two in breadth. Prospecting and
development workn numorous strong
veins still hold tho solution of the merit
of many veins that have recently beon
discovered There seems to bo a close
association between the veins of the Na-
poleon and Maghora group and those ot
tho Santa Maria. The game contact rein
runs through both properties, as does also
tho great garnet and epldoto dyko; and
various classes of oro taken from tho one
nro Identical with those taken from the
other.

Capacity of Production.
As to tho capacity of oro production

that the present development of tho Santa
Maria will allow, very conservative esti-

mates plnco it at WX tons every twenty-fou-r
hours from the workings ol tho Santa

Maria vein alone, and from tho threo
chief veins when opened thero can be by
proper management 1000 tons dally re-

moved. And this same valuo thus han-

dled with less expense than from any
other mine now being worked within
miles of tho Santa Maria.

All that has been here touched upon Is

tho merest cpltomo of the natural cond-
itions nt this property. Work, and work
well directed, will alono prove to tho
world the magnltudo of the wealth con-

tained In these veins. That tho work now
being carried forward for tho year 190j

will do very much to expose much of tho
wealth of this mlno thero le no doubt,
and thus placo It momr tho strong pro-
