gantic corporation. Let the man who
votes to llo the city of Salt Lake up for
nearly a hundred years with a company,
bownre. To oven entertain such a thought
would bo the height of foolishness."

Says Now Is tho Time.
"Now is the timo of all times to ehow

the Utah Light and Railway company up
In Its truo light," said S. B. Tuttlo of tho
real estate firm of Tuttlo Brothers.
"Kvcry one has known for a long timo
that the mon back of it were looking for
nil tho best of It. but that they would
over becomo so bold as to make Hiich de-

mands of the City Council was hardly
thought possible. That tho requests are
demands, pure nnd simple, there cannot
be a doubt Thev simply think that while
they have things coming their way tho
timo Is ripe to tie tho city up for a hun-
dred years, but woe be to tho man who
votes to grant them their demands. Ills
doom would bo sealed and
would ho an Impossibility. Should the
prlco of lights be reduced one-thir- d, as
promised bv Mr Newhouse. It would take
a pretty strong tallo by the other com-
pany to oven keep tholr own n'lntlves
from patronizing tho now company. By
all moans let every Inducement bo used
to secure competition."

Gold Brick the "List Straw."
"The new 'gold brick' Just trnrung on

tho public In tho way of an extended
franchise Is about tho last otraw. aald
Edgar S. Darling. "Has It come to this,
that our City Council, Instead of taking In
mntters In tho regulnr way. must go out
to private offices to get 'gold brloks
handed them?

"Tho Immcnso demands of the power
and light company would Indicate that
thev own this Council and It Is a case of
now or never with thm. I bcllove that a
city's franchises nro the most valuable as-

sets It owns nnd the city should hnvo all
they nro orth or not grant them. No
franchise should be granted for a longer
period than twenty-fiv- e years and this Is
as long as the city has a moral right to
Grant

"There Is n revaluation at least every
twenty-flv- o years and the city has no
right to tie tho hands of threo or four
generations in the matter of their moat
Important dally necessities. If for no
other reason, the past service In lights
and street ears should be tho best reason
why the extension should not be granted.
Tho proposition of Mr. Newhouso Is like
a cool drink of water In the midst of a
grent deaert. and 1 hopo It will be a stim-
ulant to encourage more of our citizens
to Jump Into the breach when their ser-

vices are needed."
Councilmen Eavor Newhouse.

Of the Councilmen interviewed by The
Tribune yesterday, all spoke in favor of
granting Samuel Newhouse an electric
light franchise. Councilman L, U. Martin
of the First ward was very emphatic In
denouncing the proposal to extend th
Utah Light and Railway franchise for ,

fifty vears. lie said It was an outrage.
"Mr, Newhouso's proposition certainly

looks good to me," he said. "I am in
favor of granting him a franchise and
also to the next man after him who
comes up with a really bona Jlde offer.
The moro of thnt kind the merrier. The
more firms one has in a certain line tho
better service the people get. It Is the
samo with light. If there aro three or
four firms competing for tho right to
light our houses, we will get competition
and tho best man will make the money.

Unheard of Proposal.
"Ah for the fifty years' extension. 1

think it Is unheard of. Are wc to bind
the peoplo to put up with the rotten ser-
vice they are getting for the next two
generations? Not for mine. I think thcro
ought to bo concerted measures taken to
rouse popular opinion in this matter. They
ought to get up petitions, signed by busi-
ness men, taxpayers and voters only, pro-
testing against extending that franchise
any more. "Why. only fifteen months ago
they came to tho Council and got a
twenty-fl- vj years' extension.

"And what do they offer the city In re-

turn? A certain amount of power and
light which they have to give us at pres-
ent anyway, and some bogus water-right- s

In Big Cottonwood, rights that nobody
lias used for vears and that nobody seems
to wnnt. They say they can get $100,000
In the market for those water-right- s. I
want to say right now that they can do
nothing of the kind. If they go Into tho
open market with those rights they could
not got $5000 for them. Why;. those paper
mills have not been thcro for twenty-liv- e

vmm T flnn't liollovn thn Utnb llirht find
Railway company has retained those
rights. They can't keep a water-righ- t
when they don't use It for so long. 1

want to say now that I am going to
iight the granting of that fifty 3 ears' ex-

tension with all my power. And ifMr.
Newhouse comes along with a bona fide
offer to compete with tho rotten nnd exor-
bitant service wc aro getting now, he can
havo my support."

Will Oppose Extension.
Councilman Hartensteln Is also In favor

of supporting Mr. Nowhousc but ex-
pressed himself with moro reserve. "I
don't want to talk about matters that
are not yet formally before tho Council."
he said, "but if Mr. Newhouse comes be-

fore us, as I understand he proposes to
do. with a bona fide proposition to put l.p
an electric light plant, I know that I shall
certainly support him As for extending
the Utah Light and Railway franchise for
fifty years, that Is not yet before the
Council. But if It does come, I shall do
what any other good citizen would do
under tho circumstances, considering what
a valuable franchise It Is and considering
what they propose to give us In exchange
I shall oppose It."

Councilman Tobdny was Inclined to bo
sarcastic at first. "Why, tho poor com-
pany," he i?nld. "They ought to havo a
sevonty-fiv- o years' extension.

"I think wo owe Jt to the taxpayers to
refuse to grant any more extensions to
tho Utah Light nnd Railway company,"
he went on. "Peoplo have como to me in
the street and in my place of business and
nsli-- d me If wo were going to do any-
thing so unjust as to grant that ex-
tension. . Every one I havo spoken to
seems to think it would be wrong togrant It.

BTobday Is All Right.
"As far as I understand from the papers,

Mr. Newhouse has not yet made any
offer. He has addressed an open letterto thn Council, saying that if the city
would grant him a franchlso he would
do certain things. Let him como andsay what he will do and nsk us to give
him a franchise. Then, answering formyself, If ho makes a bona fldo offer, he
can have my support. Ho certainly Is a
resnonslblo man, and any offer that heactually mnkes would have to bo pre-
sumed to be bona fide. If ho comes In
and puts up a steam plant he will beat
tho other company to the wall. Each
time a littje storm comes alone: tho pres-
ent light system Is all out of gear. That
Is what we must expect from a plant(hat Is run by water power. Tt he puts
up a steam plant, all that will he doneaway with."

Attorneys Argue the Ad-

missibility of State's
Evidence.

It May So Some Days Before Judge
Diehl Will Rulo on the

Matter.

In tho case of tho bounty frauds most
of tho forenoon was taken up yesterday
In Judge Dlchl's court listening to argu-
ments for and against the motion of the
defense of Friday afternoon to strike out
tho testimony of Roberts nnd Jones, tho
accomplices of Davles. Attorney Gustln.
for the defense, argued that thero was
no evidence In the testimony of tho two
mon that would prove tho allegations
ugalnst Davlos, and thnt tho confession
of Davles was secured by ulterior Influ-
ences and was not voluntary.

Mr. Hanson contested this view and re-
viewed tho evidence, showing full corrob-
oration by tho testimony of tho wit-
nesses.

At tho conclusion of the argumontD,
Judge Dlehl took tho matter under advise-
ment. He stated that It would be some
days, probably after the middle of the
week, beforo ho would havo his ruling on
tho motion ready. It Is believed that tho
defense will submit no more testimony
In tho case and the ruling of Judge Dlehl
on tho motion to Btrlko out Is likely to
bo Immediately preliminary to tho ending

Apparently there was no singing
of the Marseillaise, tearing up of pave-
ments or clamoring that Delcasse- be
dragged to the lantern, but Instead a re-
spectful protest to which the Minister
made the conclusive reply that "even
the mustaches of those employed by the
Republic ure at the service of the
State." Delcasse for the moment seeni9
to have been standing in the shoes of
the fourteenth Louis.

The causey of this remarkable order
are not disclosed, nor are its conse-
quences easy to forecast. One effect
certainly will be the extinction of the
present type of stage Frenchman, whose
glory hay been in his beautifully pointed
and waxed mustache and carefully cul-
tivated Imperial.

Should the reform extend to the army
no man tan tell whnt might happen.
Though the great Napoleon and most of
his marshals were smooth shaven ex-
cept, in certain cares, for a little tuft of
whisker under the ear, the soldiers of
France as a rule have been characteri-
zed by weird and often ferocious hir-
sute adornments. Napoleon himself re-
ferred to his grenadiers as hio old mus-
taches, while In the cavalry arm the
hussar, lancer, cuirassier and dragoon
had each his distinctive type of whisker
or mustache. At the present day mus-
tache or Imperial, or both, are generally
depended upon to heighten the pulchri-
tude of the French son of Mars.
