Mr. Taylor. I want to ask vou a fmvquestions, bocauno It will enable us to getalong more rapidly, nnd because you canspeak concisely upon the subject, and wo
will understand where we aro so muchthe better. I do not want to limit you,
except that we do not want to take agreat deal of time about It You will un-
derstand, therefore, tho purpose of thoquestions as I put them, as separated
from tho independent character of thoquestion Itself.

As I understand, tho Mormon churchwns started by Josoph Smith, Jr.?Mr. Smith. Yes, .sir.

Mr. Taylor. Was ho a relative of yours?
Mr. Smith. Ho was my uncle
Mr. Tayler. And It wus ho who found,

or through him that tho plates wero
found, upon which were recorded whatwas afterward translated and published
In tho form of tho Book of Mormon?

Mr. Smith. Yes, sir.
Mr. Tayler. Now, that occurred about

seventy-liv- e years ago, did lt not?
Mr. Smith. Yes, sir; or a liltlo more.
Mr. Tayler. Later Joseph Smith, from

time to time, received revelations?
Mr. Smith Yes. sir.
Mr. Tayler. And ho himself died In 1SU?
Mr. Smith. Yos, sir.
Mr. Tayler. To his power and authority

in tho church Brlgham Young, as you
havo slated, succeeded?

Mr. Smith. Yes. sir; that Is right.
Standard. Authorities.

Mr. Tayler. What arc the standards of
authority In tho Mormon church?

Mr. Smith. Do you mean tho books?
Mr. Tayler. Yes; tho written standards.
Mr. Smith. Tho Bible, tho Book of Mor-

mon, tho Doctrlno and Covenants, and tho
Pearl of Great Price.

Mr. Worthlngton. What Is the last opo7
Mr Smith. Tho Pearl of Great Price.
The Chairman. Will you repeat that

last answer?
Mr. Smith. I nm nsked what aro the

standard workH of tho church?
Tho Chairman. Yea.
Mr. Smith. I answered. The Blblo. King

James's translation; tho Book of Mor-
mon, tho Book of Doctrlno and Covenants
and tho Pearl of Great Price.

Mr. Taylor. Thoso aro all of tho writ-
ten lwoks which aro authoritative and
controlling upon tho body of tho church,
aro thoy?

Mr. Smith. They aro the. only books
which 1 know of that havo been accepted
by tho church In general nseombly as tho
standard works of the church.

Mr. Taylor. Are they nil considered of
equal authority?

Mr. Smith. I presume they are.
Book of Mormon.

Mr. Tayler. Tho Book of Mormon came

Into existence In tho manner you have al-ready described?
Mr Smith. Which you havo already de-

scribed.
Mr. Tayler. Well. I did not mean to bo

't alt "i.00"1 ,u 1 mean 1L came throughJoseph Smith?
Mr Smith. I think you stated It very

correctly, sir.
Mr. Taylor. The Doctrine and Cove-

nants tho book so entitled Is made upchiefly of revelations mado through Jo-seph Smith, Jr., or expositions, or decla-rations, or prophecies made by him, nndperhaps ono or two revelations thereprinted made through Brigham Young?'
Mr. Smith Ono, 1 think.

Origin Pearl of Great Price.
Mr. Tayler. So much for the origin ofthose. What Is tho origin of tho Pearl ofGreat Price?
Mr. Smith, That also contains revela-tions through Joseph Smith.
Mr. Taylor. And anybody elso?Mr. Smith. No, sir; not that I know of,except that somo of lt is a translation ofancient manuscript by Joseph Smith.Mr. Taylor. I sea.
Mr. Smith. Joseph Smth. is really thoauthor.
Mr. Tayler. Then lt Is bcllovcd by thopeople of tho Mormon church to havo thosamo divine authority that tho other threehavo?
Mr. Smith. Yes, sir,

. Mr, Tayler. That the other three docu-
ments are supposed to havo also?

Mr. Smith. Yes, sir; that Is correct.
Mr. Taylor. Now, theso various publi-

cations containing the Inspired word havobeen, by authority of tho church, fromtime to time construed and discussed,havo thoy not?
Mr. Smith. I do not know, sir. that L

understand the nature of your question.They are accepted.
Mr. Tayler. Thoy are accepted?
Mr, Smith. By the church.
Mr. Tayler. By tho church?
Mr. Smith. Yos. sir.
Mr. Taylor. Do you mean by that thattho exposition of It has been accepted by

tho church?
Mr. Smith. What exposition?
Mr. Tayler. Any.
Mr. Smith. I do not know of any ex-

positions that you may refer to.

Talmage's Articles of Faith.
Mr. Tayler. Take this work by DrJames 12. Talmago.
Mr Smith. That Is an exposition of thearticles of our faith.
Mr. Tayler. Kxaetly. Issued by whatauthority?
Mr. Smith It Is Issued by James ETalmago as the author of It.
Mr. Tayler. Yes. And Is ho alone re-

sponsible for the expression of opinion
and the construction of tho various lawsand ordinances of tho Mormon church?

Mr. Smith. Oh, no.
Mr. Taylor. I do not think you under-

stand my question.
Mr. Smith. I do not think I do under-

stand lt.
Mr. Tayler. I will ask tho stenographer

to read It.
Tho reporter read as follows:
And Is ho alone responsible for the expres-

sion ot opinion and tho construction of tho
various laws nnd ordinances of tho Mormon
church?

Mr. Taylor. As given in that book?
Mr. Smith. I think ho Is.
Mr. Tayler. I only desire. Mr. Smith, to

authenticate, as far as It rightfully may
bo done, this book nnd Its construction
and exposition of tho doctrines of the
Mormon church. I find In the preface to
this book, which was published by tho
Deseret News In 1901, the following open-
ing sentence.

Tho lectures are now published by tho
church, and with them uoort tho hope of tho
author that lhcy mny prove of scr-lco-

Mr. Smith. That Is correct.

of tho manuscript prior to the delivery of tho
lectures has Inspired somo approach to conll-denc- o

in tho pronpeeilvo value of tho book
among members of tho church. Tho commlt-
tco hero referred to consisted of Kldera Fran-
cis M. Lyman, Abraham 11. Cannon nnd An-
thon II. Lund of tho quorum of tho twolvo
npostlos.
And so on, naming othors.

Tho lectures herewith prcsonted havo been
prepared In accordnncc with tho request nnd
nppolntmcnt of tho llrst presidency of tho
church.

And so on.

Church Bought Copyright.
Mr. Smith. The church bought the copy-

right of tho book from Mr. Talmago.
Mr. Tayler. And caused Its publication?
Mr. Smith. The Deseret News published

It. and the Deserot News, of course, la
selling tho book.

Tho Chairman. What Is that?
Mr Smith. It is solllnc the book dis-

posing of tho book. It Is really tho prop-
erty, so far as tho expense of publlBhlng
Is concerned, of tho Dcserot News The
profits do not go to tho church. They go
to tho Deseret News company, or the Des-
eret News publishers.

Mr Tuyler. Tho lectures wero delivered
by tho Instruction of the first presidency?

Mr. Smith. No, sir; not by tho Instruc-
tion; by the pormlsslon and acquiescence
of tho llrst presidency.

Mr. Tayler, Then-- Mr.

Smith. Let mo say this: By the
solicitation of somo fricnd3 Dr. Talmage
consented to dellvor a scries of lectures on
the artlclos of faith of tho church, and be-

foro doing so ho consulted with tho presi-
dency of the church and received their
permission and sanction to do It. Thoso
arO tho facts In tho enso

Mr. Tayler. is tho Dcsoret Ncwn tho

organ of tho church?
Mr. Smith. Well. I supposo It Is In somo

sonny tho organ of tho church. It Is not
opposed to the church, at least.

Mr. 'Tuyler. It Is not opposed to lt?
Mr. Smith. Yos. sir
Mr. Taylor It has for years published,

has lt not, at tho head of Its columns, that
It Is tho organ of tho church, or tho offi-
cial organ of the church?

Mr. Smith Not that I know of.
Mr. Tnylor. Not that you know of?
Mr. Smith. No. sir. It has beon called

that. It Is styled that
Mr. Tayler. It Is styled that, but you

do not recall eve; having .soon, at the hear!
of iiny page or on any pngo, In a conspic-
uous pluco In the Deseret Nows, tho state-
ment that It was the organ of the ohurch,
or tho official organ of tho church?

Mr. Smith. I do not recall that' I ever
saw It.

Mr. Tayler, Yoa read that paper y,

Mr. Smith. As much as 1 havo time to

read it.
Mr. Tayler. I can appreciate now tho

significance of that answer. How long
have you been reading tho Deseret Even-
ing News?

Mr. Smith. I think it wus started Jn
1651 or 1852; somewhere along there. I bo-

llovo lt was established along In the early
'COs, and I have read It moro or less over
since.

Mr. Tayler. Do you know who owns It?
Mr. Smith; How Is that?
Mr. Tuyler. Do you know who owns It?
Mr Smith. I know who owns tho build-

ing that lt Is In.
