As to the rlRhtfl and authority of the priest-
hood of tho Son of God, It Is of the hlch-o- st

Importance that there should ho no dif-
ference of opinion ftmrmnr Iho ofderrs and
members of the Church of .Tosus Christ of
Latter-da- y Saints Ftfellng tho necessity ot
a correct understanding of this principle wo
deem It proper, at this sixty-sixt- h nnnlver-nr- y

of thu orcnnlzatlon of the church In
theso Inst days, to prepare and prccnt a
statement on tho' subject, embodying tho doc-
trine which ha.i always prevailed In the
church nnd our views upon It. Wo nro
prompted to adopt thin nt tho prejont time
becauso of events which hnvo hnppenod dur-In- c

tho late polltlc.il contest. A irro.it
of opinion on tho subject hn been ex-

pressed, nnd even by Icudlnc elders In tho.
church, which intur fact hon nnturnllv led.
In some Instances, to considerable division of
ecntlmcnt.

It ls of irrent Importance that wo under-
stand each othor and thnt there bo harmony
In our teachings. It Is especially Imnor-tn-

thnt these. tegchlDRs shall be In nccord-nnc- o

with tho rule.s nnd rcculnllons and doc-
trines which have been tausht and which
havo prevnlled from tho IwKlnnlnc until tho
present, time, having not only the nanctlon of
undisputed usage, but tho approval of all
faithful lenders In tho church nnd of him
In v:hoso namo and by whoso uuthorlly they
act.

In tho Jato oxcltlntr contost, to which ref-
erence has been made, the presiding authori-
ties In somo Instances havo been misunder-
stood. In other Instances they have been mis-
represented, which has led to a wrongful
concoptlon of their real views. It has been
assorted too froejr, and without foundation,
thnt there hns lsocn a disposition on their
part to interfere with Individual liberty and
to rcbuUo In somo men a couro which una
applauded ln others. In a word, thnt they
have nppeared to deslro to nsscrt and main-
tain an unjust and oppressive control over
thu actions of the members of the church,
nml In thus doing have endeavored to effect
a union of church and state.

In tho heat of political discussion assertions
havo been made nnd arguments ised con-
veying to tho public mind a fnlso Idea

tho position of tho officers of the
church, and leaving the Impression thnt there

tempt to accomplish tho unloh above referred
lo. Now that tho excitement has pawed, and
calmer reason has resumed its sway, we
think It prudent to set forth, so that all
may understand, tho exact position occupied
by tho leadtne authorities of tho church.

In tho ilrst place, we wish to state In tho
most positive nnd nnphatlc languago that
at no time has there over been any attmpt.
or even desire, on tho pnrt of tho leading
authorities referred to. to havo the church
ln any manner I'licronch upon tho rights of
the state, or to unlto In any degree tho func-
tions of one with those of the other.

Peculiar circumstances have surrounded tho
people of Utah. For many yuan a majority
of thoni In every portion of tho Territory
belonged to ono church, ovcry reputable mem-
ber of which was entitled to hold, nnd did
hold, soma ecclesiastical ofllce It 'Is easy
to see how. to tho casual observer. It might
appear singular that so many ofllccrs of tho
church were also ofllccrs of the State; but
while this was ln fact tha case, tho distinc-
tion between the church and the stale through-
out thoSo years was carefully maintained.
Tho president of the church held for eight
yearn tho highest civil ofllce' In tho com-
munity, having been appolntojl by tho Na-
tional Administration Governor of the Ter-
ritory Tho ilrst Secretary of tho Territory
was a prominent church official. An npos-tl- o

represented the Territory ln Congress as
a Delegate during ten years. Tho members
of tho Icglslaturo held also offices ln the
church. This was unavoidable, for the most
suitable men were elected by tho votes of
tho people, and. as wo havo stated, every
rcputablo man In tho entlro community held
romo church position, tho most energetic and
capable . holding leading positions. This ls
all natural and plain enough to thoso who
consider tho circumstances: but It furnished
opportunity for those who were disposed to
nsr.ill the peoplo of the Territory to chargo
them with attempting to unlto church and
state A fair Investigation of tho conditions
wllj abundantly disprove tho charge and show
Its utter falsity.

On behalf of tho church, of which wc aro
leading ofllccrs, wo desire again to Htato
to tho members nnd also to tho public gen-i?il-

that there haa not been, nor la there,
the remotest deslro on our part, or on the
part ot our corcugioniets, to iio anything
looking to a union of church and state.

Wo dcclaro that thero has never been any
attompt to curtail Individual liberty the per-
sonal liberty of any of tho officers or mem-
bers of tho church. Tho first presidency and
other leading officers did mal:o certnln sug-
gestions to tho pooplo when tho division on
party lines took place. That movement was
an entirely new doparluro, and It was neces-
sary. In order that the full benefit should not bo
lost Which was hoped to result from this new
political division, that peoplo who woro in-

experienced should bo warned ng.ilnst hasty
and action. In eomo cases they
wcro couneoled to bo wlso nnd prudent In tho
political steps they wore about to tnl:e, and
this with no Idun of winning them ngalnst
their will to cither side. To this extent and
no further woo anything ."aid or dono upon
this question, nnd at r.o tlmu anil under no
circumstances wns any attompt made to say
to voters how they should cart their ballots.
Any chargo that has boen made to the con-
trary ls ultetly faint.

Concerning officers of tho church
tho feeling was generally expressed In

the beginning of tho iolltlcul division apojeen
of that It would be pruilpnt for lending men
not to accept of ofllce at tho hands of tho
political party to which they might Ixjlong.
This counsel was given to men of ltoth par-
ties alllto, not becuuse It was thought that
there was any Impropriety ln religious men
holding civil office, not to deprive them ofany of tholr rights or citizenship, but be-
cause of tho feeling that It would bo hotter,
under all the circumstances which had now
arisen, to avoid any action that would be
likely to crcato Jealousy and 111 feeling. An
era of peace and good will seemed to be
dnwnlng upon thu people, and It was deemed
good to shun everything that could havo tho
lenst tendency to prevent tho consummation
of tho happy pro&psct.

In many Instances, howovcr, the prcsuro
brought to bear upon efficient and popular
men by thu members of tho parties In which
they belonged was of such a character thatthey had to i leld to tho solicitation to ac-
cept nomination to ofrico or subject them-
selves to tho suspicion' of bad faith In theirparty affiliations. In sonic cases they did
this without consulting tho nuthorlllcH of thochurch; hut whero Important poeltlona wcro
held, and whero tho duties wcro of a

and exacting character, somo did
seek tho counsol and advice of the leading
church authorities beforo accepting tho po-

litical honors tendered them. Because some
others did not seek this counsel and advice.
Ill feeling was engendered, and unduo ami
pnlnful sensitiveness wns stimulated; mis-
understanding readily followed, nnd as a re-
sult tho authorltlos of tho church were ac-
cused of bad faith and inndo tho objects ofbitter reproach.

Wo have mnlntnlned that In tho caso ofmen who hold high positions In the church,
whoso duties arc well defined, anil whoso ec-
clesiastical labors, are understood to bo con-
tinuous and necEsarv, it would bo an Im-proper thing to uccept political ofneo or ontorInto any Vocation that Would distract or

them from tho rollglous duties restingupon them, without first- - consulting and ob-
taining tho npproval of their associates, andthoso who presldo over thorn. It has been
understood fiom tho very beginning of tho

church thnt no officer whom dutlos aro of
tho character referred to hns tho right to
engage In any pursuit, political or other-
wise, that will dlvido his tlmo and remove
lilu attention Trom tho calling already ac-
cepted.

It has been tho constant prnctlco with of-
ficers of tho church to consult or. to uso
our language, to "counsel" with their breth-
ren concerning nil nuestiono of thin kind.
They havo not fell that they wero sacrificing
their manhood in doing no, nor that thoy
wcro submitting lo improper dictation, nor
that ln soliciting and nctlng upon tho

of thoro over them they woro In any
mnnner doing away with their Individual
rights and ngency, nor that to any lmptxpcr
.degree wero their rights nnd duties as
American citizens being abridged or Inter-
fered with. They reallro thnt In accepting
ecclesiastical offleo they assumed certain ob-
ligations, that among thoso was tho obliga-
tion to magnify tho ofllco which they hold,
to nttend to Itn duties ln preferenco to every
other labor, nnd to devoto ihcmnclvcs csolu-Hlve-

to It with nil tha zeal. Industry and
Btronglh they possessed, unless released In
part or for a tlmo by thoso who presided over
them.

Our view, and It has bien the view of nil
our predecessors. Is that no officer of our
church, especially thoro In high otnndlng.
should tako n course to vlolnto thW

practice. Rather than disobey it.
nnd dicIaro himself by his actions defiantly
Independent of his associates nnd his file
leaders. It bus always been hold that It would
bo better for a man tn resign tho duties of
his priesthood; and wo er.tcrtnln tho samo
view today.

In view of all tho occurrences to which
rofcrenco hns been mado, and to tho diver-
sity of vlows that have arisen among tho
peoplo In consequence, wo feol It to bo our
duty to clearly dellno our position, so thore
may bo no cause hereafter for dlsputo or con-
troversy upon tho subject:

First Wo unanimously ngreo lo nnd
ns a rulo that should always bo ob-

served In tho church and by every leading
official thereof. Dint before accopllng any
position, political or otherwise, which would
lnterfcro with tho propar and complete dis-

charge of his ecclesiastical duties, nnd be-

foro accepting a nomination or entering Into
engagements lo perform new duties, said of-

ficial should apply to tho proper authorities
and learn from them whether ho can. con-

sistently with tho obligations already entored
Into with iho church upon assuming his of-

fice, tnlco upon himself tho added dutlcj and
labors nnd responsibilities of the new posi-

tion. To maintain proper discipline and order
In tho church, wo deem this absolutely nec-

essary; nnd In asserting this rule we do not
consider that we are Infringing In tho knst
degree upon tho Individual rights of tho cltl-r.c-

Our position Is thai a man, having ac-

cepted tho honors nnd obligations of
offico In tho church, onnnot prop-

erly of his own volition make theso honors
biibordtnnto to, or even with, now
ones of an cntlioly different character. Wo
hold that unless ho Is willing to connult with
and obtain tho consent of his fellow-labore-

nnd presiding officers In tho priesthood, he
should be released from ull obligations

with the latter beforo ncceptlng any
new position.

Second Wo declare that ln making these
requirements of ourselves and our brethren
In tho ministry, we do not In the least

to dlctato to them concerning their duties
ns American citizens, or lo lnterfcro with
the affairs of tho State, neither do wo con-

sider that In ,tho remotest degree wo aro
seeking tho urilon of church nnd state. c
onco moro hero repudiate the Insinuation that
thero ls or ever ha.'i been an attempt by our
leading men to trespass upon tho ground oc-

cupied by tho State, or that there has been
or Is the wish to curtail In any manner any
of Its functions. Your brethren,
Wllford Woodruff, George Q. Cannon.

Cause of Thatcher Controversy.
Mr. Tayler. Mr. Smith, what was tho

Immediate occasion' of the controversy
with Moses Thatcher at the time of his
deposition?

Mr. Smith. The Immediate, that Is. tho
principal, elrcumstarico which led to tho
final Investigation of his stains was his
becoming n candidate for a political office
without consulting with his nssorlatcs.
That was tho beginning of the Investiga-
tion

Senator Dubois. What' office was that,
did you say?

I could not tell you now
what ofllce it was. I think he was a can-
didate for Senator, or somothlng of that
kind.

Mr. Tavlcr. United States Senator?
Mr. Smith. I am not sure, but I think

Mr. Smith, do you recall

a document published by the Deseret
News, entitled "The Thatcher episode: A
concise statement of the facts In the case.
Interesting letters and documents and re-

view of M. Thatcher's claims, pleas and
admissions?"

Mr. Smith. Yes; I recollect the Journal.

Mr. Smith. I remember.

Mr. Smith. Yes, sir.
Mr. Tnyler. Where ls he?
Mr. 8mith. I do not know.
Mr. Tayler. Where aro his labors sup-

posed to bo carried on now?
Mr. Smith. His labors, ln the lino ofhis duty as superintendent of church J
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schools, llo throughout all tho church.
Mr, Tayler. Ho Is miperlntcndcnt of

church cchooln?
Mr Smith, Ho Is.
Mr Taylor Is ho a polygamlst?
Mr. Smith. That la tho reputation ho

has.
Mr Taylor. What position did he hold

beforo ho was nppolntcd to that place?
Mr. Smith. I think ho was at ono tlmo

president of the faculty of tho agricul-
tural socloty or school

Mr. Van Cott. Colleso.
Mr. Smith Agricultural college
Mr. Tayler. Whero? w
Mr, Smith. At Logan.
Mr. Tayler, In Utah?
Mr. Smith, ln Utah.
Mr Tayler. Do you recall how he came

to leavo that position?
Mr. Smith. Yes, sir.
Mr. Tayler. Tt was because ho was a

polygamlBt. was It not? I do not want to
tako up tlmo It wns becauso tho law
forbado any of tho appropriation to go to
agricultural colleges-- Mr.

Why Tanner Retired.
Mr. Smith. Thero wns somo publication,

somo nowspapcr talk, about an appeal be-
ing mado to Congress to stop tho appro-
priation to the college If a polygamlst was
to bo continued as ihc president of tho
faculty, and, to avoid anything of the
kind, Mr. 'fanner resigned, Is my under-
standing of It.

Mr. Tayler. Then was he Immediately
appointed to the succeeding place, tho
plncc which ho now holds?

Mr. Smith. No. sir.
Mr. Tayler. What wa3 It that inter-

vened?
Mr. Smith. Ho took up the profession of

law. He ls a law student and a lawyer,
and ho took up the profession of law In
Salt Lnko City, and practiced, law for a
number of years after ho left the college.

Tho Chairman And then what?
Mr. Smith, Mr. Chairman, Mr. Carl G.

The Chairman. I want to know when

he becamo superintendent of tho schools.
Mr. Smith. I can not tell you exactly

tho date, but I wns going to tell you how
he waV chosen. IIo was a student under
Prof. Carl G. Maostir, who wns. previous
to his appointment, the general superin-
tendent of church schools throughout
Utah. Tanner was one of his pupils, and
was thoroughly posted ln regard to the
methods and teaching and all the prac-
tices of Carl G. Maepar, who was a very
eminent teacher, and becauso of his
knowledge and his omlnent fitness to suc-
ceed Carl G, Maesar at his death ho was
chosen to succeed Mr. Maesar.

Tho Chairman. By whom was he chosen?
Mr Smith. By the general board of ed-

ucation of tho church.
Tanner n Polygamlst

Tho Chairman, lie was a polygamlst
when ho was on tho faculty of the col-leg-

Mr. Smith. Yes, sir.
Tho Chairman. And a polygamlst when

he succeeded to the superlntendcncy of
the Sabbath schools?

Mr, Smith. Just tho same, Ho Is In pre-
cisely tho status that I am myself, Mr.
Chairman.

Senator Overman. Has ho been chosen
since 1KK?

Mr Smith. Yes, I think so. It hns been
only recently Hint ho was appointed. It
was not very long ago.

Senator Dubois. Which Is tho office of
higher dignity, would you think, that of
superintendent of all the church schools,
or that of president of tho agricultural
college?

Mr. Smith. The agricultural college Is
a Stale and Government Institution, and
Is considered of very great Importance In
the State The ofllce of president of that
institution ls regarded as very dignified
und a very responsible position There is
nothing we have In the church capacity
that can be compured with It. sir. Our
Institutions arc smoJl concerns In com-
parison to this grand Institution of the
Slate.

Sennlor Overman. Did the apostles have
anything lo do with the appointment of
this man as superintendent of schools'"

Mr. Smith. No, sir; It Is a board of
education. There is organized a general
board of education. To make It Quite plain
lo you, Mr. Senator, I will say that I am
also a director In that board, In connec-
tion with all tho rest of tho Institutions
with which I am associated.

The Chairman. Go on, ZZ?. Taylor.

Brlgham City Trouble.
Mr. Taylor. Have you had your atten-

tion called. Mr. Smith, to a recent contro-
versy arising at Brlgham City?

Mr. Smith. Yes, sir.
Mr. Taylor. That Is somo trouble be-

tween somo of tho people, down there and
some of the church officials, is It?

Mr. Smith. A tempest in a teapot; yes,
sir.

Mr. Tayler. A tempest In a teapot9
Mr. Smith. That Is all It Is. It Is simply

a newspaper furore, and there Is absolute
ly nothing in it at all.

The Chairman. Is that In Box Elder
county?

Mr. Smith. Yes. sir.
