WASHINGTON. Feb. 2C Senator Dry-do- n

of New Jersey will Introduce a bill

la the Senate tomorrow to carry Into ef-

fect the President's recommendation for
the regulation of Insurance by the Fed-

The bill will distinctly
set forth that policies of Insurance are
articles of commerce and that the con-

tracts by a corporation of
one Slati' into another shall In deemed
transactions ln Interstate or foreign com-
merce, as the case may be, and therefore
subject to the control of the Natlonl Gov-
ernment. Suflable provision Is1 mnde for
granting licenses by the Federal Govern-- I
meat to corporations doing inlerstato or
foreign business.

Morgan Evans
presided nnd tho committee which went
to Salt Lake City, reported that Prof
Swendsen outlined a plan by which It was
posolblo to turn the head waters of tho
Weber rhcr Into the Provo. fromwhlch
stream they could be taken by a high-lin- e

canal to the above-name- d towns. Tho
scheme would, of cour?e, depend upon tho
building of an Immense reservoir, which
It Is proposed to build In Weber canyon.
This resorolr. If constructed, will. It Is
said, hold more- water than is needed by
the Ogden farmers, nnd would permit of
the diversion of the head waters of tho
Weber Into Utah county -

Stato Engineer Doremus, who was pres-
ent by Invitation of tho farmers, gave
a most exhaustive, explanation of what
the reclamation sorvlco was doing and
what was necessary for tho farmers to
do to take advantage of the Government's
help. He advised the farmers to get. ln
perfect harmony with tho reclamation
service, nnd praised tho Washington and
local representatives for what they were
doing for Utah.

LEAD COFFIN FOUND. '

But It Proves to Be an Englishman,

and Not Paul Jones.

PARIS, Feb. 20. A preliminary exam-
ination which Embassador Porter Is ma-
king for the bodv of John Paul Jones, the
naval hero of the Revolutionary war, re-

cently disclosed a lead coffin. Tho name
plate on tho coflln was very much cor-

roded but the Inscription has Ilnally been
aco.Iphor.Ml. showing that It wa the coflln
of an Englishman burled' May 6, 1790, two
vear before the denlh of Jones. Conse-
quently, the coffin lll not bo opened. The
examination continues

The finding of this lead coflln has tho
odvantnrto of establishing that thoso
burled in tho Protestant cemetery about
the time of Jones's death lie In the vicin-

ity of the present excavations.

Gilbert Replies;te She

Rev. Stelzlfc- -

Address, by a Missionary
Leads to Sensational "

Attack.'

Labor Leader Accuses Church- - of

Pandering to Man With Fat
Pocketbook.

Socialism and the jchurch. ivcro pitted
against each other last evening at Feder-
ation hall. What was to have been merely
an address upon the subject "Docs, the
Church Help tho Labor Movement?" re-

solved Itself Into, a free for all debate and
ended by Rev. Stelzlo of "Evans ton', 111,,

replying In a very forcible manner to cer-
tain utterances of National Committeeman.
Charles Gilbert. '

Rev. Stelzlc, a representative of the
Board of Homo Missions of tfio Presby-
terian church, mndo what many consid-
ered a very fair and Intelligent statement
of facts concerning the relations between
tho church and tho worklngman. Inci-
dentally ho touched, upon, socialism, and
this was whnt broupflit on the debate. The
closing remarks were as follows;

"It is unfair to ask tho church to cham-
pion tho cause of fioclnllsm until Socialists
can agree .among themselves ns to what
they want."

Dozen Want to Reply.
As the speaker sat down, 'a .dozen men

Jumped to tholr feet to ;uik (or an expla-
nation of the last statement. "What,''
asked tho first man to receive recognition,
"what do I understand you to mean by
such a remark? You speak of Socialists
as an army of men and women who can-
not agree on Just what they want, hut you
forgot that the members of the very
church which you represent cannot agrco
on what they want, and, furthermore,
there aro bo many different churches that
that tho average man Is confused when ho
tries to llguro out which one ho should
Join."

The nudlcnce was composed for the-mo-

part pf Socialists, and this Impromptu
speech called forth great applause. Then
others asked such questions as they saw
lit, to all of which tho speaker made re.
Ply.

At last Mr. Gilbert was requested to
make a short reply to Rev. Stelzlo s rc
marks, which he did. After explaining
that ho wished to Give no offense to tho'
speaker, but 'that he felt It" his duty to
attack his remarks and answer themi ho
sald:

Accuses. Clergyman of Ignorance. -

"First of all. I" accuse"" the gentleman
Who has Just finished speaking to ypupf
Ignorance. No man who was posted upon
Socialism would dare to deliver the ad-
dress that has Just, been heard hero, to
night, and unless Rov. "Slelzle can be-
come ,moro enlightened upon ills subject I
would advise him to go back to the bench
and quit the lecture platform. He tclrs
you that the churched of the United .States
havu 27.0o0.0CO members. Let us take Inm
at his word and acropt the statement.
Whnt are those millions qf men and
women doing for the worklngmen? What
aro they doing for society? Whnt aro
thoy doing to wipe out tlie saloons. tho
gambling hells and the houses of prosti-
tution? Why. such an army of Christians
ought to be able to stamp out sin and to
put men In office who would gle us lawfi
governing all such evils.

Church on a Pedestal.
"The truth of tho matter Is. the church

does not help the labor movement. It docs
not got down off from Its pedestal and lift
the worklngman up. It does not lend him
the aid that he needs. .1 claim that sin t
nothing more or less than Ignorance.
Whnt wo want is knowledge. ..light, a
chance to become enlightened. We do not
seek and du nut want pity, charity .or
kindness.

"I want to say while I am speaking of
churches and tho money and people who
support and maintain them, that It is no
wonder that thoy do not have more power.
Take, for Instance, tho Trinity church ot
New York City, one of tho richest and
most widely known churches In tho I'nltcd
States.

Cites Unpleasant Things.
"Who supports that church? Until, a

few years ago.lt, was supported . by tho
keepers of saloons, houses of III fame nnd
gambling hells. In Spokane. Wash.. 1 am
told that a largo building known as th"
combination house, 'Is owned by wealthy
chutch people, in that structure tho first
Moor is devoted to drinking rooms; tho
second to gambling and the third to a
sporting house. And. 1 must confess, Salt
Lake Is not behind those two cities. in this
regard, for right up here on Commercial
street you will llnd buildings used for tho
same Immoral purposes that are owned by
the Mormon church. And if not by the
church, tlion by those who 11 ro high ln tho
Mormon church, men who poso as true
Christians.

Must Give Up Capitalists.
"Until the church understands labor, it

cannot nssift labor. Until the church Is
willing to give up iho capitalists "who
make largo donations and dictate what
shall and what shall not bo done by tho
members ot tho church, there Ih no possl-bl- o

chance for tho two to assist each
other. You say that the church needs tho
laborer and that tho laborer needs tho
church, but I repeat that the average,
minister seems to think that the church
needs the man with tho fat pooketbook
the most, and there you are.''

Mr. Stolzle Is Embarrassed.
Whop Mr. Gilbert had resumed his seat.

Mr. Stelzlo arose and in a general vn an-

swered tho different points brought out
bv his opponent. The sharp retorts of Mr
GHbert had had their effect, however, and
It was apparent to tho audience that the
minister who confronted them was using
all of his will power to keep from replying
In more forcible language. Others In f.hc
audience Insisted on asking questions, but
the meeting was dismissed by ihc chair-
man.
