What Autopsy Disclosed.

An nutopsy on the remains showad that
the cause of death was tetunus of the
reapiratory organs, byt how this was
brought ahout will not be known until
after an cxamination of the contents of
the stbmoach, the résult of which exam-
fration will probably be known tomorrow

Former Attempt at Poison.
