W. Schnee, In tho cur-
rent number of tho Muslk Zeltung, rails
attention to tho fact that many young
pianists aro disabled for llfo by Injudicious
practice and lack of what he calls "hy-
giene of the hand." Ho Ynalntalns that
Just as tho largo conservatories engago

so thoy
ought to havo "mochnnotherapouts," to
ndvlso students regarding their hands and
prevent them from permanently disabling
certain muscles and tendons Injudicious
or excessive practice sometimes results

In making certain muscles so Irrltablo
that they refuse to obey tho will, or
even execute movoments not Intended,
and the mere thought of using thcin be-
comes painful. The writer gives samples
of tho "hand-training- " required in such
cases. Oddly enough ho uses the English
word in speaking of It.
