vital Imporjanco to tho subject that tho
prlnco be both wlso nnd tender toward his
people, and that' his ministries shall emu-
late, even if reverence will not permit
them to axcel In, theso high qualities.

You, sir, aro :i sovorelgn of absolute au-
thority. Thn written constitution under
which your predecessors reigned hae, by
steady avoidance, disuse, and miscon-
struction by tho courts of your appoint-
ment, been so changed and so weakened
as that It has no longer cither definite
provision or binding force. Your prede-
cessors wero required to adhcro to tho
word of God, whoso kingdom thcy admin-
istered as earthlv kings. Y'our prelates
havo so mystified that constitution, upon
which tho peoolo depended for thoir pro-
tection, as that the mere subject daro no
longer quoto It lest ho bo deemed guilty
of treason to tho crown; and you havo mo
definitely declared that the God whoso
kingdom you rulo as earthly monarch
Hoes not announco any will to you, thatyour own personal purpose becomes both
tho law and tho constitution.

This would be a most dangerous stato
for a kingdom whero tho ruler Is both a
good and si wlso man; It becomes doubly
menacing when tho ruler Is not known to
possess intellect of a high order, and when
ho has not been renowned for any other
goodness than that of announcing his own
personal purpose and then" llvliig accortl-intrl-

liven this situation, bad as it lo, be-
comes worse it tho ministry, selected to
aid tho purposes of tho crown, Is com-
posed of men who reposo themselves en-
tirely within the favor of tho throno and
forget the rights of .the neoplp of whom

.they should bo at least defenders, if not
advocates.

i In a .monarchy such as this, tho ministry
should bo" the connecting link between
tho throne; and tho subject. Jt IS indeed
unfortunate when, with no constitution
to protect the mass and a ruler with no
deference Jo God to guido him In tho per-
formance of his duty to his subjects, tho
ministry is cither so corrupted' by favor
or so weakened by fear that it Inclines
entlr&ly toward the throno and leaves tho
subjects utterly at tho mercy of royal

,,whim. A careful scrutiny of the history
of peoples demonstrates that under such
sad combination of circumstances tho
king, unless ho bo on cspccinlly good man,
airenablo to tho softer lnllucnccs of hu-
manity (and neither tho friends nor tho
.enemies of your majesty havo ever
'charged this kind of weakness upon you),
is certain to make wider and wider de-
mands upon tho llfo and property of his
subjects and to grow more and moro Im-
patient of any resistance to his win. And,
too, unuer sucli circumstances, it has
been noted by patriots of all times that
tho ministry serving under a monarch who
,3 unrestalned. and over a people who are
rendered supine or helpless, tako their
ndvaiitago in still more complete aggres-
sion up6n the subject's rights.

It Is with no 111 will toward your ma-
jesty that tbl address Is directed to you.
Your rulo is absolute; 1 wish It might bo
glorious. You aro th6 highest of enrthly
potentates, in that you hold tho authority
of tho Creator of the world, and rule in
His name; I would that your reign might
bo so llllod with tho excellences which wo
ascrlho to Him as that all .your subjects
might bo safe and freo and happy, and
that all the rest of tho world, gazing on
tho splendor of this kingdom, might o

to Join its prosperous and contented
people. But unfortunately, nnd even at
tho cost of my favor In your court, I must
address to you theso words of reproach.
Having cast asldo tlio constitution, you
havo cast asldo tho principles which It
represented; having selected :t servile min-
istry, you have not permitted tho voice of
your subjects to reach your cars; having
been gluttonous of power and Impatient
of any assertion of claim against your
sovereign will, you rulo by affrighting
tho courago and consclonco of nil. As
earthly king of tho kingdom of God you
havo loosed yourself, and at your picas.
uro you havo loosed your ministers, from
all bonds. '

I charge you with these acts, .which aro
violative of tho written constitution of
tho kingdom of which you aro tho ruler:

1. That you havo disdained, thp laws
which your predecessors established, and
which you interpreted. And thcro can
como no greater disaster to a kingdom
than that its chief citizen (is ruler), shall
refuso to obey tho law which lias been
decreed from tho throno.- - For. if ho will
not obey. how can ho presume that others
will heed?

2. I charge you with the selection of
ministers who aro merely tho creatures
of your own favor, possessing neither tho
Ability to administer nor tho conlldonce
of tho peoplo to Justly strengthen their
power. Somo of theso wero inknoWn
when you designated thorn for places In
your cabinet. Some of thorn wero known
nnd detested. And yet you forced them
upon the kingdom

2. I charge you with having made
treaties upon which the safety of vour
subjects depended; and with having ruth-
lessly violated, and with having directedyour ministers to violate, these treaties,
leaving us to dangor of war with powors
better equipped for earthly struggle.

4. I charge you with having taken the
bodies of daughters of your subjects andliavlng bestowed them upon your favor-
ites. And you havo dono this, sometimesby tho secret method which left you free
to deny your part In tho tragedy; and
sometimes by the open method when you
could cajolo tho fathers and brothers into
silence by somo offer, or frighten them by
somo threat.

o. I charge you with having taken thoproperty which belonged to the widow and
tho orphan and having absorbed it Into
tho possessions of tho crown. And you
havo donft this, not only by your personnlautocracy directly, but by referring cases
to your ministry who, becauso of previous
instruction, havo determined the contro-
versies against all justice and in your be-
half.

C I charge you with having departed
from tho constitution, which provided fora tax which your subjects wero ablo totear; and having Instituted in lieu there-
of a, system of elaborate exactions so ap-
palling in thftir total a3 that your sub-jects aro going Into poverty In order thattho crown lands, palaces, Jewels, nnd
vestomonls may become richer and morosumptuous.

7. I charge you with having provided,at tho public cbst, for worthless and indo-
lent, If not dissolute, princes of your
.house, and with having added such emolu-ments to their positions aa that they havo
"been thrico paid for services; and withhaving uttered your edict of protection '

so that no misconduct could removo
them.

Can you deem lb a happy and fortunatelot for a kingdom when tho ruler's high-
est ideals aro tho gain of mere earthly
wealth to contribute to tho magnlflcenco
of tho crown possessions; tho malntcn-nnc- e

of a ministry servilo in all thlncstho living of a Ufo of luxury with many
wives In many palaces; the multiplication
of many chlldron. who. as princes of your
house, aro to bo maintained (Judged by
tho examples 60 far afforded) at tho pub-
lic charge; and Uio steady retrogression
of tho hopo and ambition of the subject'
Do theso things mako a prosperous and ahappy kingdom? Or do they mako hellon earth and indicate the decay and thruin of the kingdom of God, over "whichyou rule with bigotry, with gluttony ofpower, with insensate self esteem?

Thanking you for the courteous manner
In which vyou and tho othors lnvolvol In
this proceeding havo acted toward mo
personally, I prcaent tho following an-
swer;

1 wroto tho articles in question.
Thoy aro true in lottor and In spirit,

giving duo consideration to tho fact that
ono of them is written In tho tono. of a
parable.

Thoy wero prepared and printed bocauso
of an apparent public need to know tho
truth concerning tho manner In which
tho present president of tho church exer-
cises tho authority of his office.

Elder Rackham also charges that when
hp visited mo and endeavored to convlnco
mo of error, and asked mo If 1 sustained
Joseph F, Smith as head of tho church, I
answered that I did not sustain him, and
that Joseph F. Smith was leaving tho
worship of God aud was worshipping
mammon and was leading tho peoplo
astray.
"This Is a correct presentation of tho an-

swer given by mo to Eldor Rackham.
I maintain that tho language U6ed by

mo to Elder Rackham is tho truth.
At the present moment of writing I ex-

pect to attend tho mooting of the bishop-
ric, as requested, and to thcro make such
further oral answer ns the occasion may
demund. But in caso any circumstances
shall provent, I hereby protest in tho
most fraternal spirit, and yet in tho
most positive way, against your exercise
of Jurisdiction, or the exercise of juris-
diction b apy other tribunal of tho
church, to try me, with possible conse-
quences of dlsfellowship or excommuni-
cation, for having written tho articles as
stated truthfully and to answer a public
need.

I offer a
brief observation on the subject.

Having been born In tho covenant, I
have deemed myself, by raci', u Mormon.
In tho present hour of plcnltudo and pros-
perity it may suorn to be thut I am not
with my peoplo but I was with them in
their tlmt of adversity and took ahare
with them In their suffering. We can not
entirely bespeak our own future In this
world, but 1 can ask no better lot than
that If woe shall again descend upon
them as In former years I may bo per-
mitted to have tho same share In their
sorrow If thereby I can, to the saini? ex-
tent, give aid In securing their redemp-
tion

It has been a belief that such affliction
would come to tho peoplo If present pol-
icies in the church should bo persisted In.
thut has caused the public assertion ofmy present attitude.

1 do not believe that tho, church has
over been able to resist the laws and sen- -
tlmcnts of tho. United State. I do not
bellevo that It can dp so now.

When It made official relinquishment,
endorsed by general confidence and by
public sentiment In various way6 of its
features antagonistic to the law and tho
sentiment of tho country President
Wllford Woodruff declared that It would
have peace with the world. Such peaqe
would havo given to It, In Its generations,
an opportunity to work out the great
problems of social reform and of civiliza-
tion for this earth, and the wonderful the-
ology by which It connects man with tho
world lo come But It has not had peace
in recent years. The leadership of tho
church has provoked conflict with tho
world and that conflict continues because
of violation of tho conditions upon which
President Woodruffs , prediction was
made.

It caiTnot be hoped that a communllv
will prosper under any leadership which
viblales I ho pledges upon which great
gifts were obtained from thc Ration, or
which abandons Its vital principle of so-
cial cqtiallty to substitute 'therefor the
class distinctions of a forbidden priest-
craft.

To mo it seems ns if tho church hasgono Into Idolatrous bondage to the pres-
ent head of the church; and that he lookson the work as the Smith work and notas a labor to uplift the world of men. By
his misleading, if It continue, tho people
will bo led into another bondago also'that from which they escaped 'whop, un-
der the benign rule of President Wood-
ruff, Statehood was achieved.

The final demand of Elder RackhanVspaper Is that I be required to appear to
show cause Uio hand qf fellowship
should not bo withdrawn from ino by nivfriends and neighbor of tho Fifth ward.Ogdcn City. Utah, because of the two
editorial articles: "An Analysis of thefhureh No ' and "An Address to thoEarthly King of the Kingdom of Gcd."

Whether I shall add any oral reasons or
not. I give to you Che following as a re-
ply:

My friends and neighbors have extend-
ed their fraternal kindness and friend-ship to me through a quarter of a cen-
tury, with no Interruption up to this date.As I have felt free to go to them fqr
kindness, so they have come to ipo thou-
sands of tlme during tho period of mv
residenco In tho Fifth ward.

But whllo I live I shill continue to lovotho people with whom 1 was reared whohavo honored mo with their trust andwhom 1 havo sought to repay withoutstint of Iet mc warn themthat troubles ore coming upon the Mor-mon peoplo through tho ambition of lead-ers who seek worldly placo and worldly
wealth for themselves, and who leave thepeople to bear heavier and heavier bur-
dens with increasing years. Tho "shep-
herds," wax rich, whllo poor
JL.attcr'-da- y Saints arc sustained as pau-
pers at tho publlo charge.

No lenders must bo above tho honestcriticism of tho followers.
Is this plain speaking? Onco mv friondiand neighbors of Ogdcn did not dislike ItIn tho days gone by thero wero many ofthe most promlnc'nt among them atwhoso beseeching I often went to SaltLako to speak plainly at church head-quarters tho tilings they wero too timidto say. and yet which they knewtrue. I did so in thoao years, beliovln"

I do not claim for my-
self any largo part of credit In theso and
othor momentous affairs; but only assort
that tho usefulness which tho people
seemed to find In my work was entirely
attrlbutablo to their belief in its candor
a"nd lack of fear.

Thcro was a day when tho leaders of
tho church would listen to men, howoycr
poor their worldly station; would listen to
a ploa for personal Justlco and to sugges-
tion for such general proceeding by tho
wholo body, tho church leaders Included,
us would protect tho peoplo from disaster.
Tho day was when tho leaders would glvo
of their own possessions lo prescrvo and
carry forward tho work.

Changes havo come; If I have continued
to speak plainly concerning them, suroly
this is what hus been expected and
needed. I havo exercised tins right of
frco speech for tho good of Utah's peoplo;
Uttering warnings of disaster to como and
beseeching in personal conference and In
public that tho men who had tbo great
charge Jn their custody would hoed tho
dangers.

do not retract tho utterances upon
which you nit In judgment; but I urgo
them upon you as a wnrnlng.

No peoplo can reach a high destiny by
following a falso leader; and onco moro
I charge thnt Joseph F, Smith, who
stands at tho head of tho church, leads
tho peoplo not by tho rovelatlon of truth,
but by tho selfishness of man; and' tho
soin.shiipss of man is not tho truo guido
to God's purpose.

Once moro I urge that there 1b no right
vested In the church to deny free speech.
To attempt it is dangerous; to achieve 'It
Is tyranny.

I have confined myself In this answer
entirely to tho matters presented In tho
charges against me. Thcro arc many
things concerning which I might assumo
permission to speak under ypur genciral
request to show causo why I should not
be dlsfellowshlppcd. but I do not wish to
take advantage of that. lest It should bo
deemed a technicality or an intrusion; and
.therefore I submit the forgoing.

Proceedings Were Lengthy.
Tho further proceedings lasted two" or

three hours nnd consisted of discussion
of tho propositions advanced In tho
answer of ?dr. Cannon, and his iteration
of tho points already mado In his written
reply.

At the conclusion f the proceedings It
was understood by all parties that in lieu
of Ihe carbon copy of the reply. In which
wero some Interlineations, which Mr.
Cannon had produced and signed, ho
should be permitted to tile a neatly-prepare- d

document, which also would havo
Ills signature, and which might be com-
pared with the other document before Its
releaso by the bishop the Jifdlclnl body
then assembl'-- all agreeing Unit tho
document should remain In Bishop Wat-Son- 's

hands, subject to the exchange at
any .time.

Furthermore, it war. agreed that the
bishopric would consider tho "question and
report to Mr. Cnnnoa what steps he
should take to remedy tho wrong, if the
charge were sustained as it naturally
would bo. from his acknowledgment and
reiteration of the offending sentiments
concerning President Joseph F. Smith.

It apppars that higher authority than
that of tho bishopric Intervened. Ou the
plght of Sunday,- February !C, 1505, tho
PMv copv of tlio answer was sent to
Blnhop Watson, but the old document
which had been promised was not forth-
coming It had evidently passed from
Bishop Watson's possession, as Mr. Can-
non thought it would, he having already
received' Information from anotherquarter that his answer would bo prompt-
ly considered by the power which liail
directed the proceedings agulnst h!m,
namely: tho hierarchy of tho church.
Nor was there any fulfillment of the
promise to send lo Mr. Cannon a lottorIndicative of the plan to be pursued by
him to remedy the wrong, if it should be
found that ho had committed any such;

The Stale !s Unable lo

Help SlseSf,

Vicious Teachings of the

Hierarchy Poison Minds

of the People.

Amorlcnn Citizens Do Hot Tnko Kind-

ly 4o Priestly Domination in
Civil Affairs.

ISdltor Tribune: An examination of
the testimony given before the Senate
Committee on Privileges and Elections
In the case of Senator Smoot of Utah
tends to strengthen our conviction that
the, situation in Utah la quite beyond
the range of the local nnd State author-
ities to handle effectually, It needs the
aid of Federal Intervention. I suspect
that many of the best and most liberal
citizens of the State of Utah have
grown weary of .the ceaseless murmur-Ing- s

and monotonous contentions that
have been kept up between the domi-
nant church and those who Insist on
the observance of American Ideals In
politics and domestic relations. Like
one who Is under the Inlluenco of an
opiate, quite a large proportion of tho
intelligent and peace-lovin- g people of
the State have shown an Inclination at
times to yield to the seductive and per-
sistent operations of this hierarchical
power rather than engage m a dis-
agreeable turmoil which, after all,
might be barren of results,

But we must understand tliat a.
nerveless quiescence has never van-
quished a foe nor Inaugurated a suc-
cessful reform. If there Is not suffi-
cient moral vitality still remaining
within the commonwealth of Utah to
enuble her to shake off the spell that
is now so fast upon her, she must
look to outside assistance. Her star
of promise that points to emancipation
through her own efforts alone Is fast
declining, Utalf's opportunity to assist
herself Is still fraught with some hope,
but her horoscope point's to darker
skies In the future. The weight of a
withering eccleslastlclsm Is upon her
like the ponderous colls of an ana-
conda. Utah has Indeed a difficult
problem before her. No other State of
the Union is placed in so difficult a
situation. But tills situation' can be-
come Utah's opportunity. If she has
the nerve to grapple right manfully
with the obstacles that beset her. she
can win laurels that will easily place
hor star among the brightest in the
constellation of States.

It appears that Ulah has a privileged
class of citizens. Many of them hold
the highest positions In the Mormon
church. They appear to be sustained"
not alone as prophets, seers, and reve-lalor- s.

They have committed notorious
Infractions of the law. and they have
been exempted from those penalties
which the States provide for such In-

fractions. And the most singular feat-
ure of tho inatter Is' that they would
have It appear that tho good and gener-
ous peoplo of the State are disposed to
good-natured- ly indulge tbem in their
deliberate and serious misdemeanors.

A A j

Now, If the foregoing is true. Ave
must concede that it is a serious condi-
tion of things to exist within an Amer-
ican State, wherein all men are pre-
sumed to be equal before the law. ithas been claimed that a very Insignifi-
cant percentage of the citizens of Utah
arc thus living In violation of the law.
We may gYant this to be true. Then it
follows, as has often been remarked,
that the whole commonwealth of Utah
is in turmoil simply because a few
privileged citizens choose to conduct
themselves regardless of the law.'

Let us make a .little inquiry Into thestatus of this privileged class of citi-
zens. We discover that they are num-
bered among the highest officials of thechurch; that they fashion the policies
of the Mormon church and establish
tho grade of morals to be observed by
the whole membership of this church:
in fine, they pose' as exemplars of the
Mormon people. Thoy claim that It Is
a part of their calling to dictate therights and duties of their fellow-membe- rs

of the church. Thcy "sustain"
themselves to be above criticism by
those occupying inferior positions in
the church.

In brief, these comparatively few In-
dividuals would constitute themselves
tho moral and religious architects ofthe Mormon people. They have organ-
ized a system of religious Instructionextending to all members of the church
even to the small children. '

a

The Mormon people have been in-
structed In the doctrine that Christ'skingdom is surely a kingdom of thisworld. They have been taught to be-
lieve that the authority and mainspring
of government should be administeredby God's anointed officials of the Mor-
mon church. '

They have also been taught that GodIs soon to have a reckoning with theInhabitants of the world, and thatChrist is coming to reign upon theearth In the not far distant future, andthat it is the part of God's chosen peo-
ple of the. Mormon church to makepreparation for his advent. Their mis-
sionaries are urged to greater effortsin the matter of making converts, andfinally after society has been recon-
structed on the new basis approved bvJoseph Smith and his anointed fol-
lowers, then Christ will come and takeup his abode here on the earth.

The Mormon people have been taughtto believe that the theory of populargovernment Is a fallacious doctrineand that the proper form of government
Is based not upon the popularwill, but upon the will of God, whichIs to be exercised through the instru-mentality of tho high dignitaries ofthoir church.

0

Now, I would Inquire of the candidreader what he thinks would he themost probable effect of a diet of theforegoing sort of religious teaching

which is begun In childhood and con-

tinued until silvery hairs begin to mark
the passage of declining years. Is this
the kind of training that makes honor-
able and true Americans? Is it the
sort of training that would havo a
tendency to make a Mormon boy or
any other hoy feel his pulso thrill
whenever he may see the stars and
stripes unfurled to the breeze? or to
create a pride In American institutions?
Indeed, we must accept tho reverse as
heng true. Tho ahovo sort of instruc-
tion cannot fall to produce aliens In-

stead of Americans, and disloyalty In-

stead of patriotism.
.

Utah sought to be admitted Into the
Union as an American State and gavo
assurance that her Internal affairs
would be administered after tho man-
ner of the other States, and according
lo American methods.

In the course of events Utah was ad-
mitted as a State. For a while matters
In the new State appeared to progress
satisfactorily. At length charges be-
gan to bo made that Utah was not giv-
ing mttcli heed to certain assurances
she had promised on the eve of her ad-
mission, and that things were running
pretty much the same
way.

These charges were at first denied
and ignored by the high officials of tho
church. Afterward, however, before
the Senate committee they confessed
them to be substantially true. Now,
the State of Utah Is under the Incubus
of a Congressional investigation, and
the people of the wholo Nation aro
spectators of her humiliating position.

) ...
And yet this is the rort of example

that the exalted officials of the church
are holding up before their people.
What sort of standard of moral con-
science do you think is most likely to
be encouraged among the Mormon peo-
ple by the foregoing policies of their
authorities. I think I shall meet with
no contradiction in remarking that
sucli a conscience Is likely lo become
wonderfully elastic, to say the least.

And yet the sanctified promoters
the Mormon church are parading "be-
fore

:
their lay members that vacillation

and deception is God's work and Is re-
quired of the church for the purpose
of upholding the truth and maintaining ;

Christ's religion In the land.
The close-reasoni- American Is not

always prepared to swallow a theory
at a gulp without some previous ex-
amination, and when it Is Intimated
that God has found it needful to sus-
pend temporarily the operation of onej

of his cherished and divine plans, ow-
ing to some objection on the part of
the American people, I think you are
bound to conclude that the statement
sounds rather fishy.

The beauties of theocracy havo no
charms for Americans.
The fact of Its very ancient and alleged
diving origin possesses little enchant-ment for the true American citizen.For the unavailing appeals and cries
of tho persecuted under that sort of
rule have scarcely ceased to resound In
our ears. True Americans ai;e evident-
ly too dull to appreciate those refined
traits of character which are said to bo
the fruits of polygamy! We will admitthat Americans, though pretty bright
in some ways, are yet quite backward
in their appreciation of Solomon's do-
mestic life. And some of the features
of Jacob's and even of Abraham's llfo
do not seem to create a furor of en-
thusiasm among these (dull?) prac-
tical Americans.

The American system of government
is a grand system. Of course, it Is notso entirely perfect as we might wish,
but the possibilities and opportunities
which it affords are not fully appre-
ciated by a great many Americans. Ibeg leave to quote a few words fromthe great Daniel Webster upon tho'wOrth of this republic of ours and thevahre of American Institutions:

"I now do declare In the face of allthe Intelligent of the age that for theperiod which has elapsed from the daythat Washington laid the foundationof this Capitol to the present timethere has been no country upon theearth In which life, liberty and pros-perity have been more amply andsteadily secured or more freely eiijoyed
than in these United States ,0fAmerica. Who Is there that canStand upon the foundation of facts ac-knowledged or proved and assert thatthese our republican institutions haVonot answered tho true ends of govern-
ment beyond all precedent In humanhistory? Of our system of govern-
ment the first thing to be said Is thatIt Is really and practically a Ireo sys-tem. It originates entirelv with thopeople nnd rests on no other foundationthan their assent."
