FORGES DOWN PRICE OF SALT
Salt foe stock feeding purposes has

taken a tumblo during the past few
days, the price beint; reduced more
than one-hal- f. Prior to the first of
March Bait was selling at nil points for
SC.50 per ton, F. O. B. The railroad
rate from Utah points to Boise was $9
per ton, which made It cost 515.60 laid
down in Boise, Through the efforts
of the Idaho "Wool Growers' associa-
tion the railroad company reduced tho
rate to per ton, making the cost
514.50 per ton.

The reduction ln the price of salt
was brought about through tho action ,

of the Idaho Wool Growers' associa-
tion In purchasing the Great Western
salt plunt on the Laicln cut-of- f,

twelve miles from Ogden. The asso-
ciation purchased the plant on March
2, taking possession of the works a
few days later. As soon as the associ-
ation purchased the Great Western
plant the trust reduced the price to
53,50. As soon as the association camo
Into possession of the plant It put the
price down to $3. Tho trust came back
with a cut to 52.50, which was prompt-
ly met by the association and the fight
Is now on to the finish.
