Don't Fear Batter,

Says Nichols

Cardinals' Manager Tells of His Suc-

cess ns Twirler and Gives
Good Reasons.

Charles Nichols, the veteran pitcher
and manager of the Cardinals, when
asked to what ho attributes his success
as a twirler, replied:

"Well, a man has to have several
qualities to stay In the game actively
as long as I have, but I think the prin-
cipal thing is that I have never been
afraid to let the batter hit the ball. .

"I always remember the fact that a
good batter cannot put more than one
In three safe, a poor batter one In four,
or even less. I never or seldom, any-
waythrow my arms off trying to
Btrlko a man out. It's mighty hard to
fan a good hitter, and it doesn't pay to
try it on a poor one.

"I let them hit it, but try to keep
them from hitting it safe, never for-
getting that I have eight men behind
me just as eager as I nm to retire the
opposing batter. Years ago I practiced
and developed a high, jump ball, one
that passes over the plate at a man's
shoulders and changes its course ever
so slightly ns it passes him. It's a hard
ball to hit safe.

"To make a hard ball the batter must
meet the ball squarely on the center,
and my aim has always been to keep
from doing that. If he hits under it the
result i& a fly that can almost surely
be gobbled up by one of the fielders. If
he hits It on top a grounder goes to one
of the infleldcrs. While this Jump ball
has been my most effective argument, 1
never worked It to death.

"My policy has always been to keep
the batter guessing. A good hitter
may strike wild at the first one, but if
you give him another in exactly the
same place he Is quite likely to have
It sized up and slam It out of the lot.
Don't let him know where, the next one
is coming. A high fast one with a
jump followed by a low, slow leaser
will keep him guessing.

"I very seldom throw two balls In
succession exactly alike, unless the bat-
ter is known to have a very serious
weakness on a certain kind', of ball or
curve. Another thing that I never be-
lieved in is throwing wide balls on pur-
pose. A good many pitchers think it
pollcy.to waste one or two occasionally.
Not for me. I never could sec the ad-
vantage of it. What's the use of de-
liberately throwing a ball that only
wastes your strength and puts you in
the hole?

"My object Is to make the batter hit
at the first one and the second one and
the third one. By that time he Is out
or has made a hit, and the chances are
three to one that it is the former. Of
course I give bases on balls and pitch
many wide ones, but It is never inten-
tional.

"Study the batter; keep him guessing,
make him hit, but keep him from hit-
ting it safe if you can; don't be afraid
to trust your fielders, and always keep
In condition. Those are my rules, and
I am pitching yet in the big league,
though I started nineteen years ago."

FRESH AIR AND VENTILATION.

Some- Directions Relating to Bed-

rooms and Clothing.

First, and very Important: Keep you
bed and bedroom warm and dry during
the dav. An open window and a cold
room will make the bed damp and cold,
and give Its unfortunate occupant a se-

vere cold at least, if not worse. A damp
bed is a veritable brooding-plac- e of bac-

teria. Many housekeepers, having heard
of tho necessity of fresh air, leave tho
bedroom window open during tho day,
filling It wltn cold air when none Is need-
ed, and then close the window fpr tho
night, when tho room la occupied and
fresh air is needed In abundance. Any
ono can see how contrary to common
senso such procedure Is.

Tho custom of some housekeepers to
keep tho "spareroom" closed at all times
nnd then opening it only dr warming It
just before putting a guest Into, is to
put it mildly, very thoughtless. Cold ob-

jects, bedding Included, when exposed to
sudden heat, condense tho moisture In tho
air, and consequently such beds aro al-

ways damp and cpld, and are tho most
unhealthy, and should bo avoided even by
quests. Bettor go to an hotel
or walk homo any number of miles, than
to sleep in such a bod.

Second. All your clothing worn In tho
davtlrne, footwear Included, open out and
hang over chairs, or on hooks near tho
stove or register to dry and nlr during
tho night. If you neglect this simple,
sanitary measure, your clothing will feel
dump and cold in tho morning, because It
still contains tho evaporations from your
body during lho previous day, and after a
while your clothing will havo an unpleas-
ant odor from theso evaporations. Dry-
ing and airing your footwear during the
night will keep your feot from sweating,
coldness and bod odors.

Third, Your bed and room, warm and
dry, havo plonty of lightweight bedding.
Then Just beforo retiring, closo tho door
and open a window from tho bottom.
Whero moro than ono person sleeps in a
room, tho window must bo raised higher.
This will give an abundanco of fresh air
whilo you sleep, Place the bed bo that
tho fresh nlr current will not slrlko you
directly. Protected In your dry, warm
bed as cozy as a bug in a rug the air,
cold, puro and fresh, freighted with oxy-
gen, a very elixir of Ilfo, will quiet your
nerves, will rest you, will soothe you. and
give you healing and strength. When
arising In tho morning, closo tho window
quickly and let heat come Into the room.
Then, dressed in your aired and dry day- -
clothing, you will reel cioan, ircsu mm

Fourth. Keop vour living-room- s well

ventilated in daytime. If no other pro-

vision Is mado for ventilation, got onp of
thoHo attachments to a stovo plpo or lluo
which tako the cold nlr from tho floor.
Foul air being heavier than warm air.
naturally sinks to or near tho floor, and
by tho abovo mentioned apparatus es-

capes to tho flue. How many sitting-room- s

of even well-to-d- o peoplo havo a
very offensive odor from lack of venti-
lation!

Fifth. Our Northern wells contain the
most excellent mineral waters.

Golf One of the Most An-

cient of All Known

Sports. ,

Racing and Boxing and Bowling and
Cricket Are Some of the Old-Ti-

Pastimes.

Devotees of tho game of golf are pleased
occasionally to alludo to It as an ancient
and honorablo sport, and they have tho
right to do so, but It Is Interesting to nolo
that nearly all modern sports arc equally
entitled to tho venerable and commend-
able appellation. Horse racing Is ono of
the most ancient of pastimes, and,
strnhgo ns it may seem, was originally of
a seml-rellglo- character. Horso racing,
as far as history records, began in tho
year 212 In tho. chariot races at tho
funeral games In honor of Patroclus, and
as a sport was well grounded as early as
1174.

Foot racing was a prominent feature of
the first thirteen Olympiads nnd was. as
it now Is, a grand sport. Wrestling was
introduced at tho eighteenth Olympiad,
boxing In tho twenty-thir- and at this
samo Olympiad chariot races became a
feature of the contests. Boxing and wrest-
ling rules havo not changed as much
ns ono would think ordinarily, since
their Introduction, although boxing was
moro dangerous In the early days, owing
to the ccstus that fighters wore.

Bowling and cricket have hundreds of
years of experience before them. Bowls
was Introduced In England as early as
tho twelfth contury and crlokot wns
known In tho fore part of tho thirteenth.
Curling Is first mentioned In 1G07 In Cam-
den's history of tho Orkney Islands,
and yachting was originated by "Good
Queen Bess" In 15SS, although tho first
yacht Taco was not held until 1GC2. when
Charles 11.. himself steering part of tho
course, won In a race against tho Duke
of York.

Baseball Is modern. When ono realizes
that tho present game was not perfected
until about 1845 tho modernity of tho
game la remarkable, compared with al-
most overy other sport.

Sportsmen may find from tho dala hero
glvon that which is highly satisfactory.
They are followers and admirers of things
that have stood the test of centuries and
flourished.

The Straw Hat in England.
Men with as yet only ono foot In tho

grave can easily remember when the
American .picked himself out In tho Lon-
don crowd by his summer hat, but now In
his belated conformity to an extinct Ideal
his head Is apt to be ono of tho few cylln-dere- d

or dcrbyod heads In the swarming
processions of Piccadilly, or the poths In
tho park. No shape of straw hat Is pe-

culiar to any class, but tho slouching
panama la for pecuniary reasons more tho
wear of rank and wealth. With a brim
flared up In front and scooped down be-
hind It Justifies Its acceptance rather
moro with youth; ago and middle age
wear Its weave and tho tuscan braid In
tho fedora form; and now and then one
snw the venorablo convention of the cock-ado- d

footman's and coachman's silk hat
mocked In straw.

No concession more extreme could be
made to the heat, nnd theso strango cyl-
inders, togethor with the linen liveries
which accompanied them, accented tho
excesses In wlrlch tho English aro apt to
Indulge their common sense when they
decide to give way to It. They havo ap-
parently decided to give way to It in the
dress of both sexes on tho bridle-path- s of
the park, where Individual caprice is the
solo law that obtains amidst a general
anarchy. Tho young girls and young men
In flapping panamaa. In tunics and Jackets
of any kind and color, gavo certainly an
agreeable liveliness to tho flpectaele,
which tholr ciders emulated by expres-
sions of tnsto as personal and unconven-
tional.
