A New Substitute for Butter.
Nature would seem to have provided

for all contingencies of the future, at
least with reference to butter.

Doctor Henner, a German chemist,
has been experimenting with cocoanut
oil, nnd finds that It makes a very sat-
isfactory article of butter.

It contains 7 per cent of soluble acid,
namely butyric acid and capic or decy-li- c

acid, which gives the butter a pleas-
ant aroma and savor, making It taste
somethinc like hazel nut.

This butter will keep fifteen or twen-
ty days before showing any acid reac-
tion, and sustains many of the tests of
tlon, and sustains many of the tests
of true butter, for which, Doctor Hen-
ner believes, It is a better substitute
than oleomargarine, and can be much
more cheaply produced.

Posterity will face a scarcity of milk
and the butter made therefrom, so
rapid Is the Increase of population and
so restricted In comparison with the
available area for pasurage, that pos-
sibly the cocoa tree may come In as the
most useful auxiliary of tho cow any-
where to be found.

Much m.iv be hoped from Doctor
Henner's experiments, as leading the
way to others, nnd possibly to final
success, thus utilizing a substanco
which is of known wholesomencss and
purity.

While a very small area of United
States is adapted to the cultivation of
the cocoanut, shipping rates are so low-a- s

to admit of the nuts being brought
here without materially Increasing the
price of the butter made from them.

Court Prevents .Sale

of Slock,

Charles E. Brubaker Is Said

to Have Spread

Rumors.

value. Judge Morso has signed a tem-

porary injunction restraining Brubaker
and tho National Bank of the Republic
from selling seventy-thre- e shares that the
bank is holding as collateral security.

Tho complaint states that on February
7 tho defendant, Brubaker, was in debt to
tho bank for S2S0O. Tho company took up
his note, depositing stock certificates for
sovonty-thre- o shnrcs as collateral and
making a cash payment of $1600. Then,
tho complaint goes on to say, after that
day Mr. Brubaker has gone nround
knocking tin company; saying that tho
stock In trade waa not worth 50 cents on
tho dollar, and that the company wa3 In-

solvent. Ho has, It Is alleged, been ad-
vising other merchants not to sell tho
Brubakcr-Camnbe- ll Hardware company
any goods. The complaint claims that
these statements uro untrue and without
foundation and are mndo with a view to
causing a depreciation In tho market and
truo valuo of tho shares of stock depos-
ited with tho .National Bank of tho Re-
public. The plaintiff say6 that tho value
of tho shares Is greater now than It was
when lliey were deposited.

Tho complaint stated that tho shares
would havo been sold at noon yesterday
had tho restraining order not been signed,
nllhough no notice had been served upon
tho plaintiff.

AUTO IN NEVADA.

Description of a Trip Across the
Desert Country.

Undoubtedly tho most spectacular in-

stanco of "roughing it" across tho desert
through sand and sage-brus- through
ditcli-llk- o ruts and across precipitous ra-
vines of hard-bake- d adobe, was several
months ago, when an automobile plowed
through soven hundred miles across the
wind-swe- hills and plains of the

Nevada alkali desert. From Wads-wort-

where tho start was mndo, tho
barren, rockbound, rolling waste extends
like tho heaving surface of a dazzling,
white sea. Hore tho machlno was sup-
plied with sand tires huge canvas bolog-
nas, stuffed with cotton wasto and tied
over tho rubber tires to prevent their
cutting too deep into tho yielding ground,
and to afTord additional traction.

Snorting and pulsating under tho
strokes of Its powerful engine, the car
lloundercd, heading for tho famous stub-
born sand-tra- il across tho kettle of hills
which surround tho settlement. Hundreds
of the town's population had preceded it,
and they lined tho rond to witness tho
hopeless attempt of working
agnlnst sand so loose that, despito tho
bologna tiros. In spots tho wheels cut
so docp that tho car's differential gear
dragged. With full power tho machlno
could have pushed tho sand aside, but
tho drlvors spun wildly in search of trac-
tion, ftlllng tho air with a cloud of sand,
whllo not more than one in threo revo-
lutions served to send the vehicle for-
ward.

Tho car puffed and throbbed and
strained, steadily losing headway as the
grado and sand increased; but this omer-gonc- y

had been foreseen. Tho automobile
carried two strips of canvas, twenty feet
long and six feet wide, and these woro
spread end to end over tho road ahead.
Tho machine was run on this carpet, the
wheels securing ample hold without sink-
ing too deop. until It reached tho top of
tho hill, to the disgust of toamstors. who
had followed with mules and tacklo in
search of a Job. Three hours and a half
wore required to run tho first twolvo
miles out of- - Wadsworth toward tho deso-
lation of tho Humboldt river sink, whero
this Important stream disappears Into tho
ground after irrigating Innumerable
ranches.

East of Lovelock, nnd, In fact, through
tho vast section of desert unreclaimed by
irrigation, tho automobile was In tho
adobe country, with its hard-bake- d lumps
of clny tlmt crushed under tires with a
sound like grinding coffco nnd crumbled
Into llour-llk- o dust. Tho trails wero

with dltch-llk- o wagon-rut- s, through
which tho machine went at snail's pace,
trying to clear high spots of rock, and
stout sage-brus- h that grew rank on the
tall ridge- between. Frequently, with a
crash and a crunch, tho body of the ma-
chlno ran afoul and was "hung up." driv-
ers spinning In air, and Jack3 woro re-
quired to lift tho vohlclo over the ob-
struction.

Shovel and crowbar and ax were used
to level tho ruts and to pry out rocks and
cut off sagebrush, and often tho cor had
to bo backed half a mllo, to got out of tho
ruts, and take to tho trackless brush,
wjiero twigs filled every accessible lnter-sllc- o

in the car's mechanism with ground-u- p

pulp; tho gear-lev- quadrant was
choked with it; tho lover for tho sldo
brako and clutch waa Impeded by It;
twigs and branches wcro wedged wher-
ever they could find lodgment, whllo llmb3
and stems of tho brush grated and
scraped and whipped and flayed the under
sldo of the car until every pleco of metal

tho ol shield, the battery box,
oven axles was polished bright as a ket-
tle. Tho wooden handlo of a shovel,
strapped under tho car, was cut Into
shreds by tho whipping It received.

From dawn to dark night tho car puffed
and groaned, pitching and lurching across
tho trails whero heat devils' danced, whero
the sun bombarded with scorching rays
until the cooling water In tho tank
reached tho boiling point, whero poison-
ous gases rose from brackish alkali
springs, and through a parching, choking
cloud of dust that burned nnd Intlumod tho
eyelids of tho crow, stung and Irritated
tho skin llko flea bites, and onveloped men
and machine. Frequently at night as tho
car stood on sweltering sand that radiated
heat llko an oven, it was surrounded by
bands of curious, yelping coyotes that
scampered howling Into tho darkness
when rlflo bullets wero sent among them,
A number of times the car was attacked
by lazy, startled rattlesnakes that tried
to sink fangs Into tho tough rubber tires,
and had their heads crushed off for tholr
pnlns. Once, Just outsldo of Rock Springs,
the car weathered a tornado. And onco,

at Stono House, Just before reaching Bat-ti- c
Mountain, near tho Humboldt river,

whero tho brush grow thickest. It was at-
tacked by a scoro of angry hawks that
swooped out of tho clouds and darted at
ltd crow until ono of tho birds was
brought down with Its breast torn off.
