Tho cits of Herculnnoum contained

mans splendid villas, and herein It dif-
fered from Pompeii Pompeii was a com-
monplace provincial town devoted exclu-
sively to commcrcor It was not tho resort
of wealthy and cultured Romans. It was
essentially illiterate. No manuscript can
bo proved to have been found there. It Is
true a wax tablot with writing has been
found; ot this contains receipts of auc-
tions. Herculapeum, on tho other hand,
was iho favorite resort of wealths Ro-
mans, who built beautiful villas there, as
In our times pcoplo from modern Rome
settle for tho summer, at Sorrento and
Castellamarc Wo have reason to bollevo
that tho Balbl, Agiippina, Scrvllla, tho
mother of Brutus and mistress of Caesar,
Plso, and many others had their villas at
llorculancum. Not all these prominent
Romans wcro specialists, and their housos
must havo contained libraries with tho
standard works of classical literature. Wo
mas' thus hopo to find all tho missing
mastorploccs of Greek and Romnn litera-
ture: tho poems of Sapho, the wholo
works of Menander, tho missing tragedies
of Aeschylus and Sophlclcs and Euripides,
tho lost books of Llvy. and perhaps notes
bearing upon tho oarllest porlods and tho
origin of Chrlstlanlts'. Tho prospect Is so
vast and momentous that wo can hardly
allow ourselves to dwell upon It. Prof.
