Sermon Was Unusual.

f!aor and was full of advice suited to a'
congregation Inuring itself to the hard-
ships of mountain life. It touched upon
tho responslhllll les of the position of
President, as wef) as the characteristics
of the men who have occupied that place.

The President Spoke.
After he had concluded the Presldont

Fpoke for about ten minutes He ex-
pressed his views on good cit-
izenship, tho morality of man, patriot-
ism and duty to the home and country
H vn cheered heartily throughout hln
rf marks. After tho services were con-
cluded he shook hands with every man,
woman and child present.

The services at the schoolhouse wero
bfRiin at 11 o clock.
