INJUNCTION IS DENIED.

Amalg-amate- Wins on Important
Point Against Heinze.

HELENA. Mont. May 15 Judge
Hunt, in the United States court today,
denied an injunction sought by F. A.
Heinze against the Parrot Mining com-

pany in Butte to prevent its mining in
a vein which he contended aoexed in
the Nipper mine, in which he owns
thirty-on- e thirty-sixth- s, on the ground
that a sufficient showing had not been
made.

In regard to the "blue
vein," Judge Hunt holds that the ques-
tion hang on where the discovery is
In the Nipper, and in the absence of
sufficient showing he grants the in-

junction in that particular. The deci-
sion Is considered an important victory
for the Amalb'nrnated company. Th
Parrot mine has been closed since pro-

ceedings started, and will now resume
