Linfiekl Steps Down.
Prof. Llnfteld was with the college for

were being advanced every year. After

Prof Clarence Snow left Ho was one of
the most popular Instructors tho coliego
ever had.

Snow was a
1 lah mnn. An Eastern man has his place.
And vet the English professor of tho col-
lege, who has been with It but thro
vers was requested a leave of absence
bv Kerr at the last board meeting.

George Thomas was one of those whom
Kerr told one of his prevarications for a
purpose It might be called a plain lie
By those who know Korr He was given
a leave of absence with the understanding
that he was to have his position upon his
return. When he came back Kerr re-

fused him the position. He had been prin-
cipal of the high school for some time at
Ogden. He had had llvo years at Harvard
and three years In Germany in study.

Next came Merrill and Wtdtsoe of tho
agricultural department, who are to
suffer the same fate as their predecessors

Royal Family Given an

intimation,

Masses of the Norwegian

People Said to Favor

a Republic.

Emperor William, It 13 Understood,
Agrees to Interfere in Behalf

of Swedish Dynasty.

COPENHAGEN, Juno S. It Is reported
that the Norwegian Government, in view
of King Oscar's apparently definite re-

fusal to consider the offer of tho Stor-
thing to plaoo a Prince of tho house of
Bernodotte on tho throne, has privately
approached the Danish royal family to
ascertain If an offer of the throne would
bo received by a member of It, presum-
ably Prince Charles, son of Crown Prince
Frederick. The general opinion expressed
here Is that such an offer would be re-
fused.

Oseav Mny Reconsider.
According to reports from Stockholm,

King (isotr may be Induced to reverse his
decision and to favorably regard the offer
of the throne for a member of his house.

Leading Swedish politicians are much
divided over the iiuestlon, which, It Is un-

derstood, will not be definitely decided
prior to tho extraordinary session of tho
Riksdag.

Masses Favor Republic.
.Authoritative Information received

from Norwegian circles represents the
majority of Norwegians as opposed to
giving the throne to a Prince of the house
of Bernadotte, it is stated that if King
Oscar should definitely refuse tho throne
for a member of his family and that if
tho Danish royal family should likewise
refuso to place ono of its Princes on it
Norway will become a republic and that
this Is favored by the mass of the popu-
lation.

Would Help With Sweden.
The Storthing, however, believes that

the offer of the throno to a Prlnco of tho
house of Bernadotto would fadlttato

negotiations with Sweden over the
common interests of both countries. It
Is understood that the negotiations v ill
pe begun as soon as possible after special
envoys have been sent to the powers re-
questing tho recognition of tho Independ-
ence of Norway

Dr. Hagerup, former Premier and now
Minister at Stockholm; Sigurd Ibsen and
Frldjof Nansen. the Arctic explorer, are
now mentioned as envoys to tho powers.

Generals Take Oath.
All thore In the civil service of Norway

have announced their adhesion to the now
Government, and all the Generals havq
taken the oath of allegiance

No excitement Is reported, either In
Norway or Sweden. Ovations in honor
of King Oscar continue at Stockholm,
where there iv a firm determination not to
recognize the action of tho Storthing as
definitely achieving the, dissolution of the
union.

Crown Prince Gustavo passed through
Copenhagen tonight on his Journey from
Berlin. He was received, by Crown
Prlnco Frederick of Denmark and A-
ppears to bo much concerned over the
situation. The Crown Prince conversed
at length at the station before the truln
left for Stockholm

Kaiser May Interfere.
Tho Aeso iated Press learns that Crown

Prlnco Gustavo had u long Interview on
the crisis with Emperor William before
ho left Berlin, and that It Is understood
that the EmperOr Is not unwilling to In-
terfere In favor of the Bwedlsh dynast

An authority intimately connected with
tho Emperor confirms a rumor that he
abandoned his irln to Norway at iho re-
quest of Crown Prince Gustavo.

Crown Princo Reconcilable.
The general opinion Is that tho Crown

Princo is more reconcilable to Norway's
dissolution than Was his-- father and there
let no doubt that he Induced King Oscar'
to veto tho consular bill

KING IS DEEPLY MOVED.

Receives Letter Announcing Decision
of the Storthing.- -

CHRISTIANIA, June The new Nor-
wegian flag will be hoisted throughout
the country at 10 a m. tomorrow. The
Council of Defense has ordered the flags
over all the fortresses and warships of
Norway to be saluted with twenty-on- e
gun Tho substitution of the new for
the old t'.ae; of Christlanla will take place
at Akershus fort In tho presence of the
garrison of the capital.

Ministers Will Resign.
It Is announced that Mr Dude Minis-

ter .if Copenhagen, v. ho is a Norwegian,
has decided to resign, and it is assumed
thai Sir Grip, Minister at Washington;
Mr Yon Dltten, Minister at Rome, and
Baron von Wdql-Jarlsuor- g, Minister at
Madrid, who also are Norwegians, will
tender their resignations.

King Receives the Letter.
Mr. Paulsen, Premier Mlchelsen's sec-

retary, has returned to Stockholm, where
"ho went to hand to King Oscar the letter
announcing the decision of the Norwegian
Government. Ho says lhat the King
opened the letter and read the first few
lineu Ho ' then appeared to. be deeply
moved, and asked his secretary to read It
aloud, At the conclusion of tho reading
his Majesty vented his feelings In unre-
strained terms, byt soon hecame calmer
and spoko amiably to tho Norwegian
gentlemen presont, assuring tpem of his
tncreaelng affection for Norwaj and the
Norwegian people.

Inquired of Foreign Courts.
The Aftenposten's Stockholm corre-

spondent says that last wnk the Swedish
Foreign pfflce instructed the Ministers
nt foreign courts to impure as to the at-
titude the Government to 'which they
wero accredited would assume In tho
event of the secession of Norway

Storthing this afternoon empowered the
President of the House to forward to
King iscar the address adopted yester-
day and covering memorandum.

Prince's Attendants Remain.
Tho Norwegian gentlemen who were ap-

pointed to attend Prince Gustavus Adol-phu- n

eldest son of the Crown Prince, at
his marriage to Princes Margaret Vic-
toria of connaught. win, ponding Instruc-
tions, remain here, Instead of accompany-
ing the Prince to London.

Tie- prayer-boo- k of the Norwegian
church has been modified in accordance
With the change In the political situation
the prayers for the royal family being
omitted.

The ecclesiastical authorities have Is-

sued a notice calling on the clergy at the
first ceh tu ition of divine service after
the deposition of the King, to offer an
approprlato prayer for the fatherland.
