Woman Tells Story.

Mra Quinn, who seemed 1o understand
clearly what was coming, rose and faced
the court with uplifted hand 1o take
oath. As the Judge concluded the words
ef tho obligation responded, “So help
me God” and turned to the officlal ste-
nographer in order that he might more
easlly hoar her

Nutting Late Acquaintance.

“I have known

tima that I had been In his room with
him. I wenl 1o the room a Hetle wfier 11
o'clock on Thursday morning and did not
lesve It until after the troubla oocurred.

How Trouble Began.

“Now, tell us,’’ sald Atltorties
*Just what led up to this tragedy

*"Well, this trouble—1 will tell” you the
truth—If you enn call it & tragedy, began
over my golng home. Along iate {n the
afternoon I got up and dressed. 1 sald,
‘Fred, I must g6 home' He sald, ‘Don't
E0 tonlght; you've wtayed this long, yai
must not leave mo now.' 1 told him that
I had Lotter go, that | was dolng wrong;
that we were hollh wronging  oursslves
and Mr. Quinn, who wias my husbisnd and
his best friend.

Nutting Used Threats.

“We argued this a long time, and Nut-
ting sald that no town oo hold the
thres of us; that matiers had camo Lo the
