Salt Lake.

own troubloH with tho water hoes. The long
dry spell has nindo It Impeiatlvo thnt ho
adopt and enforce mica for tha economical and
equitable distribution of water. Thoso rules
aro being enforced not In tho Interest of the
water company, but in the Interest of all tho
consumers, that each mny have his shuro pro-
portionately.

Violations of the rules have been noted, nnd
perhnps the most flagrant Is that of the Janitor
of tho Central echool, who Is under tho con-
trol of tho School board. Th Janitor was
found to bo sprinkling tho lawns out of tho
hours allowed. Ho wan warned, but perslstca.
Tho remedy was horolc Tho water was shut
off and, uays Manager Klrcher, will stay ore
until mo Janitor promises to bo good nnd abide
by the rules.

A number of places on Twenty-fift- h street
havo also been uhut off. but will bo restored,
and a certain omployeo at the city hall has
been warned that everything will bo dry thero
If he does not observe tho rule.i In regard to
tho wnsto of water. Tho mattor. nays Man-
ager Klrcher. Is a vital ono to all tln peoplo
of Ogden. Water Is not plentiful and it must
bo uncd without waste.

NEW YORK. Aus. ofmosquito larvae by petroleum and theweeding out of ehrirbbcry In moist places
In and nbout the Loup Island and NewJersey coa-s- t resortd has almost elimi-
nated the peats, according to reports col-
lected bv the Herald.

Experiments with oil began twoyears upo appear to have been en-tirely successful. The sprinkling of pools
with coal oil has been reinforced bv sys-
tematic ditching at mnny points, "which
has completely obliterated tho damp spots
where the mosquitoes wero in formeryears bred by the million.

Sunday Law Set Aside When

Smoot and Ed Loose So

Desire.

town aro commenting oiutho manner in
which Justice peeps from undor her ban-dag- o

at one time and la conveniently
blind at another. The blindness comes
on when laws aro being broken by such
distinguished advocates of good citizen-
ship as Apostlo Heed Smoot and tho
blinders slip when the' offender happens
to be a Gentile not In touch with tho
Smoot Dolltlcal machine.

Something over a, year ago J. M. Wil-
son, a liquor dealer, purchased a saloon
and, In order to put It In condition to
open, employed some paperhungcrs to
paper tho walls., Thoy took advantage of
tho suspension of buslenss on Sunday to
do the work The doors wero closed, but
tho Marshal W. K. Henry, delected
what was going on and maintained tho
majesty of the law by dragging the of-

fending paperhangcrs and their employer
before a court on the charge of violating
a city ordinance forbidding work on Sun-d- o

v.
Just Technical Violation.

It was plainly a technical violation of
the ordinance, although no one hnd been
arrested before. Mr. Wilson was fined
SlTi and the paperhangcrs $1 apiece. Mr.
"Wilson paid the lines. U was tho oulv
tlnr.o ho was ever In court, showing Unit
he Is not a bad citizen.

It Makes a Difference.
Last Sunday, whllo preparations were

under way for tho reception of the crowd
coming to register, a largo forre of men,
under tho direction of L. O. Taft, worked
all dav long on the main street or tho
city, and within a few yards of the
tabernacle, where religious services
wero In progress, erecting tents. Mr.
Taft. as Is well known, was an agent for
Senator Reed Smoot and his partner,
State Senator Ed Loose.

No Arrests Made.
Did the outraged majesty of the law

call for vindication? Did Marshal Henry,
who Is still In office, feci It his duty to
arrest Taft. Smoot and Loose? Not at
all. The offenders are still unwhlpt of
Justice.

Marshal Attempts to Explain.
"When asked about tho matter tonight

tho Marshal said: "The cases are not
parallel. Mr. Wilson came to me ami
asked mo If ho could paper his saloon on
Sundav. I told him ho might on any
other Sunday, but not on "that particular
dny. because thero was going to he a big
Sundav-scho- excursion In town. In
spite o"f what I had said Mr- - Wilson wont
ahead with his papering, and I arrested
him.

Says Law Is Changed.
"Since that time the ordinance has been

changed so It permits necessary work to
bo done. Putting up those lents was
necessarv work. Taft and Smoot and
Looso had undertaken tho work, and they
could not get the tents any sooner It
was necessary for them to get the tents
up In tlmo for tho crowd that was com-
ing to register "

"Would Have Been a Crime.
Notwithstanding tho Marshal's expla-

nation thero are thoso In Provo who
that if Wilson had been Smoot and

Smoot had been Wilson, tho erection of
tents on tho Sabbath would havo been a
crlmo and the papering of a saloon a bit
of "necessary" labor.
