sia and Japan, respectively.

Korea and Manchuria.
"Article 2 His Majesty, the Emperor

of Russia, recognizes the preponderant
.Interest from political, military and
economical points of view of Japan in
the empire of Korea and stipulates that
Russia will not oppose any measures
for Us government, protection or con-

trol that Japan will deem necessary to
take In Korea, In conjunction with the
Korean Government, but Russian sub-
jects and Russian enterprises are to en-
joy the same status as the subjects and
enterprises ot otner countries.

"Article -It is mutually agreed that
the territory of Manchuria be simulta-
neously evacuated by both Russian nncl
Japanese troops. Both countries being
concerned in this evacuation, their sit-
uation should be absolutely Identical.
All rights acquired by private persons
and companies shall remain intact.

Japan Gets Transports.
"Article 4 The rights possessed by

Russia In conformity with the lease by
Russia of Port Arthur and Dalny, to-
gether with the lands and waters adja-
cent, shall ?ass over In their entirely
to Japan; but the properties and rights
of Russian subjects are to be safe-
guarded and respected.
r"Artlclo 5 The Governments of Rus-

sia and Japan engaged themselves re-
ciprocally not to put any obstacles to
the general measures (which shall be
alike for all nations) that China may
fakev for the development of the com-
merce and industry of Manchuria.

Agreement as to Railway. '

"Article 6 The Manchurlan railway
shall be operated jointly between Rus-
sia and Japan at Kouang-Tcheng-Ts- e.

The two branch lines shall be employed
only for commercial and Industrial pur
poses.

John Mitch-
ell, president of tho United Mine-Worke- rs

of America, was in this city today In his
capacity as-- of tho Ameri-
can Federation of Labor to Join with First

Duncan of tho Federation
and others m tho settlement of a dispute
Involving typesetters and printers. Ho
will leave for Shnmokln tonight.

It can be stated on tho highest author-
ity that tho convention of anthraclto min-
ora which will draft niw demands for pre-
sentation to tho coal companies on the ex-
piration of tho strike commission's award
on April 1 next will bo held In Shamokin
between December 5 and 10.

Demands of tho Miners.
It was learned hero today that the De-

cember convention nt Shamokin will
mako the following demands:

First A recognition of the minors'
union by the coal operators, tho recogni-
tion to take tho form of a signed agree-
ment.

Second Tho substitution of an eight-ho-

work day for tho nine-ho- work
day awarded by tho strike commission,
which Is now In forco throughout tho
hard-co- al Holds.

Increased "Wages Demanded.
Third An Increaso In pay over the min-

imum wages now paid to men and boys
wlio aro not contract minors, but aro gen-
erally classed as unskilled labor.

Fourth A uniform scalo of wages for
workers not actually miners at all col-
lieries.

No Threat of Strike.
"Aro tho members of tho union so

eager for the recognition of their organ-
ization and for an eight-ho- work day
that they arc prepared to precipitate a
crisis if they aro refused them?" Mr.
Mitchell was asked.

"I cannot answer that question. You
seo the miners havo not yet hold their
convention and It would be presumptuous
for mo to Bay In advance what thoy will
or will not do."

SITUATION AT FRONT

Soldiers Anxious to Learn, of Peace
Negotiations,

GUNSHU PASS, Manchuria, Sept. 4,

(Monday) The situation, especially as
affecting the newspaper correspondents,
admits of saying little. The army organ
publishes a statement to the effect that
a furore exists In Japan and though the
news is vague, it is the Impression hero
that there are complications abroad
hostile to peace. The Russian army's
antagonism to recent events takes the
form of criticism of the management of
the war and also of "bureaucratic med-
dling."

The Chinese have exhibited wide ap-
preciation of the Importance of the
peace negotiations, but the prospects
under conditions such as set forth in
the agreement outlines published hero
promise small amelioration of their bur-
dens and are regarded with foreboding.

For days passing trains have been be-
sieged for newspapers by soldiers at
such stations as Kuanchengtzu, Gunshu
Pass and Kochlatun. Otherwise this
vicinity Is unusually quiet.
