A Mule and Millions.

Half the lead that has been mined In

the United States has come from the
famous Coeur d'Alenes, the most pro-

ductive lead mines In the world. L,ike
many of the richest mines, they were
discovered by pure luck. A man lent
his mule to two prospectors. In the
course of their wanderings the mule
was tied to a tree, and he, becoming
Impatient, pawed the ground nnd un-
covered a lead vein which Is now the
site of the famous Bunker Hill Sullivan
mine.

The owner of the mule sued for a
third interest in tho claim, and the
courts granted It to him, stating that
as the mule had made the discovery,
and that, as he was Its owner, he was
entitled to the mule's share. The three
owners sold their discovery for a half
million dollars, and nothing was too
good for that mule for the rest of his
clays. He was exhibited in a private
car and lived on the fat of the land,
and now a tombstone marks his grave.
His harness hancs In a noted saloon,
where It Is gazed upon with deejiest
reverenco by the old-tim- e prospectors.

The mine Is the richest sliver-lea- d

mine In the world, yielding a net reve-
nue of 1. 500,000. Since their discovery
In 18S4 the Coeur d'Alene mines have
produced nearly $200,000,000 in gold, sli-

ver and lead. World's Work.

The Ideal Boy.

There are Indications that studies of
school life are tho coming fashion in
fiction. It will be an interesting phase,
if it does not last too long, and it will
be specially Interesting to try to de-
duce from the collation of the studies
some definite conception of the quali-
ties of the Ideal boy, who can worthily
be presented as a hero.

In the school stories of
Mr. Eden Phlllpotts the Ideal boy is
more like a monkey than anything else,
while Mr. Kipling depicts him as a law-

less rebel, shirking games because they
are compulsory and defying the con-

stituted authority of masters and pre-

fects alike. In this maze of contradlc- -

tions the philosopher can find only on-fir-

and constant principle. All the
novelists ullke eulogize youth for somo
characteristic which Is admittedly

In men. Is this the last
word? Can no ono create a boy capa-
ble of attracting the adult reader by
his qualities instead of his defects?
That Is the problem now before th
novelists busy with their studies oi
school life, and we hope that some ont
or other of them will solve It. London
Graphic.
