Car Service Is Fearful.
"The car service, for Instance. Is an

example. I arrived here- Thursdny oven-ln- g

over tho Short Line. Tho train was
considerably lato. to bo sure, but that
was no ixeuso for there being not a sin-
gle street car at that train. Xot only
whs them no street car thcro when tho
trnln c:tme In, but passengers who did
not take carriages were obliged to stand
on tho platform for twenty minutes ami
wait for a car lo take them up town.

Long- - "Wait Down Town.
"But that wasn't all. I was with a

party of friends who had to go to Third
East street, neur Second South. AVhon
we arrived at tho corner or second south
and Main there was no Second South car
In slsht, and so we waited there for llf-te-

minutes. And so from thu time the
Short L.lne train i cached tho depot until
I got back to the lCcnyon corner, having
merely alighted from the Second South
car to help my friends with their bag-
gage, catching the llrat oar back, was ex-

Need Bottpr Service.

four miles from tho center of town, andyot a car pnsses tho door every three
minutes.

Mr. llarrimun Is going to print and
publish a map of his big system without

No; they Jire always almost ab-
solutely straight lines.

Frederick Sanford Registered
in Belief That He Was En-

titled to Vote.

WILL HAVE NAME TAKEN
FjROM REGISTRATION LIST

Clerk Eldrcdge Denies That He
Put Objectionable Words

on the Papers.

Fredcrlok Sanford, who Tho Trlbuno
stated Thursday morning had registered
Illegally In tho First district on October
17, visited the American party headquar-
ters Friday afternoon and spout toino
time In consultation with tho managers
of tho party. Ho Insisted most positive-
ly that ho had committed perjury without
uny Intention of doing wrong. He said
that tho terms cltlz.cn and resident had
confused him In reading tho law regard-
ing registration and voting, and that ho
would Immediately proceed to havo his
niuno removed from tho registration
bcoks.

Mr. Eldredge Denies Words.
Tl was stated to tho representative of

Tho Trlbuno by W. 11. Wilkinson that
Mrs. AVllklnson had seen tho naturaliza-
tion papers of Mr. Sanford, and that there
waa written on the back the words:
"Theao papers arwall right. Joe Eldredge."
The papers that Mr. Sanford has In his
pojsBeslon at present contain tho usual cer-
tificate of tho clerk to tho effect tlutt tho
papers contain a complete copy of tho
records In tho clerk's ofllco as fur as tho
particular caso la concerned. Mr.

said Friday that he had not mado
any notation such ns the above, but thnt
the usual certificate was placed on tho
back to show that tho papers wore merely
a copy of tho records.

Mrs. Wilkinson Still Firm.
Mr. Wilkinson on Friday said that his

wlfo had seen tho words as stated, and
that they woro written with a stub pen,
and that there w;us no typewritten words
upon the buck of the papers at nil. In
Justice to all parties concerned The Trib-
une gives both sides of the controversy.
On the authority of Mr. Wilkinson the

of the disputed words was used
last Thursdav.

Same Old Rumors Bob Up.
There was a rumor on tho streets Fri-

Nally Is general superintendent of the
J'ostal telegraph, and ho Is JiiHt complet-
ing an Inspection of tho offices of the
company lying between Chicago and Salt
Lake Clly. Llko many other men who
hold1 high positions, Mr. Nally began life
ns a messenger, and Is n graduato of the
"key." Thirty yeaiH ago he was office
boy of thn present president of the AVeHtr
in Union Telegraph company, Robort

C. Clowry.
Business Increasing-- .

According to Mr. Nally, the 'business of
the Postal Telegraph company Is rapidly
Increasing, a new office being establisheddally. Ho states that tho opcratlonH of
the company are especially satisfactory
In the Western country.

Local Operations Large.
As to Salt Lako City. Mr. Nally states

that tho local business of the last two
weeks has been the largest since the com-pnn- y

began operations hero, and the Im-
portance of the Salt Lako office will be
greatly increased with tho completion of
work at present underway, which should
bo finished within tho next six weeks.

Agreed to Arrest, but
Didn't Do It.

WHAT HE SAYS ABOUT IT:
M'MURRIN'S ACCOUNT

Father Says Boy Is Wayward,
and Was Not Brutally

Whipped.

Totally ignoring tho wishes of soveral
prominent citizens, who from personal
examinations were ready and are still
ready to swear that tho thirteen-year-ol- d

son of Joseph W. McMurrln was brutally
beaten recently by his father, and actual-
ly refusing bo carry out tho request of
Dr. T. 13. Bcatty that tho latter bo ar-
rested on a charge of assault and battery.
County Attorney P. P. Chvlstensen ap-

peared In Justlcu Dana T. Smith's court
Friday and asked that tho caso against
tho defendant, one of the first seven pres-
idents of tho soventlcs, bo dismissed.

Case Is Dismissed.
Practically speaking, there was no other

alternative for the court but to comply
with tho request. It Is always presumed
that tho County Attorney has made a
full, investigation and knows what ho is
talking' about when ho faces a court and
asks tor or recommends such action. In
this lnstanco the court did as It always
hns done, complied with tho request of
Iho County Attorney.

Pacts in the Case.
Tho story as told by Tho Trlbuno one

day recently will bo recalled by Its rend-
ers. Joseph W. McMurrln, a man weigh-
ing 200 pounds juid possessed of
un ungovernablo temper, compelled
his thirteen-year-ol- d son to re-
move every stitch of his cloth-
ing and talcing him Into a room and lock-
ing the door the father beat him with a.
strap until tho boy's body and limbs were
black and blue and great welts showed
traces of blood where the leather had cut
Into the flesh. Tho attention of such men
ns D. II Chrlstcnscn, City Superintendent
of Schools; A. C Nelson, State Superin-
tendent of schools; J. W. Kerr, president
of tho State Agricultural school of Logan,
and Judgo Willis Brown of the Juvwillc-cour- t.

was called to the boy's condition.
Examination Made of Lad's Injurios.

In company with Dr. T. B. Beatty, an
examination was made of the boy's In-
juries by tho gentlemen In question and
every one of those gentlemen expressed
himself at the conclusion of their findings
that the child hud been treated In sm In-
human manner and that they would so
testify If subpoenaed to appear In court.
What Is further, each and every ono of
these gentlemen Is still of the same opin-
ion and each and overy one of them would
appear today or a month from today and
mako affidavit to the condition In which
they found the McMurrln child to be.

Witneas' Wish Ignored.
"You may say for me," said ono of the

gentlemen referred to above, seen bv a
Trlbuno representative, "that my wishes
In this matter have been Ignored. I havu
requested tho County Attorney to havo
Mr. McMurrln arrested. He has promised
mo that he would do so. in fact he has
mado a. number of promises In regard to
the matter that ho hasn't kept. I am ono
of tho men who caused tho complaint to
bo Issued. I did so becauso I believed and
still believe that the facts In tho case
warranted me In doing so.

Disgusted With Attorney's Acts.
"I was anxious that Mr. McMurrln ba

arrested becauso I firmly believe that to
do otherwise In a caso of this kind would
bo to set an example that would be hard
In tho futuro to got away from. Thcro
has not been and thero Is not now a sin-
gle bit of malice In this matter, at leastas far ns I am concerned. The testimony
of tho men who examined tho boy, my
own examination and, In fact, the con-
fession of tho father, would warrant mo
In swearing out such a complaint. County
Attornoy Chrlstcnscn promised me faith-
fully that ho would arrest Mr. McMurrln
on Tuesday. He didn't do It. Ho prom-
ised me that ho would prosecuto tho caso
and he has failed to do that also. If such
men aro not to bo punished for their acts
how can wo expect to punish others for
similar acts. I am very certain thnt tho
beat, thing Mr. McMurrln could havo dono
would havo been to plead guilty and pav
a fine for his act. I am thoroughly dis-
gusted with tho action of tho County At-
torney in refusing to do hl3 duty In this
case."

The following statemont was mado In
writing Friday evening by iDr. T. B, Bcat-
ty for The Tribune:

Statement of Dr. Beatty.
"I was surprised to learn of tho action

of tho County Attornoy, which was taken
without my knowledge or consent. The
Inst tlmo I saw him ho promlsod to Issuo
the warrant and prosecuto tho case, "rlio
action was begun with his approval and
consent, and was taken after careful de-
liberation, and entirely devoid of mallco
on my part. It was simply a case in
which a. nerlous offense had been commit-
ted and without reference to tho oxtcn-uatln- g

Justlco Dana T. Smith, previous to the
dismissal of tho caso:

Statement of Defendant.
"I would llko to say that I havo had

considerable dlfllcully with tho little bov
and havo resorted to cvory method In or-
der to wean him from his waywardness
that I could think of, and have not been
In tho habit of punishing him In anv form
asldo from keeping him on the premises
and not allowing him to go out and play.
Somo tlmo since I purchased for him apony, carriage, saddle, harness nnd acompleto outfit to keep him away from
bad boys and to induce him to do right.
At tho commencement of tho present vcar
ho ran away from home and when ho re-
turned I received him kindly and tried to
show him how his mamma and I felt over
his conduct, and he promised to do bet-
ter. There was no punlshmont adminis-
tered, but as a result of this he was placed
under tho Jurisdiction of the Juvenile,
court. Tho first Saturday nfter h re-
ported and Uie following morning ho left
homo to go to Sunday-schoo- l, and we did
not see him for a week and wo learned
that ho had hired a buggy. Ho sent a
llttlo boy back to tho livery stable and ho
returned the rig Then the proprietor of
tho livery called for tho pay. That ex-
asperated mo and I made Inquiries as to
where he had been and then told him that
ho waa to huvo st good punishment.

Used a Strap.
"Then I took a small strap nnd took himover my knoo and spanked him soundly,

not In a fiendish and brutal mannor, but
It may bo that while 1 was administering
tho cha'stlsemont and ho was resisting, Imight have struck somewhat harder than
I Intended, but thero was no element of
brutality. I thought before this occurred
that we had tho llttlo boy pretty well
weaned from his waywurdness. I think
that with him It Is not so much that he
1b t.aturnlly willful, but that he Is easllv
led by other boys. I do not wish to say
anything that would rcllect upon him anil
1 would not like to burden him with a
name that would encumbor him In tho
least."

Fcrdlnnndo Chlavlnl Is a llrm convert
lo tho old axiom to thu effect "thnt it
never rains but It pours." Mr. Chlavlnl
has certainly had his sharo of trouble
during the past few months. However,
although slightly disfigured, he Is still In

the ring. Chlavlnl's trouble began at
Bingham somo months ago. when his
placo of business was burned down. For
some reason he was blamed with tho
fire and a mob was so thirsty for his gore
that the officers took him under their
care until tho feeling was abated.

Accused of Arson.
Then Chlavlnl was arrested on a

charge of arson, but he was able to es-

tablish his Innocence and was released
from custody. From Bingham ho came
to Salt Lake and was arrested for sell-

ing whisky at Bingham without a li-

cense. Upon this charge he was also ex-

onerated, and ho thou decided to opon a
saloon near Garfield beach to cater to
the wants of the people employed by the
American Smelting and Refining com-
pany.

Deported From Smelter Site.
Tho saloon was opened, In the due

course of tlmo. In a tent, and Chlavlnl
says he expended JoSS.75 In fitting up the
place. For tho first time In months tho
placo took on a roscato tint and Chlavlnl
felt that he had reached the turning of
tho tide. But In this he was mistaken.
Shortly after ho had opened for business,
ho nlleges In a complaint filed In the
Third District court Friday, the Bineltur
people came along and told him to "git.
Chlavlnl refused and the smelter em-
ployees, to the number of forty or more,
loaded his truck Into a wagon and de-

ported him for a distance of about two
miles and set his belongings down amid
the sagebrush that thero abounds.

DamandB Damages,
Chlavlnl now alleges that the action of

the smelter people was wrongful and bo
wants compensation In tho sum of
Tho smelter people. It Is understood,
claim that the ground occupied by Chla-
vlnl was their property, while Chlavlnl
claims that It was his. This point will
bo an Important one In the adjudication
of tho case.
