Killed by Whalers Off th Coast of
the Falkland Islands.

Just now, however the sea elephant is
enjoying a respite, and Is. consequently
Inert .sine in numbers rapidly, particular-
ly In the southern seas He forms prac-
tically the only itopulatiiui of tuariv an
otherwise lonely Berles of barren rocks In
the Antarctic ocean. His food consistschiefly, If not entirely. oC cuttlefish
Formerly the animal wns hunted bv
Whalers upon all the islands of the Ant-
arctic ocean, notably Kergueiens l,and
ami the South Shetland where they
abounded In Immense herds. The crea-
tures were slaughtered for their hides
and blubber.

The tusks of the male reach a length of
four or five inches, their external nnrt be-
ing smooth and conical, while the part
Imbedded In tho flesh is furrowed nd
slightly curved. Tho tusks of the males
are solid at the lower end only a slight
cavity apnenrs while in the female they
are shorter, and. moreover, almost hol-
low up to the point. Sailors and

are fond of using these hollow
teeth of the f. male 'for pipe bowls, ipillls
from I he wings of pelicans supplying suit-
able stems for the pipes.

The Vanishing Prame Chicken.
The general prospects this season for

good prairie chicken shootltiK one of the
keenly popular upland sports wllh dog
and gun seem In the main to be unfavor-
able. Undoubtedly there are small areas
here and there, mete m.oks In comparison
to the whole vast prairie habitat of the
pinnated grouse, which contain birds

and which will afford ample sport
for the favored few who have access to
them, but for the hundreds of chicken
shooteie who take their chances without
preliminary Investigation much failure
and disappointment are in stoix..

The reports from many of the prairie
districts where the pinnated grouse In
tlnie.s past were in abundance, or it leasl
plentiful enough to afford good sport. In-

dicate an unusual scarcity.
I'ndoubtediy tho destruction of the pin-

nated grouse Is greater than Its produc
tion. The decrease In Its numbers seem-- ,

to be steadily progressive with the pass-
ing years. The area of the habitat Of the
Species .also Is gradually diminishing,
though this is not manifested by tin en-

tire and sudden extermination of the
chickens In a certain section, nor their
sudden abandonment of it.

The change from abundance lo dearth
tunKs about grndualh Some sections In
former years which afforded spOrt for
wee ks, in later years afford sport for days
only. From abundance the supply be-

comes meager Oftentimes the changes
from plenty to poverty, the lamentable
results of extermination or abandoned
habltut are not noticed by the sportsman
till ho is confronted with the fact when
diligent seeking for sport afield with d
and gun ends In failure.

The enormous decrease in the numbers)
and the decreasing habitat of the prairie
ehlcken arc not realized by the younger
sportsmen of the present tlm. Nor do
the older sportsmen realize it by any com-
parisons of more recent years V com-
parison of present conditions corn ernlng
chicken shooting With these which ob-
tained fifteen or twenty years ago will
bring Into conspicuous relief the

decrease, which ha? resulted In
the scarcltv of the present.

lars of the new Issue will be used to build
