Leckie Fired Shot or Two.

Moore Didn't Flinch.
When Leckie refused to come out the

herder flred n BhO Into the building and
when this failed lo produce his adversary
he walked tvldl into the saloon, jrun In
hand When the herder entered the door
Leckie, who v,.im behind the bar leveled
his at Moore, who never
halted or flinched. Leckie flred two
shots, missing the herder, but burning
his face with the DOWdi

Blew Off Leckic's Head.
The herder then took deliberate aim

and flred, blowing tho entire top of
Leckle's head off.

The herder claims that Leckie flred at
him the first tlmo. and that lie will be
able to prove that he shot ln

Tho case promises to be a hard-foug-

legal battle, ami Is attracting
attention Stone and WlnSlOW

will defend the criminal, and K. 0
Leckie. an attorney from Washington, D.
C, and a brother of the murdered man,
Is here to assist Attorney Vldal prosecute
the case.
