Heber Is the Gateway.

Heober, on the Denver & Rio Grande
rallroad, i1s the gateway to the North
Fork: from there to Woodland (s slxteen
miles, thence tweniy-slx miles to the dis-
trict. The road at the present Is In very
bad conditlon and impassable on the sum-
mit, but it Is probable that the penple of
Heber will Improve the road by spring.
The summit of the West Fork pass, down
which the road comes, Ia at un sltiiude of
about %G feet and covered with #bout
four fest of snow In winter. A road will
nlga L bullt In from Park Clty, shout
forty-Nve mileg away, which will greatly
factiitates travel from the west

Surveys for Moffat Road.

One survey of the Moffat road sast
from Salt Lake comes through Park 'ty
und down the west fork of the Duchesnn
running through the distrlet  for gbout
