UTAH OFFERS REWARD

111 MURDERERS

Gov. Cutler Issues Proclama-

tion and Sends Message
to Gov. Brooks.

For the capture and conviction of the
murderer or murderers of A. IT, Garsldo,
a citizen of RIverton, this county, who on
tho night of January 10 wus murdered
by unknown persons In Sweetwater coun-
ty. Wyo., Gov. Cutler Saturday offered a
reward of $500, signing a proclamation to
that effect. Tho document alBO makes
mention of the wounding of tho man Al-
len, whose first name nnd placo of resi-
dence are at the present tiino unknown
to the local authorities

Message to Wyoming.
After ho had signed tho proclamation.

Gov. Cutler sent a telegram to Gov. B.
B. Brooks of Wyoming, staling his ac-
tion, and asking. "Will Wyoming Join in
like sum 7'"

Killed by Cowboys.
As will be remembered by readers of

Tho Tribune, Gurslde was killed, presum-
ably by cowboys or cattlcmon. whllo ho
was in camp with hla sheep. His assist-
ant, Allen, was wounded and a largo
number of the sheep were slain.

So far as known hero no trace of tho
slayers has been disclosed.

Since the
first of the year the prosecuting attorney
says that there is not a gambling hall or
poker game running In Teller county,
and that tho towns of Cripple Creek and
Victor wore never more prosperous than
they nre today.

TERRIBLE AGONY

Bolts of Fire Shoot From Their
Bodies During Death

Struggles.

"Hodo" Bill "Wlscott, who operates a
hack from the Kenyon hotel corner. Is
now thoroughly convinced that his life-
long dread of a storm 13 well founded.
Saturday evening whllo taking Dr. J. 3.
Richards to Tenth South and State streets
his team struck a live wire, which hnd
fallen across tho trolley wire a fow feet
awny, and both horses were killed. The
driver and Dr. Richards both received
shocks which will leavo tholr effects for
somo time to come, although neither was
seriously Injured. Tho accident happened
on Stale near Tenth South.

Terrible Suffering of Horses.
The llrst Intimation the driver had that

the learn had struck a live wlro was when
tho bolts of Unmo shot from their bodies
ua though they had been struck by light-
ning, followed by their whinnies of pain
that almost nppronched the groans of a
human being. The wlro caught one of tho
horses under the neck, and ns It fell the
other one was connected with tho current
und both dropped to tho ground. It was
probably a mlnuto before both were dead,
but bocausc of the danger that Ujh driver
would have been In, It was useless to try
and extricato them.

Linemen Arrive.
Upon the arrival of linemen from the

Utah IJght & Railway company the wires
wero uiscntangled and tho horses hauledaway. Mr. Wlscott is alleged to havo a
dread of all storms, whether wind, rain
or electrical In their character, and has
often been known to put his team In the
barn. It is said, upon tho approach of a
bad storm. The elements were In exceed-
ingly good condition for such an accident
Saturday Inasmuch as tho slush and rain
made It possible for a live wlro to electro-
cute any person or animal which came
within a reasonable distance.
