Back to Her Hiding Place Until April

Superintendent Tyng of Wyo-

ming Mine Perishes in Amer-

ican Fork Canyon.

CAUGHT BY A SLIDE

WHILE SEATED IN OFFICE

An Employee of the Company,

Harry J. Kruise, Escapes
hy a Miracle.

Special lo The Tribune.
AMERICAN FORK, -- Jan. 20. As tho

result of a snowsllde In the American
Fork canyon Friday afternoon about 1

o'clock, Superintendent Tyng of the "W-
yoming mine was burled under ten or
fifteen feet of snow and Harry J. Kruise,
an employee of the mine escaped only by
a miracle. No word has been received
from tho scene of the snowsllde since
early this morning, but there Is hardly a
chance lhat Mr. Tyng will De rescued
alive. Over a hundred men are at work
endeavoring lo rescue him or securo his
body If dead, but so far no word has
been received Indicating they have been
successful.

At the time of the slide Mr. Tyng was
In tho oillce. and as It came from an un-
expected quarter no one had anticipated
trouble from that direction. A largo
number of trees were directly In the path
of the allde. and these, together with
other forms of protection, were consid-
ered sufficient to prevent a slide of any
magnitude from striking the buildings.

Mr. Kruise was in another building and
when the slide struck It ho was thrown
down and rolled over and over while
still Inside of the structure As the
mountain of snow made Ho may down
into the canyon It took the building with
It. but fortunately left It free from any
great amount of snow and Kruise es-
caped without Injury.

As far as known no one else was In-
jured or killed by the slide. In fact those
who were working In the mine or near
bv have all been accounted for.

"Superintendent Tyng came from Victor,
Texas, lo take charge of the Wyoming
mine about three years ago, his son
Francis of San Francisco being as-
sociated with him, and the development
of the mlno has been rapid and perfectly
satisfactory from thai time. A telegram
was sent lo Francis Tyng a soon as the
news reached American Fork.

HIPLl'S SEflMEM

Lifeboat Wrecked by Crippled
Vessel; Men Clamber

Back Again.

NEW YORK, Jan. 20. An account of
the strange and thrilling rescue of soven
seamen from tho shipwrecked schooner
Kipling waa brought here today by the
steamer Maino, from London. The
steamer found tho Kipling on January 11.
near tho British coast, sinking from the
effects of the pounding of huge wavos.
The schooner's seams were sprung and
leaking, part of her spars and deck

had been snapped off and big ecas
were washing over her decks when the
Maine sent a boat to take off the Kip-
ling's crew.

Leap Into Bobbing Beat.
This boat was manned by an oflicer and

three sailors. It stood alongside the
schooner, sometimes rising to the level
of the decks and sometimes dropping far
below them with the roll of tho waves.
Every man on the Kipling had safely
Jumped Into this bobbing boat and the
oars had been dipped to row away when
the schooner swung around ao that the
bowsprit was directly ocr tho life boat.

Simultaneously a sea roso beneath tho
boat, carrying It up and crushing It
against the bowsprit, which struck It di-
rectly acrcs the midship section. In the
midst of snnpplng oars and Hying splin-
ters the seven seamen from the Kipling
leaped up to the bow;prit, throwing their
arms around available supports and with
their feet trying to kick the life boat free
from Its perilous position. This they did.
but the life boat swept clear of the
schooner, lenving them clinging lo tho
bowsprit.

Send Another Boat.
In the bottom of tho boat ono rescuer

lay unconscious, having boon struck on
the head during the collision, and the
boat Itself was ao badly .damaged that
It was ln danger of sinking. It was
rowed back to the Maino. whilo the crow
of tho Kipling clambered back to the
deck of their vessel again. Tho Maine,
however, sent a second life boat to the
schooner, and this time the shipwrecked
men wero safely taken aboard the
steamer.

The Kipling had been crippled for
twenty days before sighting the Maine.
Sho was bound for America.

hind the Screen of

Amiability.

FEELING GROWS THAT

TROUBLE IS BREWING

Leading Moroccans Engaged in
Contraband Trade Make

Crusade Funny.

ALGEZIRAS, Spain. Jan. 20. Be-

hind the screen of amiability that en-

velops the relations of tho envoys of
the powers to the Moroccan confer-
ence, a rising feeling of distrust Is ob-

servable, due seemingly to the unwill-
ingness of both France and German'
to define tholr positions boyond reaf-
firming somewhat wearisomely their
adherence to the open door, tho sov-
ereignty of tho Sultan and tho Integ-
rity of his territories.

Politeness Overworlced.
The French delegates In all their

conversational reconnaissances with
their opponents have ben unable to
learn precisely what is the position of
Germany, nor apparently have tho
German representatives been able to
ascertain the Joint Intentions of France
and Great Britain. Extreme caution
and lack of confidence have begun to
destroy the favorable atmosphere for
negotiation which was created by the
courtesies and assurances of tho first
days.

Feeling of Trouble in Sight.
There is a feeling among tho Embas-

sadors of the less Interested power3
that trouble Is In sight. The Moroccan
delegates have become conscious of
this and take satisfaction therefrom.

Big- Ones Deal in Arms.
The earnestness of the Moroccan

delegates over the urgency for foreign
prevention of the contraband trade In
arms amuses the Morocco specialists
In the conference, as the son of Mo-
hammed El Torres, head of the Moroc-
can mission, has grown rich out of the
Illicit trafllc In arms, and several other
persons of the Sultan's court are en-
gaged In this business. Smuggled
cartridges are said to be sold regular-
ly along the coast and cast-Iro- n rllles
are specially made for the African
trade at $6 apiece.

Welcome the Bullfight.
The delegates are beginning to show

LIVELY SCRAP IN HOUSE

COMMITTEE HEARING

'Rodey Says Big Corporations
Rule Territories by Un-

due Influence.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 20. B. R. Rodey,
fcrmcr Delegato lo Congress from New
Mexico, created a furoro at today's hear-
ing on the Joint statehood bill before the
House Committee on Territories by an-
nouncing that corporate Interests In Ari-
zona had suppressed public opinion ln
favor of Joint statehood, and declared
that a popular voto on tho question would
show a decided majority in favor of the
admission of Arizona and New Mexico as
one State.

Says They Are Intimidated.
""There has been Intense persecution In

Arizona," Mr. Rodey declared. "Special
Interests have perpetrated outrageous
and scandalous suppression of public
opinion for the last six months. Thou-
sands favor Joint statehood who do not
dare to say so."

Chorus of "No, No."
The members of the Anti-Joi- State-

hood league, who were In the committee
room, united ln a protest against the
statements, but ln response to tho chorus
or "No, No" from the Arlzonans, Mr.
Rodey declared that the corporation
forces who are opposing the Joint atato-hoo- d

measure do not dare to submit tho
joint statehtod proposition to the people
of Arizona.

Mr. Rodey was repeatedly Interrupted
by questions from members of the com-
mittee and by heated arguments designed
to bring out the atutudu of Ihe adminis-
tration on statehood.

Counter Charges of Coercion.
Representative Lloyd iMo.) asked Mr.

Rodey If It were not true that tho Presi-
dent and Speaker of the House were forc-
ing the joint statehood Issue Mr. Rodey
a?ked to be excused from answering this
question and Chairman Hamilton (Mich.)
intimated that the Democrats were being
forced by their organization to oppose the
bill.

Representative Moon (Tcnn.) Interrupt-
ed the argument lo nay;

"I object to the gentleman from Michi-
gan and the gentleman from Missouri
having this fuss here when In privato
they express opposite opinions."

Attacks the Corporations.
Mr Rodey described the system of

taxation ln both New Mexico and Ari-
zona, and said corporate Influences have
been draining both torrltorlcs and hold-
ing down their taxes. Under Joint state-
hood, he said, the people of the two Ter-
ritories could unite and curb theso

and prevent their public domain
f:bm being stolen. Ho pronounced tho
denunciation of the Mexican population
ln New Mexico as ridiculous, and said
the Mexicans were religious nnd g,

ancV in no sense a menace to
the welfare of the proposed State.

Different Under Statehood.
In answer lo questions from Repre-

sentative Moon, Mr. Rodey made a de-

tailed statement of how Corporate In-

fluences get control of Territorial govern-
ments, which are dominated by Federal
ofllce-holder- s. He frankly said that ho
and Delegati; Smith and other n

men ride on railroad passes and
place themselves under obligations lo the
companies Under statehood, he said,
Governors would be responsible directly
to the people and the public demand for
increased taxes on corporato Interests
would be respected for political reasons.

Mr. Rodey's speech closed the statehood
hearing before tho House committee.
