RUSSIAN BUTLER WANTED

New York Authorities Suspect It's
for Political Reasons.

NEW YORK, Jan. 26. Unusual fea-
tures In the arrest Wednesday oC Felix
Gadslss, at the request of the aecret
police of St. Petersburg when Gadslna
was about to disembark from the
steamer Moltke caused an Investiga-
tion today by the United States Immi-
gration authorities.

gested that ho write something about It.
Ho did bo In nn editorial headed 'The
Mont Degraded Paper In tho United
States.'

Wrote in the Name.
"Hapgood, In his article, howovor. did

not nnme the paper, but when I road the
proof 1 wrote In the name, 'Town Topics,'
telling IlapRood nt the same tlmo that
my action would doubtless Involvo us in
personal abuse."

After tho nrrefll of Charles Ahl tho
solicitor. Mr. Collier juild, Mr Hapgood
wrote another editorial, and while he was
doing so Mr. Collier told him to my In
In that It wns a disgrace for nny Judgo
to bo connected with Town Topics.

Had Attacked Collior.
Under by District

Attorney Jerome. Mr. Collier said that
beforo the article about Miss Roosevelt
appeared In Town Topics, a scries of arti-
cles containing unpleasant things about
the witness was published In Town
Topics. Mr. Collier said ho was Indiffer-
ent to what Town Tonics said About him.
The meaning of tho editorial on whloh the
complaint of libel was based, he said, wns
that Town Topics was engnged In the
business of blackmail.

Business of Blackmail.
"Fads nnd Fancies," lift said, brought

that aspect of the publication more forci-
bly to his mind.

Mr. Jerome asked Mr. Collior If he knew
that President Roosevelt and Grovor
Cleveland wore to be subscribers to and
have their names In "Fads and Fancies,"
to which ho replied that ho did not
know it.

Norman Hapgood was then called to
the stand.

"I believe you are the defendant, al-
though I am not certain," said Mr. Shep-ar-

Hapgood Is Heard.
Mr. Hapgood admitted it. He described

the circumstances attending the writing
of tho editorial on which libel action was
bnscd, ns related by Mr. Collier, and said
that he wroto various articles about
Town Topics aB a public duty.

In reply to questions by District Attor-
ney Jerome, Mr Hapgood said ho under-
stood the schema of Town Topics was to
blackmn.ll. He did not think that emi-
nent people were clubbed Into "Fads and
Fancies."

Anent Roosevelt's Name.
Mr. Jerome showed the witness a let-

ter which he had not read, but which
purported to relate to the admlsslbllltv of
President Roosevelt's name Into "Fads
and Fancies," and asked:

"Do you believe ho was forced Into the
book."

"I believe he was not forced," said Mr.
Hapgood.

"what Induced you to print this edi-
torial?"

"The Information given me by tho Dis-
trict Attorney himself was tho immediate
cause, but I had had knowledge for a
number of years of the policy of the pa-
per."

Got It From Jerome.
"Then your Judgment was based upon

tho Judgment of tho DiBtrlct Attorney?"
"Yes."
"After all, 1 am writing this article,"

finally said District Attorney Jerome.
"Yes, In a measure."
"Did you understand that the distin-

guished Mr. Cleveland, gave
money for tho uso of his name In 'Fads
and Fancies'?" naked Mr. Shepnrd.

"No. T understood he was to have a
free copy."

Describing his Interview with Mr. Jer-
ome, Mr. Hapgood said:

Describes the Interview.
"He told me that the schemo ought to

I snld no word to him about ask-ing him for advertisements of Btcnmshlps
but when leaving ho said ho would sendhis manager to havo him Insert an adver-
tisement. Later, when ho camo to kco mo
I came to tho conclusion that tho manmust want notoriety from his talk. Hoobjected to articles printed In Town Top-
ics, but I said that we would not printany more of thtm.

Interest of the Public.
"I told him that our editorial depart-

ment was run in the Interests of tho pub-
lic good; that Is to oay. In the Interestsof what our readers demand. Later on
when I was In Baltimore. I called upon
Mr. Baker again. The Secretary of War,a friend of mine told mo thjtt Mr, Bakerwas a very wealthy man. I needed mo-ney at tho time and I went to Mr. Bakorand asked for a loan of $J00o, and toldnlm I would give him twonty-liv- c sharesof stock in Town Topics. There were nounpleasant paragraphs printed about Mr.
Baker."

About the Inxmunes.
"What about this list of Iminunes'""I have no recollection of a list belmrprepared of such, but before I went to Eu-rope I had a talk with Mr. Wayno. thomanaging editor, and I told him to bovery careful about tho people he wouldcriticize while l was away,"
Col, Mann said that Burton Harrisonwroto the introduction to "Fads and Fan-cies," but that neither Mrs. Clcmont C.Moore. Mrs. Andrew Simmons nor HarryLuhr ever gave him an Item of Informa-tion.

These Didn't Pay.
Nolthor President Roosevelt nor GrovcrCleveland, Col. Mnnn said, over paid anymoney for the use of their names In

"Fads and Fancies."
Bishop Potter, the witness, said, was

ulso on the free Hat.
At the afternoon session of court Ed- -

ward M. Shepard summed up for the de-
fense. He said that technically the par-
ties to the easu are tho people of tho
State of New York as complainant and
Mr. Shepard as defendant, but that no
one who had attended tho session of tho
court could believe but that the realparties are Mr. Hapgood and Town Top-
ics nnd Juatlco Deuel. Hapgood was on
trial, he said, for the editorial In Collier's
of August 5 In which Justice Deuel was
criticised. If the Jury found that editor-
ial lo bo true It must find a verdict of notguilty for Hapgood.

Jekyl and Hyde Business.
Mr. Shepard referred to Justice Deuel'sposition op Town Topics as a "quasl-edl-torl-

writer." While he waa sitting on
the bench he was carrying on a Dr. Jekyl
and Mr. Hyde business in tho ofllces ofTown Topics nnd the Ess-Es- s company.
"Wo say," ho continued, "that the busi-
ness of Town Topics was to print scandalor to suppress It for payment of money
by thoso who were cowardly. In taking
this money we sny Deuel was a corrupt
Judge."

Maru:'s Suave Method.
The stock of the Town Topics company

on which Col. Mann tried lo mako loans,
Mr. Shepard said, was held bv him Intrust for his daughter. Justlco "Douel. ho
said, was Joined In this trust deed. "Thopolished gontlcman who conies to seo us
for Town Topics docs not come after tho
fashion of a bandit demanding your
money or your life, but In tho most kind-
ly and suave way ho tells you that thoboys of the olllco want to print a story,
but that can bo bought off," said Mr.
Shepard.

Not the Usual Way.
"Col. Mann got $10,000 from a trust com-

pany of which Thomas F. Ryan Is tho
without putting up co-

llateral or a note with tho names of two
solvent men on It. That Is not usually
tho way a trust company does business.
Ho got J76.000 frpm J amen II. Keeno on
real estate, over night."

Town Topics, he said, Is composed ofmen bribed to betray confidences. Ser-
vants, valets, and even ministers wero
asked to betray their secrets and con-
fidences.

Betray Their Seorets.
"There Is In Town Topics' ofllcc," said

Mr. Bhopard, "what Is called an Index, a
hiBtory of lechery, lust, dishonesty, beast-
liness and gruesome scandal gathered In
the homo and olsowhere by agents of thopaper for uao at a moment's notice,
Think of the names of young girls and
the scandal there preserved. Why, tho
devil himself might laugh with pleasure
as ho goes through that treasure houso
of blind paragraphs."

When Mr Shepard finished hlo argu-
ment, the caso was adjourned until to-
morrow, when District Attorney Jerome
will sum up for the prosecution.
