For some cause or other, I 'tali hens
have suddenly awakened to the feet that
they have not been doing the right thing
by their constituents for the past two
or three months, and have evidently made
up their minds to square themselves by
working overtime. At leant, the conclu- -

creased shipments that have reached the
market within the past few days.

Tho. slzo of theso shipments has had a
most satisfactory effect upon the price
of eggs, at leant. so far as the consumer Is

concerned. A drop of 10 cents a dozen lh
a single day Is quite an Item whero one
Is obliged to put up for several dozens of
eggs a week But this Is the reduction
made; and, whereas, Salt Lakers have
been obliged for weeks to pay at lea.st 40

cents a dozen for eggs, they are now able
to secure strictly fresh ones fori 30 cents.
The wholesale price of this product of the
barnyard is $7.25 a case.
