Foreign Trade of United .States Prom-
ises to Surpass All Records.

NEW YORK, Feb. 16, R. G. Dun &
Co.'s weekly review" of trade tomorrow
will say: Weather conditions have .con-
tinued to stimulate retail trade In sea-
sonable merchandise, part of the earlierunsatisfactory results being ofTsot by a
vigorous demand for winter clothing r.nd
footwear, whjle household consumption
of fuel has revived retail trade, so that
coal dealers will not cany over as heavy
Btooks at tho end of tho season as v. as
Indicated by last month's business.

As to foreign trade, preliminary sta-
tistics of exports in January foil short
of the month preceding, b'ut promise tosurpass records for tho corresponding
month In previous years, while for the
last week at this port exports wero

larger than a year ago. but im-
ports declined . Railway earn-
ings in the first week of Fcbrunry woro
21. G per cent larger than In the same
week of 1905, but prices of securities were
somewhat Irregular because of the firm-
er money market and heavy new bond
issues.

Domestic hides continue dull and weak.
Lending Western packers ask prohibi-
tive prices, which curtails business, pre-
ferring to accumulate stocks rather thanaccept low bids made by tnnners.

Failures this week numbered 241 in the
United States, as against 25S last year
and S3 In Canada, compared with S2 ayear ago.

goods, clothing, shoes and millinery con-
tinues to show expansion, dcsplto tho
presence of winter conditions.

how changed! The rapid commercial
progress of the era has shown no senti-
mental regard for homeB, churches, or
anything else.

The Baptist of late seem to have ta-

ken the most unltod movo to get away
from the spire and all that It means,
but they are going to the other ex-

treme. Many of their new churches
look llko public buildings, and some
resemble a Cairo mosque. The Metho-
dists, while doing away with the spire,
have compromised In many instances
on a tower. The Norman and English
Gothic, or "perpendicular Gothic," has
come Into high favor in city churches.
This Htylc Is at once dignified and full
of strength because of Its massivenoss.
One of New York City'B best churches
of this type is the North Presbyterian,
on West One Hundred and Fifty-fift-h

street. It "hoa a short, square tower,
carrying a clock and bell. Another
new Presbyterian church, Northmln-Bte- r

above Central park, is utterly de-

void of Bplre. tower, or stky-lin- c adorn-
ment. One of the strangest-lookin- g

churches in New York City Is to be
that of tho Harlem Presbyterian. It
1h strictly Oriental at every point,
startllngly Byzantine from Its front
elevation, four stories high, to the glid-

ed dome and color effects. The neces-

sity for InstitutlonallHin knows no law
except available room. One church In
Pittsburg, recently completed, has fifty-

-two rooms In the edifice. The cost
of the spire has gone Into the Interior.
